II ut
Kail llllnd Is not the avcraga Teuton or tho
ordinary German gentleman. On tho con-

trary, ho Isan extraordinary man for Ger-

many to produce. Ho Is best known as tho
president of tho International 8oclotyi
which was by no means of tho Sunday
school onler ot organizations. Ho was for
many years tho most daring, if not suc-

cessful, leader of tho wildest rovolutlori
ary spirits In Germany. Beforo his 30th
year ho was a good jurist and at his univer-
sities of Hcldclbcig nnd Bonn was recog-
nized as a man ot solid scholarship and ot
profound philosophical capacity. In his
31st year ho was Imprisoned In Rhenish Ba-

varia for high treason against King Ludwlg.
Ha escaped, and In another outbreak
he was badly wounded In tho streets of
Frankfort while aiding tho populaco against
the authorities. In 1813 ho led tho second
republican revolution In tho Black forest.
At tho storming of Staufcn ho fought on
tho barricade, being among tho last who
left tho town. In when liberated by
the people whllo being transported to tho
fortress of Mainz, ho put himself immedi-
ately at tho head of a hastily-forme- corps
and entered tho capital of Baden. Ban-

ished from Germany, Louis Napoleon ban-

ished htm from France, when ho at onco
started for London, from which city ho has
sluco carried on a democratic and national
German propaganda. Ho was tho speaker
of tho London Germans upon tho entry ot
Garibaldi Into tho English metropolis.

In all tho great European movements ho
has been on tho sldo of thoso lighting for
liberty. Fighting for, nnd talking so much
about that subject one would think that Karl
Blind should understand something about
liberty. Even rational pcoplo might easily
believe that after Blind wroto tho biogra-
phies of thoso master-mind- s of revolution,
Francis Dcalc and Lcdru-Rolll- ho would
have absorbed and assimilated soma ot their
spirit and sympathized with poople ot an-

other raco struggling for that sain o freedom
which seemed to him such an Invaluable
adjunct to manhood. But, as children and
facetious persons say, ho evidently "is not
that sort of a man." Thero aro darker spots
In tho Ilfo than tho
mere taking part In popular risings or lead-
ing petty Insurrections.

Iho present writer attended ono Sunday
evening In London tho reception of a prom-Incu- t

and brilliant literary lady. Glancing
over an album wblch contained many in-

teresting foreign portraits, ono photograph
attracted particular attention. On being
asked It eho knew tho original ot that
portrait, tho lady replied that sbo had
Known him well, aud loved him very much.
"Ho was my brother," sbo said, with toars
In her c) ts, "and It Is a very sad story, but I
will tell It to you. About tho year 1S83
my father, as you know, published n pam-
phlet Justifying tyrannicide. My younger
brother, w ho was very and
susceptible to all impressions about popu-
lar liberty, was so much influenced by tho
political tract that ho silently resolved to go
over to Berlin and shoot Bismarck. Ho
mado some excuse for leaving London, and
on May 7, 1SC0, whllo Bismarck was driving
in easy triumph through tho German capi-
tal, my poor brother walked up to his car-

riage, leveled his revolver, and pulled the
trigger. But tho weapon missed fire and Bis-

marck calmy throw up tho pistol and caught
my brother by tho arm. Tho boy was Immedi-
ately taken to prison and wasfounddeadln
his cell the following day. It Is bellovcd
that ho had concealed a dagger in his long
flaxen hair, as from papers found In his
possession ho had mado up his mind that,
whether ho killed Blsmarcic or not, It was
his duty to take his own llfo on some con-

fused notlou of the Christian princlplo ot
an eye for an oyo."

Tho man who wroto that pamphlet was
Karl Blind; tho lady who told tho story
was his daughter, and the boy who died In
the cell was Karl Blind's son. And this Is
the lover ot liberty who cannot eeo why
Ireland should bo allowed to manago her
own affairs.

American AYoods and Wood Munufao-turos- -

An interesting and valuable report on
American woods and their uses in building
and manufacturing has just boon published
by tho commissioner of agriculture. It is
entitled "A descriptive catalogue ot manu-
factures from native woods, as shown In tho
exhibit of tho United States department of
agriculture at tho World's Industrial and
Cotton Exposition at New Orleans, Li."
Tho author is Mr. Charles Richards Dolce,
who was appointed by Mr. Wra, Saunders,
representative ot the department ot agri-
culture at tho exposition, to collect mate-
rials for this part ot tho department ex-

hibit, and was signally successful in
securing valuable contributions from
the wood maun ncturcra ot tho coun-
try. In connection with tho materials
for tho exhibit thero was collected a
large amount of statistical and other in-

formation, together with the views ot prom-incu- t

men Interested In forestry, or engaged
In the Industries, as to the
present and futuro supplies of timber ot
the kinds used In tho different branches ot
production, aud as to tho policy by which
tho attention to timber culture callod for
by tbo Industrial and climatic Interests ot
the country moy bo best secured. The In-

formation and views thus gathered aro
In tho report under consideration,

and so mado available- - for the wide dissemi-
nation which their Importance makes de-

sirable.
Tbo uses ot woods aro arranged under

tbo following heads:
1. Architecture and building, Including

houso building, brldgo and trestle building,
and tho construction ot railway and tcje-gra-

lines.
3, Transportation, Including ship and

boat building, car building, carriage and
wagon building, and harness and wood

those used In mining and excavating, farm-lu- g

and dairying, eurvejlng, wood working,

printing and engraving, spinning anil W

end various other oporatlons embraced
under tho subhead "Miscellaneous."

i. Articles relating to trade, Including
cooperage, split and shaved woods, turned
articles, and Tcnccrs.

