Is it even on record that pupils  of sush
places are maore selentific farmer than thelr
nelghibors who never got Beyond the dis-
trict sehool ¥ Isiteven o fact that the
farming college mun I8 ax pradent, as hard
working, energetle, thougltful, and sue-
coneful as be, who “man and boy' never
left Lis own fencus out of slght oxcopt whon
he went to the county town to vote or Lo
#erve on a jury ¥
