The
evicting party soon arrlved aod stormed
tho bouse  with  sledge  hammors
and  bayonots, Lalders  were placed
pgainst the walls, up which
Egllnumeu and LT swarmed,

t the defonders threw bolllng water upon
thelr asantlunts, and hurled the Indders to
the ground. e allucking party advanced
repeatedly upon the house, aud wereas
often repulsed, the contest lasting fully
thiree bours.  Ultimately o hole was out in
the upper foor, through which some of the

lleemen orawled, whills othors covered

e ocoupants of the house with
rifles,  theatentug  to fire  Hf  the
il!phhﬂ. hostile movement was made.

The evictlon was then effected, and
severnl peraons were arrested,  Durlog the
excltement crowds of people gathered
about the honss and ehoered the defendars,
For this dleplay of sympathy they were re-
peatedly oha by the pollos aud vigor-
ously clubbed, A vumber of polltemen
and cltfzens wero fnjured In the affray.
