An interesting foature of this tmportant
subijeck which geems to hsve been lost slght
of {(hat which has been beretofore men-
toned In the Nairiosin ReRrontioAx) Is
1ho fact thut ab this moment thete (s nearly
completed at Rending, Fa., n gun which It
f elalmed will have longer range and
groater procislon than any other gun In the
world—which conditions grow out of tho
mode of mwounting, so that when the gon
tecolls 1t gpoes buckward oxsotly fo the Hue
of the axis of the bore at all elavations, and
therefore has no tendeney to divert Lhe shot
from Its aim. This groal weapon was mads
h{ the converslon of ono of the thousands
of nokervieeable lron guns whigh the gov-
ernment ban hod on hand for many yours.
In Ita converted and Improved state Itis
il 1o bo capable of dellvering 18000
pounds of projectiles In _one hour of cone
recutive firlog, with s voloelty of 2000 feet
per second,

It this gun shionld be brought to Wash-
ington within a month or two of the ap-
proyal by the President of tha bill to on-
courage the manufuetars of steel for guns,
oand, after being mounted on the hanks of
the 'Powmnc river near thia clty, should be
successfully tested In the presence of the
President, the Secretaries of War and Navy,
and many congressmen (locluding the
chalrmen of tbe commitiees on appropria-
tlons and military and  vaval affulrs), 1t
wouldl throw thie ranks of the orduance ring
fnto great confusion. Buoeh o showing
won undnnhtmﬂﬁ causs the Presldent to
direct that the disbursement of the money

In this respoct our repubiin
s In splondld contrast with the efote
monarctilen of Furopo, which ean mﬂ‘v
be bLell togethur Ly trampling one balf
of the people o abjeot slavory to
maintaln  the other half In  mennclue
frme,  But while we have no need of o
larga standing army at  any tme, the
italegmen of the several constituents of
the Unlon have always resognised the ne-
censity for u well ulated and teafuod
militte, At this (den the natlonal gov-
ernment hus wisely fostered, by rumnﬁlu
arma andl equipmenta to the states, and
Introduclng everywhere & uniformity of
thetion and A of diselpline, with
n view to eall upon the wtates when the
vatlop necds defenders.
