The
Wil which he offered as a substitute, and
which had been carefully prepared by tho

SOCTIETY REGULATOR.

How Dynamite Can be Made to Hurl
Tremondons Destruction,

For a fow weake past there hins been con-
sderable of a slir among several minor
naval officers detalled or temporarily hiere
in conneetion with the proposed (ncrowse
In the defenslvs and offensive naval faoll
Itlen of this country, Thouglh these signs
of excitement and perturbation have been
upparent In several quarters dureing that
time, it was supposed to ba merely a lojglenl
sequence to the almost marvelous rovel-
atlons of the terrible destructivencss of the
Zalinaki dynmmite gun. A reporter for the
Rerunnicas, however, recolved u hint from
& npaval friend inthe verifleation of which
bo was called upon to almoat doubt the
possession of hia senses,
