The Sugar Problem.
[New Orlpans Pleayune, Feb, 17.]

The anuual addreas of the Hon, Norman
J. Colmap, the enorgetie and I(ntolligent
natlooal commiss! of agriculture, in his
oapacity as president of the Natlonal Sugar
Growera' Asscclation, which opened its
elgbth annual sesslon at St. Louls lust
Tuoesday, Is full of material for profound
reflpetion.  Thestatoment that thediffusion
experimunts bave not yet placed the pro-
duetlon of sorghum sugar on a plane of
financial soccess Is undoubtedly eorroot,
but it will fall Hke a wet blaoket on the
hopes of those who have been too snthusiug-
tie to awalt attaloed results, The commls-
Eloner ls gound lo the recommendation that
all the frlends of the Industry should be
united In barmonlons and lutelligent effort,
Dr. Whey alao Is much less hopeful than o
year ago, but does not despale, o thinks
that sugar making fram sorghum moast be
abundoned o tho uorth owiug to the early
frosts,

Commissloner Colman says that the out-
o of this nation for swoeets purchased from
abiroad Is now $1385,000,000, and in ten years
wlll amount to $300,000,000, This Includes
tho duty, which s a burden on thi con-
sumers a8 much s the forelgn cost I, He
nsserts that the problem of the notlonal
debt I8 nothing compared to it, and he is
quite right. We do pot have to pay any
such sum on the natlonal debit, Inolading
Intereet and sioklog fuod, and also bonds
bought before due. Moreover, nearly all
of our dett is dua to our own poople; and
the money pald out remalns io the conntry.
On the coobrary, the money which govs
nbrond for sugar s yearly Inoreasing in
amount, and goes out of the uutlon, wost
of 1t to proprictors of hall-starved soul-
alave labor, "The commissioner thiuks thyt
u remidy for the evll {3 Lo be sought Lo the
extenslon of our homo industey U1 bome
production becomes equal to homs con.
