A
mettiog of the Sugar Plantors’ Asaocls-
tlon, at which I was presont by Invitation,
appolnted n committes of elght of thelr
numbier to net with the president of the
assoclation In selectiog o plantation, and
this committes reported unanimoualy In
favor of Gov. Warmoth's place for o
variety of reasons, the chief of which are
thas s buildiogs, steam  power, and ap-
pliunces are the best avallable. The sagar
growors are very much intorested fn this
waork, and will watch its pro, closoly.
The areociation will appolnt two of Its
niembers Lo net with Prof, Wiley as a board
of management, a majority of which will
control the work In every detsll,  The out-
look 1s very promising, though 1 have
made and ehall make no propheales as to
yesults, The result of our work with eane in
IConans was fur beyond expectations, though
we Inbored under many  Qiffionities,  Fx-
porta who expmined our cane beforo It was
alilpped  enfd that Its ylold would be only
nbout £0 pounds per ton, yel wa got about
10 pounds, It our experiment In Louls.
lann proves as successful as  we hope, the
planters will be enabled to compete stio-
ceeafully with the beet sugar Intorvsts bae-
sond o doubt, 1t ik true that by the now
process wo add about 25 per cent, of water,
which will require to be evaporated, but the
expense of this aperation will be more thun
met by the saving In steam power roquired
to rup the machinery. A mill which now
requires. 160 hores power to run Its rollers
wll‘l require perhaps not more than Nve
horee-power to propel the cutters, If wo
wssume that this saving will Just meot the
ndded expense of  evaporation—and it
should do more than that—then there Is the
lﬂnmlnrd Increase of 43 por cent, from which
o0 expect loeronsed profite, One large
planter, whose overage yleld this season
wias nhout B0 llmulnls per ton, told me, after
figuring closely upon the matter, that the
new process wonld have made n diMeronce
i his favor of about $47,000.

Virginia (116 United
Btuteg, 572), and on that authority the
Judgment of the supreme court of appenla
of Virginin is reversed and the cause ro-
mundea, with  directions to allow the writ
of error which was prayed for."

Dain, the potltioner, waa cashlor of the
Exehange Natlonil Bank of Norfolk, Vi,
and wis indleted under section 540 of the
Hevinod Statutes for making o false report
or statement as 1o the condition ot that
bank, He was tried; found guilty, and
soutenosd to fve yours' imprisonment |n
the Albany penftentinry, Ho made appll-
catlon to the Bupreme Conrt for a writ of
hoboas corpus and discharge from the cus.
tody of the United Btates marshal on the
iz'mum‘l. firat, that the lndletment on which
18 was bried was not found by a logal or
valid grand Jury, and, second, that the .
dletment {teelf was unconstitutional and
vold beeanee, aftor It eame from the wrand
Jury, the court allowed € to be altered and
amended,

Without constdering the question as to
tho valldity of the grand Jury, Lo court {n
a careful oplnlon holds: “*First, That nn In

Extent to Which thoe KLiabllitles of
Stockholders Oan He Enforced.

In the fprolvent bank case of Alonzo
Richmond, Charles Comstock, aud othors
pgalnst Agnes I, Irons and Aodrew 11,
Foskett, executor and executrlx of James
Ironeg, deceased, and others, a declalon was
rendered in the United States Supreme
Conrt yesterdny,

This was a sult to enforea the personal
linbility of the stockholders for the debts
of the insolvent Manufacturers' Natlonal
Bupk of Chicngo. A mastor appolnted by
the court below to ascertaln the amounts of
the debis and assels of the bank reported
on the 25th of May, 1886, that the lodabt-
winess of the bank at that time was $340,-
7005 that §09,840 should be wdded to that
suin for the expensen of the recelvership,
making n total of $#410,079, snd that the
aeceesnry nssersment upon the stoekholders
to pay sald Indebtedness was 83 2 per eent,
upon the capltal etock of $500,000. Many
exceptiona were made to the master's ro
pork, but they werg all overruled, and o
deeree wins enleved ngalost eoch stock-
holder geverally for the smount computed
to be due from him aceording to the amount
of bl stoelk,

From this deeres Riehmond, Comstock,
and others appasled,

Justice Mattiews, deliyering the opinlon
of the court, held that the sction of the
elreult court In permitting amendmenta to
the orlglonl i!rm:uedlurn wae  Justifled by
Ihe rules on Lhint subject, na stated by the
court fn the case of Nealo va. Neale, &e,
