privilege may be enjoyed on the 1st, not
only b the tme of oppoaltion, but durin
the whole moutn, for Juplter Is the mos
brilifant  star In the  celostial vaulty
with ove e:wguu-‘ from the cum-
mencement of April to fta elose. We
say, with one pxoeption, but Venus, on the
twiiighl. aky, though Iarger and more fascl-
nating, Is not so grand sod mlclf as Jupls
ter Is on the dark background of the mid-
night sky. There s no need of polnting
ont Juplter. Any obsarver who walches
the southesst horizon about 8 o'clock on
the lat, will beliold his sdvent, shinlng
like a young moon, and claiming supremacy
over the sarroundlug stars,

Venus Ia ovening star. 8he Is so lovel
an object ln the glowing western twiligh
that it seema almost like an Injustice to
give bher the second place on the April
record, Juplter, however, ronches the cul-
mivation of his ecurse, and Venus will not
reach her perlod of greatest brilllancy until
the 16t of August. Therefore alie ls not
on the plopscle of her fame just now,
but her charmiog presonce will Jmc
the western aky Wl summer closes,
Bhe bas boen lovely beyond descrip-
tion during March ‘when shiulog near
tho erescent moon or when polnting out the
position of ber fleck-f brotber Mor-
. eury. As the begloning of the month
Jupiter rises about a halt hour before
Vouus wets. At the end of the month
Juplter Is visible as soon as Yenus, shortly
after sunset, and tbe two brightest stars in
the firmament are seen together for more
than two hours, Juplier rising in the east
aad Venus slnkiog fu the west till she dis-
sppears below western horizon, and
leaves her rival without his Enr

Baturo fa evening star. He forms the
third member of the planetary trio, and
althoughi not as brilllant as Jupliter an
Yenus, unites with them In uﬂomln{: the
starllt sky of April, Op the 5th st B o'clock
in the evening Baturn Is ln quadrature on
the sun's eastern slde. Hels then on the

stars to come out, as he hangs high in
