Al the mystery that was
attracted to the matter Is vow cleared
away. It appears that the body was replaced
in the earcophagus and remalned there
for pbout a weel, whon memburs of the
nseociation began to feel that It was Inse-
cure, and (it wis removed to a place of
greuter safety.  Finally the Lincoln faard
of bonor, which Is (-um{maml of dome of
ourbest kuown aud most bighly respected
cltizens, was organized, and  one
of the dutles of this  assoclation
han been Lo sacredly  guard the boiy.
Durlng the month of November, 1578,
the miembers of the guand, with telr own
hande, prepaced o viult within the monn
ment for the body, us deseriboed above, and
the body was safely deposited thereln, The
ale at the point whore the excavatlon was
made was almost stiling and the work was
prosecuted st different times during the
M iliness of night, with po buman eye to wit-
nens (b, save those who were usalsting. Two
duys after the funeral of Mrs, Lineoly, In
July, 1852 her body was takien by the guard
and Jaid beside that of ber husband, The
woembers bound themselves by oath nol to
reveal what had been done until the proper
time should ardve to do so.
