been circulating for tho past two months
Tbo calumniator was handled and throttled
In a manner that astonished not only him
but tho government and tbo spoakor lie
nltnid at raurdorbut onlycommlttod suicide
Tbo courage promptitude and firmness
with w bleb Hcaly and Sexton acted and
tbo altltudo ot tho rot ot tbo Irish party In
splto ot all tbo threatened consequences of
euspenslon absolutely took tho starch out
oi ail mcircicmics inciuuiug oauuucrson
who dla not expect such resistance In tbo
first place and then thought threats of pun-
ishment

grew In forco and power and ho found him ¬

self compelled to withdraw from tho court
and glvo undivided attention to bis phys ¬

ical condition for although receiving med-
ical

treatment whllo sitting upon
tho bench It did not
seem to tako tho satisfactory
hold upon tho troublo as when tho patient
was resting and quiet Thinking tho salt
air might bo beneficial a trip to Fortress
Monroe was made but It was found that
this was Injurious and when tbo cblof Jus-

returned from that resort It was dls

ceroid that ho bad lost over twenty
pounds In flesh and that bis condition was
much worse than beforo making tho jour-

Ho rallied at times and would havo
better spells but It was perccptlblo that ho
gradually and steadily bocamo weaker
and that It would not bo lontr beforo death
Intervened It Is bolloved that bis strong

left blm and In his exhausted condition ho
fell against tho bedpost hurting hlmsslf
seriously and hemorrhages ensued All
hopes of lite bctoro entertained wero then
abandoned and tho chief justlco himself
realized the nearness ot death Ills son
residing at Cottonwood Kau whero tho
chief Justlco usually spent his summer
months was telegrapbed for and tho father
cxprtescd gratification that It bad been
dono Ho thon spokoot his own death
was very calm In conversing about It and
expressed a dcslro to bo burlod at Cleve-
land

O carried back to tho homo from
wuenco no camo wncn mauo cniei justice
of the supremo court ot tho District ot Co-
lumbia

During tho remainder ot tho week he
lingered and having oxprcssod adeslroto
eco again bis associates on the bench and

ho was forced to leavo tho academy after
two years for want ot means Ho then
went Into tho law offico ot Ebcnezcr Qrlflln
and K Darrow Smith of Itochostcr as n
student and was admitted to tbo bar In
1833 and continued to practice and study
law In ltocbester until 1811 when ho wenti
to Akron Ohio IIo was admitted to tho
bar of Ohio In tho latter part of that year
and continued tbo practice ot his profession
without Interruption up to 1833 tu which
j car bo was elected to Congress as a Demo-
crat from tho eighteenth Ohio district
composed of fctark Wayne and part of

coining homo In December 1S03 resigning
his commission and returning to Cleveland

cepted tho ofllco In ISCDj proceeded to gut
the court into running order and from that
time has devoted himself exclusively to his
duties with lres ¬
tdcnt Lincoln Secretary Stanton and the
leaders of the Union party during tho war
and was often consulted In relation to the
exciting condition ot affairs Chlot Justlco
Corltcr was n man of large stature broad
cheat portly Iu stomach with nstronglv
built fromo properly proportioned to carry
bis massive bead He was 74 years of age
quite robust nnd bis mental faculties seemed
as vigorous as over until near tho closo of
his Illness
