tecond days session yesterday morning at
10 oclock In Ht latils Church Aloxan
dria Hov 11 V Forsyth of Liberty road
tho morning service

lllshop Tctcrklu of West Virginia
preached from Psalms xvil

Bishop Whittle then cancel tho council to
order llov Beverly 1 Tucker prosontod
tho petition of St lcters Chqrch Nor
folic county to bo sot apart as a scpirato
parish referred to tho commlttco on new
parishes

Bishop Whlttlo read his annual address
Tho statistical portions of tho address
showed tho following

In regard to tho effort being mado to
chatico the name of tho church ho saldi JZ

Tho proposition on change of name
was lost by a small majority but will no
doubt bo revived In tho next convention
and with every pospect of success What
tho bishops will do If tho question Is brought
beforo them no ono can say Tho fact that
tbo movement met with such favor In the
houso of deputies has created widespread
eurprlso and alarm But why should It bo
so regarded bv nnv who aro acnualntcd
with tho history of ovents during tbo past
fifty years It Is smply tho seed which
bus been sown and permitted to grow
brloglug forth fruit after Its kind and
which might bavo been looked for as a
matter of course As you aro aware each
of my predecessors Bishops Moore Mcado
and Johns and many other truo and faith ¬

ful men solemnly warned tho church from
tlmo to tlmo that Komlsli teaching and
practices contrary to tho word of God and
condemned by our standard wcro being
privily brought In among us which
would ultimately destroy tbo scriptural
and protestant character of our commu-
nion

¬

These Innovations bavo continued
to Increase with such steadiness and rapid-
ity without hindrance or even robuko
that In many places and by many of our
clergy doctrines are openly and boastfully
taught and ceremonies observed for pro-
testing against which our fathors wero
burned at tbo stake It Is not strange but
just what might have been oxpected that
these ltomanlzcra having changod for
themselves tbo church should wish to
change tho namo also and adopt another
suited to tbo new order of things I can-

not trust myself to discuss this subject but
thcro aro two questions which It seems to
me wo aro bound to consider First Is It
not our duty to mako an cllort to chango
tbo organization of our general aonvcntlon
and to constltuto It on a basis of something
like justice and equality so that a small
minority of our ministers and members
shall not bavo power through their repre-
sentatives

us now to legislate for tho largo
majority r And second are wo of Virginia
whatever other dloccacs may do going to

submit to tbo effort of this minority to
undo the wont of tho reformation for us
and our children uprotcstantiza our
churches and carry us back to Homo

them First becauso It was their duty to
do sobecauso of their known faithfulness to
the white people of Virginia during tho war
and also because of their contluued fidelity
and faithfulness It might be said that this
matter oueht not to bo brought up now
because tbo samo subject had created a
division In tbo church In South Carolina
and then somo would say that It might have
an effect upon the coming elections to this
state but notnithatandlng theso objec-
tions

On motion of Judge 11 W ShclTey of

Staunton Trinity Church Staunton was
selected as tho placo for tbo meeting of tbo
next council

HANGING GAMHIYERS

How Vlcksbure Wns Mado u Iliglt
Orade Mural City
Indianapolis Journal

Lvcrhcarof thohanglngot thogamblers
at Vlcksburg Inquired Capt Olcsby of a
cportcr at tbo congress of ancients as
thoso worthies gathered In tho usual heb
domadal session Ill tell you about It As
a piece of amateur municipal justice It
took high rank In Us day To begin at the
beginning I havo to go back to Natchoz
That place was In Its day tho most beau ¬
tiful upon thoMlsslsslppf river between Now
Orleans and St Louis It Is ou a blull 200
teet high called tho North Chickasaw bluff
It was beforo the war tho borne ot wealth
many rich planters living thcro Thoso
men owned largo cotton plantations In
Mississippi otbm had great sugar planta-
tions In Loulslsua Up In tbo city tbo so-
ciety was polished bnd aristocratic There
was a llttlo bottom ncxtthortver and under
tho bltifl a narrow strip wbero thcro was a
largo business dono In tho way ot merchan
dizing ot various kinds commission and
cotton shipping Silver street noxt tho
bluff between that and tho water was occu-
pied by whisky sellers gambling bouses
dMico houses and other bad resorts This
bluff bad been gradually settling tor throe
or four years Every now and then thero
would be a landslide In 1811 a great slldo
mado It necessary for tbo Sllvcrstrect occu
pants to seel other haunts The gamblers
and tbo other disreputable denizens went to
Vlcksburg which bad up to that tlmo been
rather an orderly town and deslrablo place
to live After tho arrival of tho gamblers
Vlcksburg began to bo notorious through
Its new population Many outrages wero
committed Itcamotn such a pass that
tbo good citizens ot Vlcksburg held it pub-
lic meeting to correct the abuses A com-
mittee

¬

with a Dr Bodley at tho head a
prominent gentleman esteemed by ovory
one visited tho gambling bouses aud tho
whisky shops Hand bills bad been posted
ordering thogamblers to leavo tho town In
sldo of twenty four hours When this com ¬

mittee upcared a light took place In which
Dr Bodley was killed and two or thrco
other citizens badly wouudod 1bls mur-
der

¬

aroused tho most Intense feeling
and tbo highest excitement 1 do not
think a mob was over orgauliod Iu a shortor
time llvo gamblers who wcro most prom ¬

inent lu the attack that resulted In murdor
were taken up on tho bill and all swung
up It was a great day for Judge Lynch
When tbey wero dead they woro takon
down and thrown Into gravos at tho foot
of tho gallows a quantity ot their gambling
Implements being thrown Into tho ditch
aud burled with them Tbo lynchers thou
took an old scow and putting ten or a
dozen moro gamblers upon It who wcro not
dlrectlikponnected with tho murder pushed
It out Into tho Mississippi without oar or
polo ot any kind and sot thorn adrift
Tho remaining gamblers left tbo town In
gieat liasto glad to oscapo with tholr Uvea
and for many a long year thereafter Vlcks-
burg

was noted as a high grade moral
towu
