Translated from tho Italian

Washington May 21 1887
May it please youii Majesty On tho

23d of March 1831 In tho royal palacoot
tho Qulrlnal In Homo I bad tlo high honor
to ptoposo verbally to your majesty tho
recognition on the part of Italy of tho In ¬

dependence and neutrality ot tho kingdom
of Iho Hawaiian Islands under the scepter
