SALISBURY'S SPEECH

IT CREATES CO.VSIDEHAIUB DISCUS-MO-

IN LONDON.

It Wns r.vldantly lntcndod to Win
Supporter to tlio Now Tory I'rnpo-enl- s

Ittsiipjibliitincnt rst the llolrty In
Iteconstriicttng tlio Cabinet,

London, July 23. Lord Salisbury's
speech at Norwich yesterday has created
qulto a stir and Is to-d- freely discussed in
all Its hearings. Tho premier's utterances
wcro well calculated and obviously In-

tended to win over adherents to tho now
tory proposals which are to be hrouzht for-

ward In tho promised Irish land purchase
bill, and wtll'loubtlcss, to a certain extent,
havo that effect. There aro thousands upon
thousands ot acres of land In Ilnglaml ab-

solutely growing barren for want of culti-
vation, and It was tothcownors and would-b-e

occupiers of this land that the premier's
address was especially directed. At pres-
ent there Is no way lu which tho English
land owners can parcel out their unused
land upon temis which would be advan-
tageous to them, and thcro aro very few
persona who can alTord to become tenants
thereof upon tho terms which tbo landlords
aro compelled to offer. Hcnca Lord Stilt-bury- 's

promises to extend hopes of relief
to English landlords equal to tbat Intended
lo bo provided for Irish land owners In tho
Irish land purchase bill aro mado with tho
purpose ot appealing to tbo English land-
holders to work for tbe success of tho Irish
bill in tbo expectation of receiving benefits
similar to tboso conferred by that measure.
Tho defeat of tho land purchaso hill would
rut an e nd to tho hope of relief entertained
liy tho English landlords, many of whom
have become land-poo- and tbey aro jlvcn
eo to understand.

A great many persons aro disappointed
over tbo certainty that as matters now
stand tho cabinet will not bo reconstructed
until next fait. It Is understood that tho

j ear he emigrated to Canada to
Jiluhls father's family, who had preceded
blm two j cars. Shortly after his arrival ho
married Miss Leonora Cannon, a Manx
lady, who was icsldlog In Canada as tho
companion of tbowlfoot tho governor of
Iho province. This lady (now deceasod)
wes the aunt of (Icorso . Cannon, at ono
tlmo delegate to Congress from Utah.

Mr. Tujlor soon becaruo locally con-
spicuous as n religious teacher and

in Toronto, and was associated with
u I ody of men and women who wcro ills
sat'sfltd wllh tbo existing forms of rcllglou.
V, bllo bo was in this state of mind, Parley
