THE EASTERN BRANCI BRIDGE

Col. Nalos Roports na to Lotatlon and
Structure.

The first nonual report on the Eastern
Rranch bridge has been submitted by Col
Haina to the chiel of englocers. 1le says
four Hnes for renching the bridge were sur-
veyed and the line of Pennsylvania avenue
eatended ia recomimonded for ndoption. A
bridge bullt on this line will Eunn'ﬁuw
bridge, and its total length, Including ap
proaches, will he 9,235 feet, The geade of
the hridge {8 determined by the erossing of
tho Baltimors and Potomase rallroad and
the oléar hpading and depth of truss re-
quiréd over the river. The grade of the
ridlroad befng 14 feet and that of Pennsyl-
vauln avenue 35} feot, au overgrade cross-
Ing Ia necessiry, The eclenr hewd-room re
quired 1s 15 feet, and above this a helght
of & fest {8 needed for tho floor Hy8lem.,
This glves u grade of 85 feot for the road-
way of the bridge. Over the chaonel of
thie river o elear head-room of about 11 fuet
le deemod necessary. It was recomnmended
that the grade be fixed at 30 feet, the
Lrldge proper to be Jevel thronghout, Oo
the embankment forming the castern ap-
qu:h the grade will be at the rate of8
eet In 100 feet. The bridge will bo 33 feet
wide. There I8 no provision for a deaw.
