HEFINED CltEMATION.

A Process by Which the Uody Simply
Hums Itself Away.

Sanitary News.
Tbo Cremation Society at Zurich, Swit-

zerland, ono of tho best organized associa-
tions In the world, has adopted tho
Bourry system, which Is described as fol-

lows: Like Siemens, Mr. Rourry only
allows heated air to communlcato with tho
body. In both systems tho corpse burns
directly. No flame Is to bo seen sluga-In- g

tho body, out It bums Itself by tho
abundance of hot oxygen which sur-
rounds It. Bourry uses csrbollo acid gas,
prepared In a coke regenerator, for heating
the crematorium. During tbc process of
cremation ho uses mainly chimney gases
for beating tbo air before It touches the
corpse, which allows n more economical use
of tlio beat. It Is of great advantage that
tho chimney needs bo thtrty-flv- o feot high
from tho baso ot tho collar, so that It Is
fully covered up by the building. Tho ashes
fall, without being touched, by an almost
automatically woruing apparatus into mo
urn.

Tbo dissolution of tbo body docs not tako
niaco in trio uaric, unseen ana uncon-
trolled, but the whole action Is clear and
open, llourry and Vonlnl place tho crema-
torium, which has tho shape of a sarcopha-
gus, and which can be approached trom all
sides, In tbe midst of the ball lu which tho
service Is to take place. Thcro Is a Httlo
window on tho back ot tho sarcophagus
through which one can see tbe process ot
cremation, which Is completed within one
to ono and a half hours, without smell or
smoke. Tbo process Is solemn and beauti-
ful, and avoids every uuxethctlc manipu-
lation.

Run to Uarth.
