cruiser No. S to tbo Unlou Iron Works of
San Francisco (department's plans for hull
and machinery), for $1,423,000, and gun-
boats Nos, 3 and 4 to N. F. Palmer, Jr., A
Co., of Now York (lloach's assignees), at
$4C0,CC0 each.

Nnsmjth and Carpenter
characterize as a popular error, In Its most
absurd form, this belief that tbo cradual
tumlccot the moon's face toward and away
from tho sun could, at certain points, up-
set tho existing condition ot our atmos-
phere, generate clouds, and pour down
mine. In England (aud tbo samo may
bo said of much of America) tbo
weather changes obout every three days,
and thero Is a cbanco ot tho moon every
seven dnvs, so tbat many coincidences
must occur. Thoso who believo tbat "the
moon rules the weather" alwavscrcdltsuch
coincidences to lunar Influence. But tbo
theory Is uutcnablo unless tt applies to
every case and unless tbo samo effect is
nhvojs produced by tho name cause. To
