London, Aug. 19. Tho Inmsn Lino
steamer City ot Montreal has been
destroyed by tiro at eoa. Sao left Near Yotk
Aug. 0 for Liverpool. Sbo was com-

manded by Capt. Land. Tho news was
iconic d upon thciatrlv'al ntQucenstown this
mottling of tho British stoamer York City,
Capt, Benn, which lelt Ualtlinoro Aug. 4
lor London. This steamer rescuoil tho

and crow from tho burning vessel
and brought them to Qucenstown. It Is
learned that thirteen persons perlshod,

Tbo destruction of tho steamer occttrrol
on tho 11th Instant, flvo days after she left
New York.

A boat containing six pissongcrs and
seven membcrsof tbo crew Is missing. The
occupants of this boat aro tho thirteen per-

sons reported to havo perished. Sbo had
430 pacccngcrs on board.

Tho passengers and crow of tho Cltyot
Montreal were taken off the York City by
the tu 2 Mount Klna and. landed at Ouocus- -

town. All wero accounted for except tho
thirteen persons In tho missing boat.

It Is learned that shortly after tho pas
fencers had gono to bed on tho night ot tho
10th, tbo ship being In latltildo 43 north at
tho time, they wero aroused by an alarm of
flru. A scene of consternation ensue, nnd
the passengers were greatly terrified when
they found out tho truo etato ot affairs.
The, smoko caused by tho flro was suffocate-Inc- .

Tho passengers dressed and got on deck
as quickly es possible, and with but llttlo
appcaranco ot panic.

The flro originated In tho cotton stored
In tho attermatn hold. Ntao Btroims of
water wero soon working on tbo flames,
and the course of tho vessel was shapod to-
ward Newfoundland, 400 miles distant.

Tbo flames spread with gre'at rapidity,
and toon bad burst with terrific forco
through tho midway and after batches, tho
heat being Intense. It becoming evident
that It was Imposslblo to savo tbo ship, a
momentary panic ensued. Tbo boils wore
lowered and passengers and crow got Into
them. The boats soon scattered, and ono
entirely vanished. This containod two
(towards, two seamen, and seven pimen-cers- .

and thero Is but llttlo doubt that tho
whole boat load perished.

Tho boat did not contain a full crow,
slid left tho City; of Montreal against tho
captain's orders, ns thero was tlmototako
many moro In It. Tho other survivors con
sider the fato of tho occupants of the lost
boat ns a Judgment for tbelr cowardice.

A bark was sighted shortly after tbo boats
left tho steamer and her crow wero prepar-
ing to pick up the survivors when tbo

York Oily, attracted by tho flames
frcm tbo burning vessel, which wen shoot-
ing up a hundred feet In the air, boro down
nuci witu uuucuiiy iooic. an nanus on Doaru.
The rescued people were treated with tho

widely known and appreciated. Wherever
personally knoffn ho was lovod.

Spencer F. Ualrd was bora nt Reading,
Pa., on Feb. 3, 182.1. Ills elementary
stueltiRwcio completed In bis native town,
when ho entered Dickinson College, whero
be was graduated when 17 years ot ago.
After graduation bo found lolsuro to follow
his favorite lino of research, devoting him-
self with youthful enthusiasm to uatural
history. In tho prosecution ot bis loved
toll he took long pedestrian oxcurslons,
inus laying oy a store oi ueann lormoao-sorllr-

tasks ot his riper yoars. During
tbls tlrno ho colloctod tbe
specimens which formod tho nu-
cleus of tho museum nt fio Smithsonian
Institution. Tho years of letsuro thus ap-
propriated wero followed by tho reading ot
medical books. Mr. Balrd afterward at-
tended lectures at tho Collezoof Physicians
atd Surgeons, Now York. In 'Sn, which
was three years later, ho was made profes-
sor In Dickinson College, whero bo taught
tbo seniors In physiology, tho sophomores
geometry, and tbo freshmen In ecology.
He found time, however, to carry on tbo
work begun lu previous yo irs, and during
vacation bo mado extended tours. One
ycor ho walked over -.- 201 miles. On leav-
ing homo he went to Washington to Ilvo,
and from IPSO was connected with tbo
Smithsonian Institution. For tho last nloo
jenrs. cr slnco tho death of Prof. Henry In
1878, be lias bad entlro executive control ot
tho establishment. Ho saw It grow from a
few small boxes of specimens to Its present
spienuiu proportions, anu in us uutioung
up bo bad always a prominent part.

