PniLA.DBz.riHA, Sept. 10. Tho President

was not allowed to sleep very lato this
morning, for tbo day was packod full of In-

cidents for blm, and ho had to start out be-

times. Ills escort, the First City Troop ot
cavalry, under Copt. Grubb, reached the
Lafsyetto Hotel before 0 o'clock, and In a
ftw mli.utta tho coaumlttea of tho commer-
cial exchange drove up In barouches and
paid thtlr rerpiets to tho President. .Chair-
man M. Thompson and II. IC. Jamison
were already there, and in a few minutes
Mr. Cleveland was ready for his first public
duty of the day tber reception at tbo

exchange.
The City Troop cleared a passage for tho

psrty, ami Mr. Cleveland, loaning on the
aims of Messrs. lbompson and Jamison,
entered the carriage walling for him. Tua
numbers ot the cotntnltteo followed, and In
a few moments the party vraa clattering
down Chestnut street. At tho custom
bouse the Inspectors and other employes
vveie drawn up In line, and were reviewed
by tret 1'rt trident.

The street wero almost Impassable, and
when tho Exchange, which Is located on
Second street, above Walnut, was reached,
It took all the efforts of tbo soldiers to
clear a way Into the building. In the mean-tlm- o
