The Doard of Visltors Sabmit Their
Annunl Report.

The bonrd of visitors to the povernment
Hospital for the Inssne made thelr thiety-
third sunual report on Buturday to the See-
relary of the Interlor.

According to the report the number of
Inmates in the hospital on June 30, 1580,

waos 1,967, of that number 900 belng malos
and 801 fomales, Durlug tho subsequent
year 268 were admitted, 141 were dls-
charged, sod 92 dled. There remalned In
\bie bospital on June B0, 1887, 1,002 'gn-
tents, 94 of themn bei'uz avlored. ho
deush rate for the yoar was 0 per cent, of
the whole number under troatment,

Tle had s wile and two children
before 1edeclled to change his orlgloal
cecupation, He was more successful In
law thun fn medieine, baving judeed wisaly
uf to bis notural aptitudes.
