Editoii Natiosal KorunuoAttt Tho
casual observer ilocs not comprehend at
first glace tho reason that Asbury l'ark nml
Ocean Grove ilo not do business under ono
tinmo and charter. Tlio two places share
tho ono railway station on tho Inland stdo
of their adjoining edges, and their ocean
fronts nud board walks, or esplanades, Ho
In ono continuous lino Along the Atlantic
sands. Tho only way to make out a causo
for this seeming unnecessary division of
entirety and multiplication ot tarins of
nomenclature Is to visit tho places, look
them over, and talk with somo of tho
founders nnd residents of both,

Thcro are falso Impressions abroad con-

cerning Asbury l'ark and Ocean Orovo, tho
ttlsmcso twins ot tummerrcsorts, and their
tmln.uo points aro not appreciated gavo by
their clientele

Ocean Orovo was founded by a number of
Methodist ministers nnd a capitalist or two.
tbu former seolnpIn tho location a healthful
surrounding for a camp meeting ground
and tho latter probably eeclng a good In-

vestment. Tho first building erected was
tbo association ofllco. This was built dur-It-

the summer of 1ST0 and Is hear Wesley
Lake, tho body of water that divides tho
(Irovo from tho Park. Tbo public buildings
now owned by tho association aro tho au-
ditorium, a largo structuro open on tho
sides; tho tabornoclo, atmallerbnlldlng, In-
closed, and tho young people's tomplo, alto
Inclosed.

Tbo tents of the faithful wore probably
not tbo sumptuous canvas houses that aro
now used here. Tho distinguishing feature
of nil this was tho code of municipal laws
which the pious brethren ol the association
drew up end had approved by the state
legislature for tho government ot thoOrore.
l'romlncnt among these laws Is the prohibi-
tion of liquor soiling that Is In force, ono
mlla In each direction from It, Including
Asbury l'ark nnd the briny waters of old
Kuptuno himself. Without this latter
surety how easy and bow lucrative It would
bo for a yacht to anchor off the shore with
a choice clock ot Intoxicants for tbo thirsty
to take small boats and go aboard her for
supplies. As It Is, every knowing man
vliltlpg here enmrs "loaded."

No dancing Is allowed In Ocean drove,
nnd no tobacco In any form Is sold there.
Tho Sunday laws are strict. Railroad trains
do not etoiniero on that day. Thcro can
be no arrivals nor departures otherwlso
than on toot, for no horses nor vehicles aro
permitted upon tho etrectb. If you want
todrlvooutyou must go over to tho l'ark
to biro a carriage, where you must also go
to buy milk and your Sunday morning
newspaper. If a man dies hero on Sunday
bo cannot be taken out until Monday, and
a quiet Sabbath day Is secured. Those bluo
laws do not obtain In the l'ark. Mr. James
A. Bradley, tbo original proprietor, sold his
lots to pcoplo who built cottages for occu-
pancy during tho summer months.

The same progress went forward Id the
Orovo, and tho thirty foot front lots were
not largo enough, ono each for a ttnglo
house, and now largo hotels that occupy
several lots Una tbo wide etrcots and ave-
nues that open toward tbo murmuring sea.
The hotels In Asbury aro larger than any In
the Qrovc,and there are no squares or tents
In tho former olace as there are In tho lat-
ter. Tho association controls tho uses ot
tbo land by loaslng.lt to would-b- o pur-
chasers for a term ot ninety-nin- e years,
with privilege ot renewal. Instead of sell-
ing outright. However, there aro those
who bcllovo It Is only a question ot tlmo
when these prohibitions will bo defied, and
the cases taken Into court, wbcro It will bo
shown that tho legislators haro no power
to give the arbitrary authority with which
they have clothed tho association withal.

The association buildings aro In uso
throughout tho summer, various soeletlos
hold their meetings here, and tho Meth-
odists hold a largely-attende- revival and
camp meeting hero during tbo latter days
of August, Tho most notable meeting of
tho year for results was tho ecrles of young
ficoplc's meetings held In the tcmplo, last.

8 o'clock In tho morning. Tho bathing
costumes displayed aro much Ilka those
seen at any other popular beach. Cards
with printed restrictions as to costumo and
behavior aro conspicuously posted on tbo
pavilions. Bathers nro exhorted to modesty
of apparel and warned against assuming
"Immodest attitudes" upon the boacb. I
believe all striped materials aro prohibited
being worn by bather?, Notwithstanding
all these well Intcnttoncd precautions, the
human form dlvlno shows somo ot Its
comellest lines In fltrurcs seen here during
bathing hours. Themen from tho llfo sav-
ing scivlco corps, who sit In the sand at
each point of entranco, oro moved to wrath-
ful expressions by tho venturesome swim-
mer who goes beyond the ropes. "No, wo
don't bavo any drownings here; but look at
that smart Aleck away out there; guess
he's got somo women here and want's to
show off. Them's the- fellows gives us
trouble."

The Declines In Stock Exchftngo OS

I.nrRe ns Xhoso for n Week,
New YortK, Sept. 10. Tho week at tho

slock exchange opened with a fairly active
but decidedly weak market, and tho not
declines for tho day were, In many cases, as
largo as tor tho cntlro week past. Thero
wns a dearth ot news to affect values, tbo
advlers'llint some of tho mlno owners had
refused to treat with their men, and the rt

of the St. Paul showing another
earning, being tho pilnclpal Items.

The uneasiness rosultlng from tho fear of
tight money, however, was worked by tho
bears throughout the cntlro day, and not-
withstanding tho fact that money was
plentiful on call at C aud 0 per cent, tbo
sentiment above referred to Induced freo
selling of long stook, and tho traders' Im-
proved the opportunity to hammor prices
all along the line. Tho pressure was almost
continuous throughout tho day, and no re-
action worthy of tho name occurred.

Tho opening waa weak at declines from
Saturday's final figures, which ranged up
to 1 J per cent., the latter In Northern Pa-
cific preferred.
