Jiistlco Miller Tnlki About Proceduro
Ilefore the Hupreniu Court,

Ciiioaoo, Sept. 20 Justice Mlller.of tho
United States Supreme Court, to whom tbo
anarchists propose to present their case,
was Interviewed to day, and said : "Such n
cato la usually taken before one ot tho jus-
tices, and as a rule before tho justlco ot tbo
district.

Ills ofllclal political
career began In 1847, tbreo years after bis
first election to parliament, when ho becaino
n member of tbo oxecutivo council of
Canada. As such his first term was from
184? to 1843. Subsequently ho was a mem-
ber of ho samo body from 1834 to 18.V3. In
1E02, and from 1804 until tho now dominion
was formed. During tbo periods Indicated
bo 1 eld various ofllccs. Ha had been re
ceiver general, commissioner ot crown
lands, and attorney general when, lu 1833,
bo resigned with bis government. Tho
samo year he was returned to olUco as post-masl-

general, but resigned tho d ty utter
bis api ointment, to accept tbo attorney
generalship. This he held until 1S03. Tbo
lioxt two years bo was In tha opposition.
Upon the return of his party to power, la
ltcH, he again accepted tlio portfolio ot at-
torney general, no held this ofllca and was
tbo government leader until 150", when tho
Canadian union was effected. During tho
last two )cars of this period bo win minis-
ter ot mllltla.

As regards tho attitude ot Sir John A.
Macdonald toward this country, bo favors
reciprocity, meaning nn unrestricted Inter-
change of tho natural products ot tbo two
countries, to bo specified by agreement. IIo
thinks that commercial union between
Canada and tbo United States woull work
Injuriously to both countries-- to Canada
because licr manufacturers cannot compete
with oui, to tbo United States mainly

It would open the way to a surrep-
titious Introduction ot F.nglisb manufac-
tured goods.
