Letters Explained.

New Yoiik, Sept. 21. Colls P. Hunting-
ton was tho first witness examined by tho
Pacific railroad commission this morning.
Ho said bo was never guilty of any act In
tho construction ot tho road that tho world
might not know. He thought It posslblo
that members of Congress might have been
employed as counsel. Ho always betlovod
In engaging tho best counsel.

Witness stated that moit ot tho lottcra
shown w eru doctored. Ho admlttod having
written lonio that wero not compromising,
Ono letter asking Colton If WiO.OOO would
be a suil'clctit sum to arrango with tho legis-
lature of tho territory "lo grant certain
franchises barring out Scott's schema!, was
explained as being simply for tho purposo
of paying tho expenses uf tho members of
tho legislature during an extra session
which they might othorwlsu bounubluto
afford.

In speaking of lcglslatlvo counsel Mr.
Huntington remarked riulctly; "You only
want toi explain tbo merits ot a thing to
them. Unco you (;et a show It Is generally
nil right."

"It Is peculiar," ho continued, "how tho
reoplo do love to bother us. Wo havo to
light for our own property all tho tlnio, and
thu pcoplo seem to begrudge It. For my
part. If 1 had tho opportunity of doing as
much again for the putillo as I have dooo
before now, I don't bellcvo I would selzo
upon It."

He said tbat tho famous letters wrltton
by blm to Colton In reference to Tom
Bcotl'a proposed opposition lino had boon
stolen from tbo olllce, and that four per-
sons tried to blackmail blm Into buylug
them,

The witness washcro shown oooof tbo let-
ters, but could not positively Identify It.
It contained tho following passago :

Alt Ibo members ol the Houso from Califor-
nia oxrept wero all right, and hot )
was a d nd hog,

Mr, Huntington know tho man retcrrod
to, ami considered the description accurato,
but did not think bo used that oxpruaslou.

Another passago atntlng that It costs
money to "ilx" men, but $200,000 would
pull tho bill through was then read.

Witness explained tbat "fixing" a' man
was talking to him In a quiet, fatherly fash-
ion, and that tho fc!00,(W0 was to pay tbo
expenso of taking men out to view tho road
os prospected, &c.

"Of course thero wero othor things," ho
said.

Stung by n personal quostlcn, tbo witness
poured forth an Indignant denunciation of
tho treatmout of himself and associates by
the public, and wound up by saying, "ft
tberu Is n man In the country who has dono
more for Its advancement than my associ-
ates and myself havo, I would llko to get a
chromo of Llin, and that's all lean say of
him."

After rccoss tbo letters wero again taken
up, nnd somewhat sarcastically Mr. Hunt-ingto- u

said bo did not remember havlug
said or written this that or tbo other thing,
oud lidded that it would glvo him lnflnlto
treasure to Inform the committee all about
Ids prlvoto family affairs, but that ho could
not bo expected to remember what had
happened In business so many years ago.
Mr. McCarr, be tald, was a very bandy
man, on alio one, too, and know almost
everj boely.

"Arc his services worth $30,000 a year V
otked Mr. Auderson.

"Yes, I think they aro worth' a great
deal." Alludlrg to a certain lettor which
expressed regret that tbo legislative rail-
road committee was not composed ot par-
ties In tho l'acllle railroad llstof suitable
men, but happily was a commercial ono,
Mr. Huntington explained that no Im-
proper Implications were Intoudod. Ho
used corruption ot no time, nor did ho
know that any ot Iho company aid. If ho
krew In aflvauco that the government was
tohavu had nu Inquiry years after ho would
buvo K-e- prepared. Tho company hid
kept Its contracts with tho government, and
even exceeded them.

By passing thu Thutman bill tho govern-
ment violated its contracts.

In
which some unknown congressman was al-

luded to as a (1 d hog, who ought nover
to return to San Francisco, as such scaven-
gers wero not wanted around that side. Tlio
threo congicssmen from California at tbat
time weio Page, I.nttrell, add Piper, but
Mr. Huntington wuld not stato to which
ono be alluded in bis letter. Witness said
Piper hail hired eomo ono to wrlto n spoech
for blm; ho delivered It In un empty Houso,
and then bad It printed lu a local paper.
Tho speech was not In tho Interest ot thu
railway company.

Another letter reforreil to a nice llttlo
10,000 excursion whleh waslbelng arranged

for live southern memberiwit thu legislature
on a tour over the points of interest touchol
by thu line. Tho excursion wos not given,
but Mr. Huntington thought thero would
have been nei impropriety It It hid. When
asked If ho had any suggesllou as to how
best to edect a settlement botween tho gov-
ernment and Ihu company, Mr. Huntington
Buhl It was n matter tint would require
considerable thought and attention. It was
flnnlly decided that ho should submit some
cclitnio tnrscttllug tho matter at Friday'ii
cession of the Investigation, Tho hearing

Immunity specially set up or claimed by
cither party under such constitution may bo
examined and reversed or affirmed In tbo
Supreme Court of the United States upon a
writ of error." He also referred to soctlon
710. which provides that cases on writ of
error to rovereo tho Judgment of the state
courts In any criminal casn shall havo pre-
cedence on the docket ot oil cases to which
the government Is not a party except only
cases wbtch thu court may, In Its discretion,
decide to bo of public Importance. lie de-
clined to say anything further on tho sub-
ject.

of sewing girls In Germany. From this It
appeals that thu awrugu earnings of the
sewing girl In many parts of UeraianylJ
barely 6UUictent to pay for subsistence and
lodging, having all necessary Incidental ex-
penses, Including clothing, to bj provided
eltlur by her family or through Independent
efforts of her own. In the larger cities this
condition leads tc filghtful suffering or

Immorality ami ruin. The Investi-
gation seems to have been Instigated lu part
by a iiquirenient on tho part ot cmploicrs
that thu girls should puichaso threnl nnd
othir supplies of Iho euiplojcrj ami at em-
ployers' prices. The wugos of tho sowing
gltls wero fout.d to have been much re-

duced by competition with tho daughters
of tbo comparatively well to do, who,
though not compelled to labor for support,
find thereby thu mourn of purchasing lux-
uries of fineries of which they would other-
wise bodepilved.

'Wo etc It confirmed," continues the re-
port, "that only thoso sewing girls In tho
utille linen and dress making branches of
Induitiy have n pasaahlu existence who
lave sufilclent support In their family
ties, whllo Iho self dependent girl, who
