For instance, tho law authorizes tbo Invest-
ment of not moro than $1,000,000 nor less
than 12,000,000 every month In tho purchase
of silver bullion, nnd directs Its coinage
Into currency. For tho thirty months that
President Clovcland lias been President
only the minimum quantity has been pur-
chased and coined. He could order that
hereafter tbo maximum sum, $1,000,000,
should bo expended. lie could even do
tetter than that. Ho might order that tho
sunt necessary to bring the average pur-
chase for bis thirty months' service up to
tbo maximum should be expended. That
would be $00,000,000.

Tbo national biuks of the United
States havo over $200,000,000 of tbo bonds
of tbo United States deposited In tho treas-
ury to "eccuro circulation." The lowest
official prlco fixed upon any of theso bonds
Is 103 dollars for each $100, and tho
banks hold but 00 per cent, of tbo par valuo
In currency. As tho bonds are being

and there aro now $75,000,000 In sliver coin
in the treasury against which no certifi-
cates havo been Issued. Let tho Secretary
of tboTreasury deposit In each, bank enough

dllTerenco between the valtto of tho cur-
rency Issued and the par valuo of tbo bonds.
Tbls would put over $20,000,000 In circula-
tion, end some of It svould go Into overy
city aprl town where a national bank Is
established.

Still inoro could bo done. Tbo Secretary
might be directed to publish another circu-
lar, casing, In substance, that money to tlio
amount of one hundred million dollars
would Le loaned at 3 per cent, per annum
Interest to parties depoiltlng Uulted States
boidsof the par value of $100,000,000.

With these methods of relief adopted
thero would bo an abundance of money In
the country.

T. O. Stewart, pas-
tor of tho church, presided nnd Introduced
Mr. Montgomery, svbo delivered an address
In which bo welcomed Mr. Douglass, aud
epoko of him In eulogistic terms, ltev.
Walter II. Drooks, pastor of tho Nineteenth
Street llaptlst Church, read an original poem
of great merit, alter which James A. Handy
nducd further words of wclcono.

Mr. Douglass was then lutrodueod, and
after thanking his nudlenco for bis cotdlal
reception referred to bis trip abroad.

"While I was lit Europe," he stld, "I
ntvrr heard a svord or saw a gestura which
Indicated a slight to moon account of the
color of my skin." Hospoko of tho ques-
tion of homo rule for Ireland, and said that
whllo be was In favor of homo rule bo
thought tbat tho liberty of a poopla could
bo bi st preserved by groat governments, ami
he did not think favorably of Ireland's o

lcdependcncc. Ho spoko humorously
of his meeting with Americans nbroid.

The) Late Archibald Campbell,
We live in such feverish days the men of

y crosvdlng out tho men of yesterday
that sve often overlook past services to tho
nation. Energy Is to be commended syhen
expended lu high and honorablo callings,
hut that energy which forgets our nation's
"yesterdays" and tbo men who renderod
service to that nation Is neither to bo com-
mended nor justified.

In tho death ot tho late Archibald
Campbell, svho for so many vcars was a
leading and honored citizen of Washington,
nnd svho for tbo greater "portion ot his Hfo
filled so largo n spaco lu public affairs.
Time svas In Washlugton when the doathot
such a man svould bo regardod as a public
calamity, and all due honors paid to bis
memory. Yet he passes to bis last rest and
tLo "men of " know not that earth
Is receiving tbo rcmalus of ono who ren-
dered great service to tbo republic, and who
was Honored uy too esteem nnu inenusuip
of tho leading men of tbo past generation.

Mr. Campbell svas the son of Archibald
Campbell, ot Albany, and was born In thst
city In 1313. Ho entered tho Military
Academy at West Point In 1831. and gradu-
ated In the class of 1835, Having been ap-

pointed a lieutenant of the Gth Infantry, ho
joined 1 is regiment In tho west, which was

tiicreaiier orucreu to ino rot in
frontier, where Gen. Oalnes comtmnded
tho United States iorcei, tucn actlngas an
army of observation. He svas appointed by
Gen Gaines ono ot his aides, In which ca-
pacity ho remained until his resignation
from tbo array. He was subsequently en-
gaged in tho survey of the Cierokce coun-
try, the Improvements of tho Ohio river, aud
lu various other civil employments.

In 1815 Gov. Marcy, then Secretary of
War, appointed Mr. Campbell bis prlvato
secretary, and, on tho death of Gen. Parker,
appointed blm chief clerk of tbo War De-
partment. This ofTlco ho held for several
years and performed its duties with credit
ami ability, acting on several occastous ns
Secretary ot War during tho absence ot the
bead of the department,

hi if50 a commission svas appointed by
tbo llrltlsh government nnd that ot thu
United States to ccttlo and mark out the
boundary lino between their respective
countries, from the crest of tha Hocky
mountains to tho Pacific ocean. President
Pierco nppolntul Mr. Cirapbell coaimW
sloner on tho part ot tho United States, Mr.
Marcy being then Secretary of Stato. Gen
Piukv, tbtn a lieutenant ot engineers, was
chltf astronomer of tbo survey. The final
settlement...... of this bound...... vy led to a serious,

n,.,is ppji iu u iwuiitiica. iiiu taiuuu ui
San Juan, near the mouth of Vujjet Sound,
embracing an crca equal to that of tho state
ol Rhode Island, svas the prize lavolved in
tho contest. This Island possessed not only
lircat prospective valuo for agricultural nud
commercial purposes, but svas in a military
pulnt of vlesv ol incalculable Importance.
Tho masterly defense ot our title to tho
Ulund by Mr. Campbell, in his correspond-- 1

pre with the llrltlsh cotntnlstlonera, and In
his reports to the State Department, was
admitted to be largely Instrumental lu es-
tablishing the rights of this country to tho
disputed tetrltory, such right beltiz Dually
confirmed by tho emperor of Germany, to
svhom, as arbiter, tho question was sub-
mitted. For his services In this matter Mr.
Campbell received thn commendation of
bis government, as svell as that ot Mr,
Bancroft, tbo minister at Berlin, who pre-
sented the case on tho part of tho United
States to tho referee.

Several years later, It havlne been de-
cided to complete the demarcation ot the
boundary between the llrltlsh donlnious
and the United States, another Joint com-
mission svas ordered f r this purpose, and
President Grant selected Mr. Campbell as
commlseioher on the part ot this country,.
Mr. Fish being then Secretary ot State. Tnls1
commission traced and marked out tbeboun-dar- y

on tho forty-nint- parallel of latitude, as
designated by treaty, from tho I.iko ot tbo
Woods to the crest ot tho Rocky mountains,
thus completing the cntlro boundary from
tho lakes to tho Pacific ocean.

For tho last tesv years Mr. Campbell has
been In falling health, and has lived in re-
tirement at his home in Washington. In
his domestic and prlvato Ufa ho svas puro
and affectionate, genial and generous, and
warm and true In his friendships.- - He was
greatly beloved by bis family and relatives,
by the older ofilccra of tho army, and by u
large clrclo of friends. IIo marrlod Miss
Harrod, ot New Orleans, svl o, with his
ton, Capt. Charles II. Campbell, and his
daughter, Mrs. Charlton, survlvo him.
