Cincaon, Oct, B,—Only lLalf a dozen
stops wore wade during the runof the
President’s npeatal tralo from 8t Louls and
these were #b water stations, The traln-
wmen report that litle knots of people
awslted the peesago of the traln at way
stations all through the night morely to
look upon the car which contalned a sloep
Ing Yresident,

The Presldent lefe (nstructions that e ba
called curly thls morning to glve him an
opportunity of seelvg somethiog of the
rich prafrfe country sonth of Chleago,
When he mude bls appoarance, the sun was
only n few degrees abave the horlzon, and
the Liesvy froet eryatals glistened like dia-
mouds n the alanting rays, Bottoned to
the chin bo stepped out on the rear plat-
form and spent haif an hour alone, looking
at the conutry.

Farmers left thelr milking and honss
wives ran out of thelr bonses (o Reo the
trale, aud recoguizing the solltary lgure on
Al platform, danced and stouted with de-
Hght, Ata waterlug statlon where there
wore not more they o doxen houses, a
crowd of a bundred or more men, women
and boys, gathered about the platform and
mtnred ot short ran o ut the President, while
heslde the track two enthusinsts were load-
Iog aud Hriog o six-pounder as rapldly as
they could, The President tried to eénter
into conversation with some of those E‘uuple.
Bul the [nterview was not o success, lnnl:iv
Lo renched down his band towsrd s red-
chevked lnes of 18, who blushipgly put up
her own In response. The lee was broken,
lmmetllltl.-lE there was o rushoand o ap-

penring of bunds for n alinke,

At Jollet, throngh  wlhileh the traln ran
very llun}l’y. several thousands filled the plat-
forme, ra. Clavelsnd bad now made her
appearanoe, olnd In hor usual closs-ftting
travellng costuie of dark green, and look-
ing freshier pnd more chariniog, if possible,
than when the excursion begun. She toolk
her place beslde her Lusband on the plat-
form, wod rewnrdod the gathorlog with her
smiles, At Lamoud, 1k, 500 quarrymen
were drawn up ln two llues wilh crowbars
at present arma.  The Vresldent eapectally
remiarked the number, and the zeal of old
Tadies ond gray bearded men lo the crowds
everywhore aseembied tw groet him, sod
was much affeeted, Muapy of them were
ebedding tears 1o thelr exclt t, and

Most of the time he was uncoversd,
Tue ladies sevmed partieniarly anxious to
geb u good Jook at the President's wife,
and many of them Wers mors aggressive (n
tirusting  themselves Torward Lhan  were
the men, It war a guccessinn of ovatlons
the Prosident recelved all along the route.
Up + lehlgan ayvenue there extended thous
saLls .u.d‘z thousands of spectators. Faces
lotked out of every window. Man wore
to be seen on the roofs of houses, and all
over Mashed the Btars and Steipes, while the
musle of many bands and the chevring of
the populiee filed the uir.

When the Proeldent's earrloge renchod the
Auditorium bullding the slgnal wus given
wsud the revenue cutter Mlchign, which lay
In the hurbor just opposite with bunting
fiylog from every polat, fired tho presiden-
1l sulute of twenty-one guos, This was
a slgonl for the crowd of 40,000 people to
overrin tho erosvlog and swarm like ants
toward tbo etand o thelr engerness Lo seo
the President, When the Prealdont allighted
from his carringe and made his way to the
stund, be and the few officlals with him
were almost pushed over the ralllog by the
mob of aldermen and ward politlelana
bebind who engoged in the insaue struggle
for the front.

The procession moved slowly on, when
suddenly there was o erash of timber, and
nalf w bundred people who squeezoed them-
sevoi on the reportors’ tables wers proclpl-
tated to the platfora fn a0 bunch, No one
wis terlously fnjared, though the Incldent
olmowt created o panie, People behind
heard the crash, and began to rush away
from the a?ol.

Thore was
such n jam that the Prestident could pot
Iruve the platform for some time.  Fioally,
bowever, he gobl away almost falnt with
bhunger and exertion and was driven to the
Palmoer House to eat dioner and prepare
for the reception tu bulf an bour,

RECEITION AT TUE PALMER TOURE,

With one bareting, frantle ¢heer, croslitn
throvuh the great rotunda, s mob of 100,00
{:mplu rushed 1ike wild beasts at Preaident

Hevelsnd and his wife this afternoon in the
Palmer House, It was the reception to the
geversl publle, and the Chief Maglsteate,
with his vallant companion, had just de-
#r-61.dod the main stairease. 8o thunderots
wos the din that the score of perapiring
trumpeters seemed maklog o dumb show.
Io valo 814 the pollee, clubs in haod, at-
fempt 1o stem the rush,  The rope barrlors
bad been swept away at the first onset, It
wos well that s pook of safety had been

roviged for Mrs. Clevelund, Immoedintely

o tho right of the stalreise was an aleova
most hidden in sllken buntiog and waving
green plants, Into Ahis ahe was hastily
thrust, while the Prostdent, giving a slngle
lunpfng glance at the surglog crowid,

Tunged Into (te midst and sturdily shoul-

ered Lfmaelf by shieer sireogth fnto the
place it had Leen declded ho shiould stand,
Three toes Gid Glea of brawny dismounted
l:n“lrfmen scize tho ends of one of e
ropes that had been dasbed to the foor and
sirive to drag bock the multitude. Oaly
with the ald of # double cordan of polies—
the front live backiog against the crowd,
sud the sccond rank pushing thelr bine-
conted comrades forward—aid the lasao
maneuver of the soldlers bring a faint sem-
blonce of order.

The Presldent meanwhile was abaking
bands right and Ieft ]l he was red in the
Tuge, nvd bis fresh luen collar lay Ump
nbove bls black Prince Albert coat, Be-
bind him and slightly to tls right, standiog
st the entrance to the aleove s couple of
steps above the erowd, wan Mrs, Cleveland,
Inughing mertlly at_the Presideut’s plight,
and bowing and emiling good naturediy at
the crowid. Bhe was surrounded by s bov
of stald matrons richly dressed, hatin a
dark colors.

When the first appearance of a line had
begun to be formed of the people, at the
bead came a detachment of Unlon Veterans'
bearing aloft the tattered, builet-riven bat-
tle Oug of the 11th Kansas voluntoers, A
gtriking econe ensued. While the Presi-
dent warmly greeted the old soldiers one
after another, the eplor-bearer steppoed
forward to Mra, Cleveland and gently low-
erlng the old Nog bade her elip off one of
its preclous shreds as a memento of the
dsy. The wife of the Prealdent gracefully
complied, and while the specta went
whd with eotbusiasm, displayed ber troph
nroudlf to the ladies at bher slde, Presl-
dent Cleveland shook hauds with redoubled
vigor and an notunl count at this juncture
sbhowed his gall to be forty-seven hand.

Bimpliclty nnd lack of ostentatlon were
the distipgulsbiong eharacteristies of the re-
urtlnn 1o the Prosldent and Mes, Cleveland
this evenlog at the Columbla Theater, where
ouly those were admittea who bal been
formally invited beforehand by the com-
mittee of citizens charged with that duty,
Ten thousand tickets hind been lasued, each
m]mittln%uan man anil  bis complemont of
ladies, e vielnlty of the theater was
Inmmcd with carfous apectators who oyedld
clogely the occupantaof the carringes rolling
uF. one ufter auother, to the maln entrauce
of the theater. No one had beon admitted
