The Dulldera of the Pyramids.

A personul lospection, says the London
Tron, of the pyramids of Egypt made by a
quarry-owner, who spent somo time re-
cently on the Nilp has lod him to the con-
cluglon that the old ptlans wers better
bullders than those of the pressnt duy, He
states that there are blocks of stone o the
pyramida which welgh three or four Umes
a8 much as the obwlisk on the embank-
ment  He saw a stone whoso estlmated
welght was 550 tons, But then the
bullders of the pyramida conuted human
Inbor lghtly, They Lsd great masses of
mll!]relu upon whom 1o draw, aud most of
thele work was donoe by sheer manual labor
sud force.  Thers are stones In the pyra-
mids thirly feet In length, whlvh s so
closely togother that a penknlfe may be run
oyer the surface without discoverlog the
break between thom.
