Tho coercion law
must be enforced with tbe utmost fairness
or not at all.

son, of this city, who has just returned from
Germany, says when ho was In Baden Baden
a few days ago b a was assured by physicians
and other gentlemen who bad trustworthy
sources of Information tbat the condition
of tbe Crown Frlnco (Frederick is un-

questionably precarious. It Is admitted
now tbat he la suffering from
cancer ot tho throat, known, as tobacco
smokers' cancer. The case is very similar
to tbat of Ocn. Grant. Tbe prince was for
many years an Inveterate smoker. In splto
ot. all official optuiona.tu tho contrary, Ger-
man phTsldans consider tbe prince al-

ready a' 5oomcd man. The very severe caus-
tics used have destoyed not only tho tissue
primarily affected, but the-- parta tbemselves.
So severe has tbo treatment been that some
portion ot tbe bony Ussuo Is now visible.

"Conservative Germans," Dr. Nolson ad-

ded, "view, tbo probability of the crown
prince's early demise with much alarm.
The emperor, already past 01, has had sev-

eral pseudo apoplectic, seizures, though
this bas been industriously denied. His
death Is Hallo to occur at any moment.
With tbe crown prlnco as the emperor's suc-
cessor It is believed tbat a peaceful policy
would be maintained and that Bismarck's
Influence would be less predominant.

The citizens generally realize tho fact, and
will organize- and equip a hospital
Owing to there bclug no system ot reports to
tbo mayor or board of health, It fs lmpoisiblo
to ascertain actually the number of caws. Dr.
Weedon tells me In tbo neighborhood of one
hundred and Dr. Wall fays tiny. Tbero bavo
been twelve deaths to date; four In tho past
twenty-fou- r hours. Mrs. Warner Is In a dying
condition, and Charles Wilson lies in an ex.
tremely critical state, as It alio Mrs. Copoland.

says It bas been raining for, twenty hours,

A. delegation of half a dozen, gentlemen,
wbo boarded ills train as it came to a atop
at West Memphis, Informally conveyed to
tho excursionists the greetings ot the sev-

eral committees formed, to do the honors of
tbe city, and Invited them on board
the steamer Kate Adams, which lay moored
closo at hand. Upon the steamer they
were welcomed by about 200 of tbe leading
citizens members of tbe executive, re-

ception, and entertainment committees.
The boat was bedecked with flags and its
spacious cabin was a bower ot roses.

Tbo Chickasaw Guards and Memphis
Merchant Zouaves, with a line braes band,
wero upon tbe boat for escort duty. Tbe
Adams cast off ber line, and to tbo music
ot an artillery- - salute fired, from, tbo levee
on tbe east side, steamed up past tbe city,
the band playing-an- tbe people along the
shore cheering and waving' their
hats and handkerchiefs. Tho ves-

sel went about tbree miles up
stream to give tho President an opportunity
to see tbo works of river improvement then
In progress, and' In turning came' back to
the custom house, where, after a little delay,
tbe distinguished guests wero landed. Up to
this tlmo the utmost order prevailed among
tba 80,000 people on the levee. But when tbe
President-an- Mrs.' Cleveland had boen
seated in. their carriage the throng, la tbelr
enthusiasm, broke- over all bounds, carry-
ing away tbo colored mllltta, guards sta-
tioned to keep the way open. Indeed,
some ot th guards seemed to have Joined.'
tne moving, irregular masses tnemseivei
and. followed on behind the presiden-
tial carriage. The progress to the
hotel wai by no means the orderly
proceeding It waa designed to be, a mis-
cellaneous procession' of truoks.. market
wagons, ana 10,000 negroes mixing Itself
up with tbe carrlagcss of the committees
and the guests, but there waa ample room,
and aside from the delay and tho ap-

pearanco there was no barm done.
Tbe presidential party was assigned com-

fortable quarters in the historic Uayoio
House, the parlors ot 'the President and
Mrs. Cleveland being richly and tastefully
trimmed with flowers and overgrecus.

Tbe guests remained nutatly la their
rooms till 0 o'clock, when they were sum-
moned to dinner lu their private dining
room.

