HEALTH OP THE AltMr.
Surgeon General Mooro Submits Ills

Annual Report.
Tbo annual report of Surgeon General

Mooro has been received by tho Secretary of
War. The report states that tho valuo of
medical and hospital supplies Issued during
tho year was $159,300. Tho recommenda-
tion Is mado that the pay of employes of tho
medical department be Increased $33,000,
and tbo request Is mado that authority bo
granted to purcbaso supplies costing less
than $500 without formal contract.

Tho average loss of time for each man
during tho year was fourteen days. The
death rata was 8 8 per 1,000 tho lowest
averago, with ono exception, over recordod.
Tho greatest amount of sickness was at
Jefferson Barracks, Missouri, but the high-
est death ratowas 39 per 1,000 at St. Francis
Barracks, Florida.

Tbo surgeon general says that 2,123 speci-
mens were added to tho collection In tbo
medical museum during the year, making
tho totnl number 20,072. He recommends
an Increase of twenty cents per day la tho
pay of privates of tha hospital corps.

There wero elgbty-el- patients In Provi-
dence Hospital at tbo beginning of tho fiscal
year and 823 wero admitted during tho
year, malting tuo toiai number treated new.

Tho army medical board at New York
examined for promotion eight assistant
surgeons; nlncty-tbrc- o candidates tor ap-
pointment to tho medical corps wero In-

vited to examination, sixteen were found
qualified, twenty-on- o wero rejected, and
thirty-tw- o withdrew after partial examina-
tion.

Tbo recommendation Is made that twenty
additional assistant surgeons bo appointed,
as the present force Is Insufficient.

In tho court room. Mr. Cook said
10 had no Intention of Imputing wrong to

tbo district attorney.
Thomas It. Harney, who was In tho pen-

sion offico with Miss Jlcllrido, testified that
In his opinion tho Dugan letter was written
bybtr. Anna Brown, Leonard Mackall,
John Slaughter, and Ddward Henlgan testi-
fied to tbo removal of furniture from the
Eleventh street houso to No. 1501 L street.
JarretH. Jackson, thecartman who moved
tho furniture, also testified to that effect,
and said upon that there
was nothing secret lu tho transaction, but,
as far as ho know. It was done with tho
knowlcdgo of Miss McBrldo.

New Yoiik, Oct. 20 Tho stoc'-- t market
y was moderately octlvo and strong

until tho last hour. Tho feeling was gen-

erally bullish and mat with llttlo resistance
except from tho trading element, and while
tho foreigners were doing little commission
people wero modcrato buyers throughout.

The aborts afterward showed a disposition
to cover, and a prominent bear operator
was .said to bo a liouvy purchaser. Tho
speculation was very actlvo In tho leading
stocks, and tho transactions In Reading and
St, Paul was very largo. A report that tho
gain In tha earnings of tho latter for Sep-
tember would reach $1,000,000 was a factor
In the Improvement, aud the earnings actu-
ally reported wero all favorable, which did
somothlng to increase tbo good feeling.
The market bad every appearance of a gon-uln-

bull market, which It has up to this
time lacked, Tho gain was very slow, but
steady, with no set back of lmoortanco un
til the last hour, when tbo temptation to
tako profits was too heavy for the traders,
and part of tho Improvement was lost.

Tho opening was firm to strong, and with
a quiet business prices roso slowly with tbo
grangers most conspicuous in mo trailing.
After noon thero was a more decided up-
ward movement In which Union Pacific,

tbo leader, and tho best prices of tho
day wero reached between 1 and 2 o'clock,
after which tho list receded a fraction tho
dccltno was checked by 2.30, howovar, and
tho closo was quiet and firm at fractional
advances from tho opening figures.
