The press throughont
the country havo made an enormous spread

Tlio tory nowspapors are especially1 par-
ticular to impress upou tho mluils ot tbolr
readers tho lmportsneo o( tlio case, tho
enormity ot tho offonio contemplated by
tho suspects and proved by tho ovlilonco
before tho coroner's jury, and the
efficiency of tho detectives In' fer-

reting out tho would-b- e outrago
mongers. Nevertheless tbcro have boon no
arrests and this fact strikes thinking por-so-

as being Just the least bit Incompatible
Tflth tho claims of the ministerial papers
that tho parties to tho 'alleged conspiracy
nro tho most consti tomato villains that have
comolutorrubllo nbtico since the Phccnlr
Pork murders. Tho'wltncss Hawlcons and
othcis who certainly ought to havo been
arrested It thu testimony ot Dotoetivo Mon-ro- o

and his subordinates Is to bo acccpt.'d
as true, go tbolr way unmolested, and tho
work of magnifying a mole hill Into a
mountain Is ltft wholly to tho nowspapers,
the whole affair bcltig entirely too

for oven the most uncompromising
of tl clr tory readers to cooslder seriously.

Tho Irish papers devoto considerable
space to rontlno reports of the Inquest, but
oismiss we caso euuoriaiiy uy accusing mo
government of attempting to dlvort tho
current of public feeling from tbo Irish
causo by misrepresentation nod subterfuge.
Referring to tho conviction of Wilfred
Blunt, tbo Irish journals point to the fact
that tbo result ot tho case la Identical with
that of Mr. O'Brien, and claim that Ulunt's
appeal fromthujudguicntof tbecoart dulls
tho edge ot the government's weapon, ana
paralyzes Its efforts to construe the crlmoi
act to suit Its own purposes

OUTRAGES lr HAXDITS.

Starr County Residents .Terrorized
Murder ami Plunder.

Austin, Texas, Oct. 37. Gov. Ross, of
Texas, yesterday received an official report
from County Judge Livingstone, of Starr
county, relativo to tbo troubles la' that
section with Moxlcan bandits. Ilo says
that a number ot bandit outlaws and

havo invalcd this county,
robbing and murdering our people, and our
official force Is powerless to suppress them.
Only a few weeks since a wealthy stock-
man was caught on the hlghwaw by five of
tho bandits and taken tbence to their sj

In all twelve men. They took from
him $200 he had with him and
then demanded of htm $1,500
before they would release blm, and mado
lilm wrlto a letter to his eon to the effect
that if the money was not paid in eo many
days ho would be killed. The man was
bold for twenty-on- e days before the money
was paiu.

The ranchmen are In fear of their lives
and the loss ot their property. Tho sheriff,
with a posso of men, goes In search of
these men, but can learn nothing of them,
althougn It Is evident that many of whom
ho raakea Inquiries can put blm on their
track, but fear to do so, as tbey sometimes
confess. Thoy say that (f they
till they will bo murdered, and probably
their wives and children taken from them,
Onlv yesterday two prominent merchants
here received anonymous letters demand-
ing of ono $8,000, and of the other $15,000
to bo paid In fifteen days with a penalty of
horrible consequences In esse ot failure to
comply. Soma ranchmen aro moving
to Tow Back. In the county they aro

their families on ono ranch for
protection, Tho governor telegraphed tho
Judge that he bad ordered two companies
oi rangers 10 oitirr cuuuiy, unu mat me
Jim power oi iuh staiu goverumeui win uo
exercised to give protection.

New YoitK, 04t. 27. On Wednesday
Surgeon General Hamilton, ot Washing-
ton, sent a dispatch to Health Commission-
er Do Wolf, Of Chicago, calling his atten-
tion to a report stating that eighteen pas-
sengers ot tho steamship Independonto,
which touched at tho cholera Infected port
of Palermo, had gofio on to Chicago.
Commissioner Do Wolf telegraphed an in-
dignant remonstrance.