C. Articles for man's physical comfort
or luxury, including thoso connected with

g and decoration and do-

mestic economy,
0. Articles for education, culture, or

including school apparatus, nrtlst
materials, musical instruments, materials
forgames, and children's toys.

7. Articles for miscellaneous uses.

Somo very Interesting facts aro given as

to tho processes employed In various manu-
factures ot wood. Bo stmplo n thing as n
mop roll goes through ten dlffcront oper-

ations, requiring as many different hands
and machlncs,bcforc it Is completed. l)4M

wood Is chiefly used in this branch ot manu-

facture. A shoo peg goes through eighteen
different hands, or processes, In its prog
rcss to completion. All tho shoo pegs used
in tho country, with largo quantities for
exportation, aro produced by ten factories,
which havo an aggregate capital ot $125,000
to $150,000, and employ about two hundred
hands.

Among tho numerous processes described
few aro as Interesting as thoso conuctHod

with tho manufacture of wagons and car-
riages. Tho various parts of a vehicle are
separately produced, somo ot them In dis-

tinct establishments, each dovotcd to the
production of a single class ot articles, such
as hubs, spokes, or rims for wheels. Even
tho manufacture of awheel Is thus a com-
plicated process to whlchIn many casos,
several distinct establishments contrlbuto
their respective, parts. Allusion having
been mado to "rims," it may bo stated for
tho benefit of thoso who havo not kept up
with modern changes in this branch ot
mechanical Industry that tho rim ot a

wheel Is no louger mado up of
separate felloes, each forming a small
fraction of a circle, but ot two pieces of
good, tough hickory or oak, cut to tho
proper form and length, and after duo
seasoning and preparation stcamod and
placed In tho bending machlno to be bent
'nlo half circles. Tho manufactures and
processes described aro, however, too
numerous to admit of detailed meutlon.

Tho report Is provided with a good alpha-
betical index and table of contents.

Mr, Falrchlld recommends ap-
propriation for tbo lmmedlata execution of
tl o plans submitted by tho architect, tho
t stlmatcd cost of which for labor and mate-
rial amounts In round numbers to $00,000.
Architect Bell suggests that, "A careful
rending of tbo reports nlroady mado to you

cannot fall to show thnliihiimnnltr
of further delaying a provision so much re-
quired for tho rendering ot proper servlco
tn tbo government as well as tho health ot
tbo mora Iban 3,000 constant occupants ot
the building."

In conformity with directions given by
Secretory Folgcr, and afterward concurred
In by Secretaries McCulloch and Manulug.
Levi R. Green, n competent hcatlnz and
ventilating engineer, was employed to pro-
vide plans, estimates, and specifications for
mo proper vcnuiauon oi mo treasury ouiiu-In-

taking Into account "tho necessity ot
not Intcrferli g with the current dally work
of tho department."

Mr. Green's claborato report of tils libors
and Iho results thereof Is an Interesting doc-
ument which shows, In substance, tho fol-
lowing facts and conclusions:

I doubt If u dirflcult n problem of Iho kind
bos been presented to auy engineer In this
country as that of tho ventilation of this
building, for tho reason that tho construction
of Iho cdifko Is peculiar, being entirely

Its walls, exterior and Interior, moitly
of solid grnnlto, Its floors either "groined" or
"barrel arches," and no lines whatever avail-
able as vent Hues. In fact, tho bulldlnar was
I lanncd mid built at a time-whe- ventilation

as nlmott an unknown nclence, hcuco there
was no provision mado for a posslblo applica-
tion later.

Tho carrying out of tho plan nugested will
result In nmkingtho treasury building ono of
tho moit comfortable and best vuutllatol
buildings In Iho country, Instead of being as It
is now notoriously ono of tho worst.

Tho avcrngo number of ofllclals and
In the building is ascertained to bo

Z.U.-- persons, aim u iscsiimaicu turn mo num-
ber of visitors to Iho building, both for tho
purposo of transacting business with Iho t

depnrtracnts nnd trom motlros of curiosity,
IscquhHlcntto a population of ono-hn- lf us
many more or 1,025 persons dally, making an
ncrngo population or about 3,040 people. It Is
evident, theroruro, that the cubic sp tea pro-
vided per capita in tbo building, including
corridor space. Is tho equivalent of A roim
lUxlOxU;hlKh. Tholbest known nnd stand-
ard authorities upon ventilation and tho sani-
tary condition of buildings differ greatly as to
tho amount ot fresh nlr necessary to bo sup-
plied, but tho minimum quantity Is goncrally
set at about thirty eubla feet per minute-pe-

capita, and tho maximum at sixty cubla fact.
If, therefore, wo tako tho mean of these calcu-
lation, or, fay, a supply of about forty oublo
feet of fresh air Per mlnuto per capita, It is
evident that wo shall sufficiently accomplish
tho object sought.

In tho plans tbo Dulldlng basbocndlvldod
into six scpsrato sections for tho supply of
fresh air. Its separate fan for sup-
plying Ircsh air, receiving tho same from the
court, or wbcro no air can reach the supply
fan except from tbnt taken abovo tho top of
tho building, and which falls Into a clean
court covered by a grass plot Tho decided
auvnnisgo oi sucn supply is so apparent mat it
needs no argument.