Baird's study was In tbo basement ot his
residence at Washington, whero for many
years Its occupant busied himself flvo hours
every week flay beforo going to tho Institu-
tion, there to rccclvo visitors And perforin
tho routine labor Incidental to a vast corre-
spondence and scientific and literary pur-
suits. The scientist Was a uoblo-lookl-

man, over six feet high, and possessed a
figure with broad shoulders and altogether
marsh e. He was careless In dress, farmer-lik- e

In appearance, mid abstracted In car-
riage. Ills face was Intellectual and pleas-
ing.

Tl.o professor's work will bo of perma-
nent valuo outsldo ot what ho did for tho
Smlthionlan Institution. In 18U) ho trans-
lated atd edited tho text for tho "luconu-graphi- c

Encvclor :cdla," tha English version
ot "Hick's Bilder Atlas." Between 1850,
when mado assistant of the Smith
sonian Institution, nnl 1874 he found oppor-
tunity, notwithstanding tho nrJuoua duties
ot his position, to publish six works upon
North American natural hls'.o.T. From
1570 to 1878 be was sclcntlua editor ot Har-
per A Brothers' periodicals. In 1871 ho
was appointed by President Grant to tho
position of United States fish commissioner.

Prof. Balrd recclvid tha degree of doctor
of physical science from Dickinson College,
and that of doctor ot laws from Columbian
University. He was In 1878 nwarded tho
silver medal of tbe Acclimatization Society
of Melbourne; In 1879 tbo gold medal of
the Soclcte d' Accllmatatlon ot France, and
In lt$0 the Erster Ebrcnprelg ot tbo
Internationale Flschercl Ausstullung at
Berlin, tbo gift ot tbe emperor ot Ger-
many. In 1S75 bo received from tho king
of Isorwny and Sweden tho decoration of
Knight of llio Royal Norwegian Order of St.
Olsf. He was ono of the early members ot
tho National Academy of Science!,; oeivcd
two j ears ns permanent secretary ot thu
Ameilcnn Association; was ono ot tho
trustees of tbo Corcoran Art Gallery; was
n trustee of Columbian University; has bocn
a president of tho Cosmos Club, of tbls
city, au association of scientists, and was
thu director aud official head of tho national
ii.iiHum. Do held honorary and corre-
sponding memberships In many ot tho most
renowned scientific societies ot tbo world. J

GUILTY AS CHARGED.

JUI103IF..NT0F JIIDOE IIAUPEll ADVEI15B
TO Hit. ClIAWI'OltU.

Derision Itccalteil With Applauss
Sentence, Ono Yenr In Jnll Appeal
Tn ken to n Higher Court Tlio Pris-
oner Ilcleascil on Hall,

On tho 23lii of last month there was
swoin out at tho dislrlctnttorncy's ofltco In
Ibis city a warrant charging Dr. Millard
II, Crawford, a passed assistant surgeon In
Iho United Stntcs navy, with fornication
with l'.(o Whlto, the daughter
ejf Dr. Oeorgo A. White, tho
chiropodist ot tbls city. This was tho first
caso ot the kind under what Is known as tho
I'dmunds Utah law, nnd naturally, for that
re neon, attracted conslderablo Interest. Dr.
Crawford Is a man who has figured exten-
sively lu social circles In this city, and when
tho caso was brought to tbo attention of tbo
public through tbo newspapers there was
the greatest surprise expressed by tho
friends of the accused.

Tho caso was Dually disposed ot Tester-da-

and Dr. Crawford udjitdgcd guilty oi
both Informations, charging forulcattna ou
the 2d and Cih of July, and tlio ajutunco
was six months In Jail In etch rase.

It wus marly 11.30 o'clock when Mr. An-
drew Llpscuinb, assistant district uttiruey,
mosc nnd began the closing argument for
the go, eminent. He started out hv siylug,
by way ot answer to Mr. .Moore's perora-
tion of yesterday, that bo was nat tasro fur
any laurels.