At 8 o'clock a committee ot nearly 200

Ngw Youk, Oct. U.p-Tbrc- members ot

poured forth ber benefactions upon tho
uirerlog. Castlo Garden was then the

great concert hall of New York, mid I shall
never forget the night, when a college boy,
I cut thero and listened tn tho first groat
singer I bad ever beard. There were cer-
tain cadences of ber voice that whelmed
tbe audience with emotion, aud 1 remember
a clergyman so overcome with weeping tbat
he was obliged to leave tbe auditorium. It
was not necessary to bavo a good car for
music to be powerfultv wrought upon, but
only a soul capablo of sympathy. All the
noes of earth and all the gladness ot heaven
sobbed and chanted In the volco ot tbls
i upernatiiral cantatrlco.

Dut, it was said, she nover sang so well as
In ber beloved Sweden; To that her heart
always turned, and tho people of thatrcalm
utmost Idolized cer. After a tour ot Den-

mark, and Germany, and tho groat capitals
of Europe she went back to Stockholm, and
Frederlka Bremer describes her unparal-
leled reception by saying, "Ono dusky

night crowds of people thronged the
shore ot tbo Baltic harbor at Stocktnlm.

Old fllavcholdor Control the Daiat-crat- lo

Parly Ther Want to Hulnll-tut- e

Ihe Mongolian 'or the Negrr-l- le

Will Work for Almost Nothing.

Hon. Frederick Douglass dellvored a lee-tu-

last evening beforo a large audleuco at
tbo Nlntccnth Street Baptist Church, Th
discourse contained bold utterances of a
radlcnl chatacter, though delivered 1.1 a
calm and quiet manner, lacking somewhat
the tiro which has characterized many ot
Mr, Douglass's utterances.

He spoke ot tbo composite character ot
tho American nation, and said that tbls
compoalleness Is likely to Increase rather
than diminish. "Our diversity ot popula-
tion Is notable," be continued, "and our
prosperity coniplrcs to bring tbo people of
other countries to our shores. Tbcso people
will come whether wo want them, or not.
Europe and Africa are already hero aal
have como to stay. Tbe Indian was here
before us, but whether bo will stay or not
Is open to question. One thing Is ccrtiln,
no people can stay here long that doss not
ktcpsti'p with our ctvlllzitlon."

llo'spokc of race prejudice, ot the treat-
ment of tbe Indian aud the negro In Amer-
ica, nnd refeircd to Chinese emigration as a
comlt'g question. "Tho tlinn may com
soon." be said, "when they will count their
numbers by millions. The question Is, will
tbiseetrungo people be to us a source ot
strength or a source of woakucss; will they
bo n blessing or a curse to tbo republic
Fur the present thilr emigration bas been
sttscked, but whu knows how long this
attack will last? We may light tho China-
man off from the Pacific coast but
we cannot do It forever. Wo should remem-
ber that China Is a vastly overcrowded
country, where people Dress against each
other llko cattle In a railroad car. They
bavo been compelled to leavo tho lind anil
live on tbe watt r. Tbe Chinese aro men,
and men aro llko bees when overcrowded
they will swarm. Americans are also men.
and have hearts In tbelr urcatta and can lie
touched with a feeling of a common human-
ity toward tbcso strange children of the
Celestial land.

Not only la there a Chinese motive In this
emigration, but there la also an American
motive, whlcb, however silent now, will be-
como powerful In tbe future. Both tbe
north and the south may yet have need ot
tbe Chinaman. The south even now would
ho glad to be, through the Chtnamau, inde-
pendent of tho labor of tbe negro, and
many In the north would like to have tht
Chinaman to counteract tbo disastrous ef-
fects of strikes. Tbe old slaveholders and
those wbo havo Inherited their spirit, who
cannot have the negro's labor for noth'ng,
will be glad to have the Chinaman work for
next to nothing. Tho negroes are fast slip-
ping away from tho south. Tboy cannot be
relied upon to sUy where tbey are paid (i
per month, and that In atorcs. Tney ran
away In tlmo ot slavery. They will run
nway again. You will sco them diffused
through all parts of tho country whero their
rights aro most respected.