Quarantlno Commissioner Nichols was
shown the dispatch. Ho said: "Tho In-

dependent touched at l'alorroo on Sopt. 21,
and arrived In this port 'on Oct. 15, thns
making the voyage In twenty-On- e days.
During that tluu there had boon no sick-
ness or deaths. Tho ship Itself was In a
perfectly boalthy condition, and tho uoiltu
of tbo passengers unexceptionable. Tho

wcro of tho better class of
tallans and their unusual cleanliness

elicited my admiration. No sus-
picion of any kind attached to the ship.

It thoro hsd been any cbolora It
would nave manifested Itself within tho
three weeks of tho voyage." Tbo bAggago
was also fumigated, according to ths com-
missioners. The Britannia wasuncloan and
tbcro was sickness among the passengers
and the vessel was quarantined, y

"rberelsnonocesslty of a scarce," con-
tinued the commissioner, "of holcra reach-
ing the country through this port."

JACKSON'S nEFALOATlON.

It ITas a Clean Steal or $10,000 From
the Government.

New YonK, Oct. 27. The subtreasury
has now Its representative In Canada In tbo
person of Henry Jackson, Us paying teller.
Ilo has gone with exactly $10,000 ot Undo
Sam's money, but thero Is this satisfaction
for tho treasury officials that Jackson might
havo taken more. Ho did not, however,
have access to tho vaults, as more stringent
rules concerning admission to the vaults
were mado undor tho present assistant
treasurer.

Jackson .took tbo money, as Assistant
Treasurer Cauda said on last Satur-
day, the day of his departure His cash
was carefully examined on the 13th instant
and found to be correct. On the 17th In-
stant, when Jackson was absent through
Illness, Mr. Cauda said his accounts woro
again gone over and no deficit found. On
Monday morning last tho discovery was
made and measures were takon to Intercept
blm, his default, meanwhile, being kept a
secret. Mr. Canda aald

"I know no way that has been dovlsod to
prevent the paying tollers In banks or other
Institutions from taking part ot the money
necessarily committed to their chargo ft
tbey aro dishonest. Jackson was appointed
In February, 1879, and was 'recommended
by several of the most Influential men In
the city. Ho was proylouSIy In tbo National
Currency Bank and other financial Institu-
tions of this city, occupying a smaller
salaried position. When ho was first ap-
pointed ho was promoted successively until
he reached tbo position of paylog toller, at
$3,000 per annum under the present assist-
ant treasurer. He was and a
capable man."

J ckson was not under bonds, so Mr,
Canda will havo to bear the loss. Mr. Cinda
spoke of tbo default of $185,000 under As-

sistant Treasurer MUlbouso ot several years
ego, showing that this Is not tho Drat loss
of the kind to tho treasurer.

It was generally believed
that both interests had reached an agree-
ment, but President Cbandlor and tho
Western Union officials decllnod to make
any statement, and the lattor disclaimed all
knowledge of tho conforonco. Although no
ofllclal statement could bo obtained, parties
who wcro cognizant ot tho meeting, and
who were Informed of tho results, said that
the telegraph war was settled, and rates

GREAT DAY FOR RICIBIIND

LAYING 01' TUB C0RNKRST0NF. OF THE
LEE MONUMENT.

An I'nlliusliistlo Assemblage nt Vir-
ginians Whose Ardor Could Not be
Diminished by Inclement Weiitlier
ninny of (he Loaders of the Confed.
fimcy 1'resent.

Richmond, Va,, Oct. 27. Tho diy
opened gloomy and wet, with no change In
the condition of tho weather from that
which lias prevailed for three days put.
Tho heavy clouds which have overhung the
city slnco Sunday night, giving nn al-

most Incessant down pour of rain, remained
unbrokcu and threatening, and Richmond's
big day was ushered In with misty rain
which fell steadily with no Indication ot
cessation. Desplto all this, howevf r, the
people of tho city, and tho many thousands
of visitors, wcro early on tho streets, nnd
byOo'clock the moving multitude was so
great that It was plainly evident that Rich-

mond's population for tho day was nsjlnrge,
and probably larger, than on any previous
occasion,

Atancatly hour tho sounl of mirtlal
music was heard In every direction, and
mllltaiy, mounted and afoot, could bo seen
movlig to their various positions prepara-
tory to tho formation crt the procession.
Mounted marshals nnd couriers d.ulici
blthtr and thither, direitlngthomovemoats
ct the troops and arranging the lino ot
march. Ucforo 10 o'clocktho rain had tem-
porarily ceased, but tho clouts remained
unbroken and threitcnlng. The people,
however, teemed not to notice this, but had
apparently mado up their minds to cirry
out the programme of tbo day In all details,
rain or shine.