"i am here," uo saw, "simply in tno per-
formance ot a duty 1 owe to thu publU',
ami I propose to strip tbo robes from a
guilty man, and show blm up In all his
nukeilners. I huvo been met with abuse
ond vindication on account ot my conduct
ot this case, but I Intend to do my duty."
Ho said the defense asked for mercv fur
tbelr client because ot his previous gool
character. That was no reason why mercy
thculd lo cranlcd, and he was glad It was
not. The higher the position ot the crimi-
nal tl a greater tbo crime. He then began
reviewing tbo legal poluls In tbo caso, ami
said Iho government bad nt no tlrno
clnlmid tbut It was ucccsiarv to provo tho
time and placed tbo act set out, but that It
was sufficient to provo beyond u roatonablo
doubt Hist It occurred at somo lime and p'.aca
within tho jurisdiction of tha court. Ho
ridiculed the Idea that If tho Utahjaw was
put In forco lu tho District ot Columbia tbo
heavens would tall In consequence. It wat
claimed that the prosecution of Dr. Craw-
ford was tbe result ot malice on tbe part ot
Policeman Pearson. "Did Peirson," bo
asked, "make tbe girl go down tho river on
an exclusion t Did Pearson mako ber go
nut rldlug all day with Dr. Crawford?
Did Pearson make Mrs. Wright sit up until
oftir midnight of the night ot tho excursion
waiting for F.va to return Did Puarsna
mako tho witness Sbelton see tho couplo
engaged In flirting t" Regarding thecharics
made that Dr. Whlto was neglectful of bit
child's Interests, Mr. Lipscomb asked how
couiu uo eupposo mat uts ctiitu was
being reduced by n man In tbo uniform
of tbe United States uavy. Tho father anl
brother ot the girl would bavo done any-
thing In reason to keep the caso out of tho
cctuts, but things bad gono so fir that they
could not help It.

Ho met In r on the hospital
grounds, where be It located; bo had no
itculiir Introduction, as a gcutlcmau meets
a ledy. Tfe father of IIvi testllled that hu
never heard Dr Crawford's nunio until thl--

ciifu was brought ugaiust Llm. Ills meet-
ings wlih Eva were not In tho proper wiy,
but were carrier! on throughout In r. sus-
picious mam cr. The defendant testlils I
that Kva culled at tbe hospital Ilvo times,
but not, he said, to seo blm, and yot lu his
letters to hir he Invited her to the hospital
before the went away to New York.

The government's theory regarding tho
leiuin oi i)r. urawioru anu i.va iroin mo
iMurMonon tbe night ot tbo 'Jl ot July
was that tho parties never went to Dr.

bile's, but spent the night at thu hojplt.il.
"1 nslcd tbo defendant," said tho attorney,
"If Lo ii.dnivorfd to get Into tho home, nod
be mbl Lo did uot ring tho bell, but
finding no oue was lu lift Kva thero and
went to hit own quarters aloue. Now,
hero is this gallant nuval officer loivlo; his

charge at her housoat 11 o'clock
nt night, uot knowing whether sho ins
going to get In or not. Mrs Wright test!-lie- d

tbat she went to tho bouso nt 1 o'clock
tbat night, and F.va had uot yet returned.
It Is my opinion ho never went to Eva'a
bouso that night at all."

Hcturnlng to tbo letter, Mr. Lipscomb
said: "Here Is a mau who sild ho hid hon-
orable love for tho girl, but lud never
sealed his Ioto with a kiss. It Is prepos-
terous! Shades ot tho departed lovers,
con tide r Itl What did Cra ford mean when
he said bo had 'fooled with Kva.1 Ho meant;
what every sensible man knows ho meant.
The letter Is tho case; without It wo havo
none. Iho other side claimed that Do let-
ter was only written In u cavalier manner.
Is It au honorable, open lettci J No. There
Is nothing pum or tuauly o'r honorable in
that letter. 'I must seo you
and 'como out after tho old people aro
asleep,' weru expressions used lu that letter.
"Why did ho want her out after tho obi
people wire nsleepf For ono reason only,
und cveri body kuows wlnt that moans."
Mr. Lipscomb then briefly commented on
tho "kid business," and said It was absurd
lossy It referred to tbo llttlo brother,
L'rncst, but It It did mean tbo boy tha

ought to bo acquitted, but It It
meant what everybody knew it meant,
then ho must bo convicted. IIo maintained
that the letter was lu answer to ono sent by
F.va lu wlilch sbo had told Dr. Crawford
that tho was In troublo and would have to
go to New York."