"These slaveholders of tho south are still
powerful. They have control now. of. the
great Democratic party, and thoy may
chango the laws effecting Chinese emigra-
tion, and organize companies, for Us

Tbo question comes along,
will the Chtneso fulfill the expectations, ot
those wbo promote tbelr coming? This, I
think, may be fairly donbted. The Chi-
nese, If he comes here, will not be long In
unuingtnat me uew snoes uo not ut quits
so comfortably, as tboy aro represented to
do, Tho negro has often, taken bis pay lu
promises ot going to heaven when be dies,
but Ho Chinaman Is not quite like the
negro In this respect. He Is not troubled
about bis soul If be can tako care ot bis
body It Is enough.

"So far as getting tho Chinaman Into this
country Is concerned, It will probably suc-
ceed. Tbe Chinaman has a first-rat- rec-
ommendation as a laborer. He la dexter-ou-

of band and accustomed to toll. They
livowbeto other people would starve Wo
ought to learn something of him, and I
think we will bttoro wo get through. The
Chinaman will como. Tbey will halt uo
longer upon the golden shores of California.
Tbey will burrow no longer In the mines ot
tho west. Tbey will draw their soft almond-shape- d

eyes trom the west and start toward
tbo rising suu. They wilt cross tbe moun-
tains and tho plains aud penetrate the re-
motest parts ot the country, and at last be-
come a permanent part ot our Amorlcau
people Assuming tbat theso people will
come, and come to stay, tho negro will to
acme extent drop out of sight, and tba
war against htm will cease. Tho question
will then be what will be dono with the
Mongolian. I mado some such prophesy
as this twenty years ago when uo China-
man's face was seen this side ot tho Itocky
mountains. Now tbey are overywhore. To
bo sure tbey will bo .subject tu bitter anl.
mosltles and to personal violence- - Murder,
ous assaults will bo made upon them, but
this will not bo able to keep them out.
Our Irish brothers, who came here starving,
are ready to hoot others when tbey come
In tbe sumo way, I don't refer to the edu-
cated Irish or to tho Republican Irish, but
to tbe Irishman, who used to
use a shlllalah. That kind ot an Irishman
bellvcs that every crumb of bread that goes
Into another man's mouth is so much taken
from bis own mouth.

"You ask mo It I am In favor ot letting
these people como here? I am. Would

ou favor letting thorn come here to stay 1
I would. Would yon have them natural-
ized ? I would. Would you allow them
to bold property, vote, and hold office ? I
would. Would you allow them to testify
In courts of law beforo Christian men ? I
would. Would ou allow them to Inter-
marry wltb Americans? I would not
bavo the least objection In tho world.

"This earth belongs as much to tho China-
man as to any other race. Tbe Chtnamau
bas as cood a right to choose bis habitation
as any other person. The American people
claim the right to go anywhere. You find
them all over tbe world, but other people
dare not como here. And somo colored
people are afraid to havo their yellow
brothers come. I don't know why. The
more tbo merrier. I wish tho Chluaman
was a few shades darker so we would feel
more at homo with him."

After further references to the Chinese
Mr. Douglass referred to the condition ot
tbe negro In this country, to the suppres-
sion of tbe negro's vote In tbe south ; to this
advantage gained by tbe war, and to the
offer of friendship by the Democratic party
In order to get tbe colored vote.

"We know what we got by the enmity ot
the south," be continued. "Wo have yet
to learn what wo shall get by their friend-
ship. From every where In quarters whero
we ought not to expect it there comes the
question, whether trancbUement was a
mistake? Nearly cvciy colored faco among
members ol Congress has disappeared.
Tbe Supreme Court has decided that ths
negro bas no appeal to tho higher courts of
tho United Status ror tbe protection of bla
rights. Tbo reliance of the Democratic,
party for strength la tbe oppression ot the
colored vote. What shall we say pt such
things? I am very sorry. I want the

to come back. I want all of our
race to come Into tbat party which has dona
whatever has bceu doue toward Justice,
equality, and liberty."

The speaker was frequently applaudesl,
and bis words seemed to make a deep Im-

pression on his auditors.