Iho visiting military consisted ot two
corps of cadets ono from the Virginia
Military Institute and the other from tho
lilac kiburg Agricultural and Mechanical
College; tworeglmcntBof Virginia Infantry,
three companies ot cavalrv. four companies
ol artillery, also two comp inles ot Infantry
from North Carolina and ono from Mary-
land. Besides these, thcro aro several
camps ot contedcrato veterans from differ
cut parts of tho stato and 000 veterans ot
tho Maryland line. The latter arrived hero
this morning, and their appcaranco on tbo
streets with tho Marino baud, ot Washing-
ton, at the head of tho lino croatcd consid-
erable Interest, and they wcro ovory whero
greeted with enthusiasm. Four profossors
und Gftyflvo students arrived this morning
from tho Washington and Leo University.
Gen. II. I'.. Leo waa at tho tlmo ot his death
president of tbo Institution, and was suc-

ceeded by bis eon, Gen. O. W. Custls Leo,
who Is now president. Owing to tho rccont
Illness of the latter, he was unablo to par-
ticipate In ceremonies, but his
brother, Gen. W. II. F. (popularly known
as "Rooncy") Lee and Cspt. Robert K.
Leo aro hero. Tho only other Immediate
members of the family aro two daughters,
who aro at present In Europe.

At a few minutes beforo 11 o'clock,
everything being lu readiness, tho proces-
sion begau to move. At tbo bead ot tho
line, aflcr detachments of mounted police,
camo tho chief marshal ot the day, Gen.
Wado Hampton, riding sldo by sldo with
Gov. Fitzhuchl.ee, both superbly mounted.
Then followed the governor's stall In bril-
liant uniform and tho assistant marshals.
Next In successive order came tho Virginia
Confederate Veteran camps, the veterans ot
tbe Man land Line, tho voluntocr Infantry
of Virginia, and tbo North Carolina artil-
lery, and then all tho various civic organ-
ization, cmbra;lng tho Grand Lodgo ot
Virginia Masons, two commandertes ot
Knights Templar, llluo Lodgo Masons,
Druids, Kilts, Junior Order of American
Mechanics, Odd Fellows, aud other societies
In regalia. Tho whole mado such a display
as has never beforo been seen lu Richmond.

Dense crowds packed tho si lewalks along
tbe whole route of march, and thoeuthml-as-

of tbo populace was given vent to In
almost Incessant cheers, to bo but increased
as some favorite or famed organization
passed by. Tho procession was nearly uti
hour passing a given point, tho Richmond
tiro department with all apparatus bringing
up tho rear.

1 he windows and every other available
elevated place along tho lino ot march ware
filled with people, mainly laities, who
cheered tho wet processionists by wavlug
bats and handkerchief, and expressed their
pleasure in various other ways. Tho s:one
as thu head of the column marched Into tho
monument grounds was (dosplto tho driz-
zle) very luspirlng, Gen. Wudo Hampton
and Gov. Leu tiding lu front, side by sldo,
as lovingly as when In other days thoy com-
manded Ibo cavalry of the army of northern
Virginia, Tlio cavalry escort, tho distin-
guished guests lu carriages, veterans aud
military, all combined to make a brilliant
puccuut.

The statue of Famo crowning Leo at tho
entrance of tho ground, waa surrounded by
about 100 veterans, inmates of tho con-

federate eoldlers' home, and as the head ot
tbo lino approached they unveiled tho statue
nnd fired u saluto. Tbls statue Is a plaster
cast ot tbo colassal ono on an Imltttion
granlto base, designed and constructed
by Messrs. John A. Elden and W. L. Shep-pur-

tno of Richmond's best known art-
ists, and Is tho decided feature of many de-

signs and decorations to bo seen throughout
thu city. The enthusiasm of tho veterans
of Lee Camp Homo was touching to wltnoss
as they rccognlzod eo maiy of their old
leaders and comrades In lino, nnd greetod
them with an old tlmo confederate yell
which, It not as strong as in former days,
was at least as hearty nnd sincere. Tho
grand stand to which admission waslud,
only by tickets of Invitation, was soon filled,
while many thousanda stood In the mud
and rain In as close proximity as possible.

Tho Marino band, ot Washington, playod
"Dixie," "Tho Star Spangled Banner,"
"Yankee Doodle," and other popular airs,
whllo tho Veterans, tho Grand Lodgo ot
Masons, and other organizations took the

laces assigned them. Desplto tbe constant
S rlzzlo.whlch soon Increased to a hard rain,
tbo pcoplo held their places with amazing
patience. A Veteran voiced tbo sentiments
of all when be said; "We used to follow
Marsa Hob In much worso weather than
tbls, and surely wo can cheerfully stand this
to do blm honor."

Gov. Lee called tho vast assemblage to
order, and said :

At tbe conclusion ol tho governor's re-

marks Rev, Dr. Moses D. Hogo, ot the
Prcsb trrlau Church, who was an lutlmato
personal friend of (Ion, it. Y Leo, In cloar
and distinct tones oiTcrcd a fervent and
appropriate prayer in which hit thanked
God tor tho llfo and oxampla ot IE. II. Lee,
and prayed that bis old soldiers aud rising
generations might Imitate his many virtues.
Tho Grand Lodge of Virginia Masons, Most
Worshipful Graud Master W. F. Drlnkard
presiding, took chargo ot the corncpitouo,
und lu "duo and auclnnt form," ansp with
tho Imposing rites of tho order proceeded
to lay It. At tho conclusion of tho cere-
monies Gov. Lee, In tho namo ot tho Leo
Monument Association, received tho woik
from tbo hands ot tho grand master, and
expressed tlio hopo that tho monument
.night "be as enduring as the reputation ot
tho soldier whoso memory It commem-
orates." At this juncturo tbo rain bocamo
so heavy that tho governor after consulta-
tion with others announced that further ex-

ercises would lie suspended, and that tho
poem aud oration would bo delivered to-
night lu tbo hall ot tho houso of delegates,

The crowd oven then seemed reluctant to
disperse, but llually sought shelter In tho
lust ot humor, many proceeding to tho
stuto fair grounds to spend tbo remainder
of tho day. Among the many
crates present who wero greeted with

cheers and appiauioasthey woro rocoinlzcd
by tho crowd wcro Geu. W. II. F, and Cspt.
Henry Leo, sons ot tho dead chlettlan;
Gens. Wade Hampton, Joseph E. Johnston,
Jubal A. Karly, Daniel Iluggles, J. V.

llradlcy, T. Johnson, William
It. L. Pago, Gcorgo H. Stooart, I..

L. Lomax, Robert Ransom, Mst Ransom,
Kppa llunton, C M. Wilcox, W. D. Talia-
ferro, William Cameron, United
States Senator John W. Daniel, also Oil.
ChorUs Marshall, of Gen. It. V. Leo's
staff, and many others of leaser rank, but
tqually well known and revered by tho peo-
ple of the south,

in t.e hall of tho house of delegates was
gathered an Immense crowd this ovcnlng to
participate In tho literary exercises of tho
day.

Shortly after 8o'clock Gov. Leo nacendod
tie rostrum and called tho gathering to
order, nnd after giving a brief but clear his-
tory ot tho formation ot and work dono by
thu Uo Monument Association, In compli-
mentary terms Introduced Gen. Juh.il A.
Karly, who bad been selected lo preside
over tbo meeting.

Gen. Karly was greeted with thunders of
applause. In a few remarks ho oxpressel
bis gratification at seeing so largo a gather-
ing. Ho referred to tho original formation
of this monument association over which

Davis presided, and paid an
eloquent tribute, to tho distinguished

of tho confederacy, aud regretted
Ids absence from Richmond on this occa-
sion, lie said he know ho gave utterance
to these litlment nt this Vast asscmhlaga
when be cxpnstcd the hopo Hut Mr. Divis
would Lu hire at tho unveiling ot tho

monumci t.
"'Gen. Karly said that Leo needed no monu-
ment, but "wo owe It to ourselves to erect
it," and that, however, certain men may go
bad. ou thilr principles the noblo women
of tbo south would be over true.

Gin. Karly next Introduced Cid. Charles
Marshall, military sicrttcry ot Gen, II. K.
Lee, who delivered the oration of tho day,
Col, Marshall lu opoLlug rifcrrcd to the
cxlstcnco cf peace throughout tho Union,
and tho fact that all residents of tho south-
ern states were ready to defend tho coun-
try against Its enemies. Ho then referred
to Geu. Lee's noblo quiHtles, saying they
needed no monument or statue to perpetu-
ate them.

He then referred to the events which led
totho war, saying, by way of Interpolation,
that tbo government did not doclaro war
for the purpose of emancipating tho slaves,
uui it imcrauu me slaves to neip it make
war. lu substantiation of tbls statement he
read President Lincoln's predomination ot
Sept. 22, 1S0J. and adduced from It the
proposition that tho federal government
would protect slavery in tho southern
states If thoy would ccsse to bo In rebellion
against tho United States. In further
proof ho read an oxtract ot a lotter from
President Lincoln to Horace Greeley lu
which was statod that tho Integrity of tho
Union was paramount to all other objects
and that tbo bondage or manumission of
the slaves would be used only In further-
ance of that object.

He then devoted n largo part ot his ora-
tion to tbo history of tbo secession move-
ment, taking up in detail tho action ot tho
several states, including tbo first (or "se-
cession per ee") movement. In which only
tho cotton states were Interested, and
wnicu movement It o border states, Includ-
ing Virginia, opposed. Ho also road a
letter of Gen. Leo's, In which he admitted
tho southern states had a grlovancc, and In
which ho advanced tbo proposition, ''Seces-
sion Is nothing but revolution."

The cotton states, bo argued, considered
tho fact ot President Lincoln's election a
sufficient cause for secession, but from tbo
historical reports of conventions held In the
border states ho showed that those states
did not consider the election ot Lincoln a
snluclentcauso for withdrawing from the
Union. Whllo this question was agitating
tbo cotton atatcs Sumter was fired on.
President Lincoln Issued bis procla-
mation tor 7."),000 volunteers, and
tbo war had commenced In earnest. lie
analyzed and criticised tbe proclamation,
easing that President Lincoln arrogatclto
himself arbitrary nnd extraordinary pov
era. He said ho had really taken In hand
Iho army, navy, sword, aud purso of the
United States, destroyed the security of
personal liberty, and established tho most
ot nil tyrannks, that of numbers unre-
strained by law. Ho alleged that this so,
called unwarranted assumption of powerr
by tie President ditcrmlncd Iho action of
the bordir states nnd those which had
refused to ratify tbo Montgomery confer-
ence and Join tho cotton states In secession
Immediately, In convention, and at thu
polls adepted ordinances ot secession.
'1 he states, busatd, united to
defend tlio principles endangered by tho
proclamation. Virginia took her place as
pl.e did against tbe proclamation of Georgo
HI, nnd as In that struggle sho placed
her sword lu tho hands ot Washing-
ton, lu tho latter sho committed It to tho no
lees woitby bauds ot Leo. Ho then said:

It has been said that tbo causo of the south
wns the worst that nny pcoplo ever fjuiht for.
Tolhosowho rma-ur- o national greatness by
tlio acre, aud know- - uo national welfare that
dot s t.ct bear (he stamp ot tbe mint, tbo cause
was bad, but not no In Clio oyes of the children
ol (hat holy covenant between 111 power ot
tbo Unto end tbo liberty of tho people, tho first
lines of which were written at Runnlincdo,
vsboso leaves aro stained Willi tho blood of
counlkss martvrs, and to which tho baud of
Washington set iho blood red seal at Yorktowu.

To them tho cause was ono for w hlch It was
an honor to light and a glory to dlo.

W c nro here y to honor ourselves by
doing honor to the memory of tbo'loremosc
champion nf that camo.

If wo look for a moment at tho result of tho
method of composing the troubles of tho couu
try In 1801, adopted by Mr, Lincoln, 1 do not
think that much encouragement will bo found
to resort to It again.

It Is true that it abolished slavery and re-
moved the only serious causo of dissension

tho peoplo of thn north and south, but as
I baveshownthooverthrow of slavery was an
accident of tho war and not its o jject.

Its object was tho restoration of tho cotton
stales to the Union, or In the languago of tho
proclamation, "to maintain tho Integrity and
existence of our national Union, and the

of popular government, and to avenge
wrongs already long cnointh endured."

1 he last inoutloned object. It must be owned,
was accomplished, whatever and however
gicat thowronga to bo avenged may bavo boon.
It did restoro thu cotton states to tho Union,
but It restored only tbo laud and tho wretched
Inhabitants of It.

Instead of maintaining tbo honor, tho Integ-
rity, and tbo cxlstcnco of our national union,
It dcilroycd that union, in all but a territorial
sense, moro cllectually Ihau secession, by sub-
stituting conquered provinces for frco states,
and repeating In America tho shameful hlstorr
of Russia ond Poland.

Instead of maintaining tho perpetuity of
popular government, it established a military
government; Instead of enforcing tho laws of
ibo 1,'ulou ,'lt established over nearly hall tho
Union military aim martial law,

lu fact, arbitrary power and force have
proved themselves failures as agenoies in es-
tablishing or maintaining tho tmo principles
ot American government.

Tbo actual of tho Union, with
nil the blessings wo enjoy under It. has come
through a reaction agalust tho policy of foroo
nnd deinntlsm.

The wave of arbitrary power, with tho public
and private corruption that always attoud It,
swept on for many dreary year utter the war,
until It began to lap against ttio'.'oundatlousof
tbo Independence ol tno northern states.

They then found that to hold the south in
subjection to governments Imposed upon It by
federal bayouots would endanger their own
liberties, and tho advancing wave broke upon
tbo good sense and patriotism of the northern
iwojilo.

Then begau Iho work of restoring tbe Union
by mennanf lustlce. eood will, conciliation. and
fraternal kindness, and they bavo dono tbolr
wora wen nut tno great raasaoi tno soutnern
pcoplo believed, ana still believe, that the
same SRCiicies would havo dono tbe same
blessed work m lhCl, beforo a dark river of
blood aud tears was made to flow between tho
people ot tbo north and south,

Tbo remainder ot tho oration was devoted
to a euloglum ot Gen, Leo's military career,
and his many noble traits of personal char-
acter.

Tho poem which wns written by James
Barron Hope, ot Norfolk, since deceased,
was read by William Gordon McCube, ot
Petersburg.

At tho conclusion of Col. 'Marshall's ora-
tion, tbo reading ot which occupied over an
hour and a half, Gen. Wade Hampton was
called upon, and responded In a fow

In tho coureo of which ho said ho
regarded Leo as oven a greater man than
Washlrgton. and spoko of the great vouera.
tlou which the people ot South Carolina
had for tho dead confoderato chieftain.

Geu Karly then closed the proceedings
with appropriate remarks, and the gather-
ing dispersed, aud thus onded tho day,
which will ever bo meuiorablu tu tho his-
tory ot this city,

This
liberality of the believers in tho Koran Is ot
a peculiar kind, Thoy acknowledge tho
right ol Christians to worship accordtug to
their conscience, and look upon their con-
version to Mohammedanism as proper, out
cannot seo tho right of a Mohammolau to
btcomo a convert to Christianity, When
this takes place tbo property of tho convert
Is confiscated and his oxecutlon very often
follows. Notwithstanding tblsondltlonoC
things, Mr. Ilulbullan felt hopeful tor Ar-
menia, and bolleved Christianity would
ultimately triumph.
