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DYNAMITE IN THEIR CELLS,

TO BLOW UP THE JAIL.

A Search of tlio Colin of the Con-

demned Anarchists Itoslilts In Find-Ir- e

Knounh Dynamite In Ilomba to
Demolish Several lliitidlnci and Kill
All In the Jnll.

Chicago, Nov. 0. The cells ot tho eovon
condemned anarchists In tho county Jail
wo searched and six loaded bombs

"wero found bidden away In a wooden box
which was concealed under a pllo of news
papers In a corner.

Bomo tlmo ago Sheriff Matson decided to
rcarch and clean out tbo cells of tho
distinguished prisoners, and was sot
for tbo examination. Word was tent by
tbo ebctlfl to tbo frlonds of tho condemned
saying that no admittance would bo clron
to tho jail, and this morning tho entire
forco of deputy iherlfls reported at
tbo Jill for duty. It was shortly
after U.80 o'clock when Llngg and
Engcl were led from tbolr cells to tho
consultation cago and tho search bogan-Engcl-

cell was first entered and' thor-
oughly examined. The bed and boddluz
wero looked over, cracks In tho wall and
tablo thoroughly explored, and the clothing
hanging around tho cell sosrehod, but, be-
yond a few empty cigar boxes, somo fruit,
books, and papers, nothing was found.
Then tho deputy sheriffs enterod Llngg's
cell, nbllo its former occupant plantod
himself In a corner of tho tomporary
nrleon and watched them with eager eyes.

jo was as palo as death, and tremolod Ilko
an aspen leaf as tho searchers moved
around In tbo llttlo stone-walle- room.
Suddenly two of the threo monj lnsldo
Jumped out to tbo corridor, whlio a third
man beld at arms length a small wooden
Ix)x, which bo carefully carried to tho Jail
olllco and laid on Jailor Folz's desk. Tho
box contained four pieces of gas pipe, each
about six or seven leches la length, filled
with somo heavy subttanco, and plugged at
both, ends. Jailor Folr picked up one,
which was closed at ono end with a round
Iron stopper, and ono of the officers pro-
nounced It a verltablo dynamtto bomb.
Jnst tbcn Sheriff Matsou arrived at the
jail, and ordered that tho dangerous weapons
be replaced In tho box and sent to a chemist
for analysis, although thcro was no doubt
as to the result of tho examination. Then
tbo search was continued, but beyond a
qusntlty of rubbish nothlng.was found.

Thon tho cells of Fischer, Parsons, Spies,
Schwab, and Flcldcn wera searched la tbo
order named, but no contraband articles of
any kind wcrefound. It was doclded, how-
ever, that It was best to chango tho colls,
and accordingly four apartments on tho
lower tier were cleaned out. No. 11, which Is
directly In front of the cntranco to tbo Jail
and between two rows of Iron gratings, la
which spaco threo men are on guard ulght
and day, was prepared for LlngK's recep-
tion, and thero tho bomb manufacturer was
locked up. Ho was given his bed, tablo,
books, and writing materials, but every
thing else was kept from him. IIo Imme-
diately sat down and began to write, koop-ln- g

at work all day until It was too dark to
sec. Tho next cell to that now occuplod
by Llngg Is used as a kind ot store-
room by tbo deputy Jailors and Is also In-
side ot the space between the two gratings
mentioned. Next, west of this, are cells 0,
8, and 7. which were cleaned out and glvea
up to Engcl, Flecber, and Parsons, la the
order named. Schwab and Flelden wero al-

lowed to rolaln their old cells, Nos. 20 and
37. on tho second tier, nbllo Soles was
token from bis old cell, No, 24. and put Into
Ko. 25, Just east of Schwab. All the prison
ers except x.mgK suomiitea 10 mo caango
and search without displaying tho slightest
emotion. Llngg seemed - much worried
when bo was told of what was contemplated,
and showed so plainly that something was
wrong that tbo jailers wero not so greatly
surprised as thoy might have been over tut
discovery subsequently made.

therm Mason was seen on the subject
during tbo afternoon. lie was very rotlcont
at llrst, but after consideration maao a cloan
breast of the whole affair. "We had no
reason," ho said, "to mako tho search at
this particular tlmo. That Is, wcyecclved
Bo Intimation that anything was wrong. It
was merely a precautionary measure de-
cided on some tlmo ago by Jailer Folz and
myself. We selected Sunday as a quiet day,
when the examination would mako less dis-
turbance than It It were undo on a week
day. Foreome time there was so much ot
this amnesty business going on that I did
sot caro to Interfere with tbo good citizens
who wero Interested In the condemned men,
or place any obstacle In their way. But wo
felt as though tbo time bad como to take ex-

tra precautions, and so decided to clean tho
cells out. Ot course, la view of tho de-

velopments of tbo search, tho most
stringent precautionary measures will now
bo taken. Tbo prisoners will not bo al-
lowed to exercises as much as
foimerlv, and the number of
visitors will bo restricted. No ono will
bo allowed to visit any ot the condamnod
In the cage, ana If any Interviews aro
granted It will be only to near relatives and
In tho prcsenco of a jail ofllclal, I won't
cay that overy visitor will bo searched, but
thero will bo no opportunity for any ex-
change of anything whatever (Between tho
prisoners and outsiders. As for Llngg, I
don't know that ho will be allowed to see
any one, but have not yet fully decided on
that point. Henceforth no baskets of
victuals or fruit will bo allowed to bo sent
from any ot tho prisoners' frlouds to them,
and no letters or dispatches will bo received
or sent until thoy aro examined by a jail
ofllclal."

"Will the condemned men be restricted
to prison fare!"

"Well, no; tboy can have anything they
want to eat. From this time on thoy aro
my guests and will be provlned with any-
thing thoy desire to cat at my expense."

"Wbcro did you send tbo bombs for ex-
amination?"

"That I don't care to say. I will tell you
the result ot the Investigation

"Is there any significance In the dlitrl-butl- on

ot the men In the new cells. Spies,
Flelden, and Schwab being allowed to re-

main on tbo second tier and tho others
placed under closer guard I"

"Nono whatever. Tho now disposition
ot the men was tho resnlt ot accident; first
come, first served."

"Will any extra guard be placed over
themr"

"Yes, sir; as I ssld, the time has coma to
take every possible precaution. They will
bo strongly guarded, night and day, and a
special man will watch each of tho prisoners
from this tlmo forward."

Tbo sheriff walked Into the Jail yard, and
thero met Cant. Bchaack, who entored
through the criminal court building. The
two olllctals walked Into an obscure corner
of tho yard and bad a long consultation.
What the topic or result of tho Interview
was could not bo ascertained, but soon
after the police on guard In the upper
floor were called to attention and given a
long talk before they were drilled.

Outside of the great sensation of the day
things wero quiet around tbo Jail. There
was an air of mjstery all tho morning,
which was not oxplalncd before 3 o'clock.
Admittance was denied to every one.

were as rigorously excluded as any
nf the public. Sirs. Schwab and Mrs.
Engcl brought over baskets containing
dinner for tbo loved prisoners, and left them
at tho door leading to the court yard.
Llngg's girl, tbo pretty Eda Miller, camo
over with a basket for Llogg, and It, too,
was left at the door. About this tlmo
fibullt Matson, accompanied by Chief
Deputy Gliason, left tho Jail yard by tho
email gate, and wore closely pursued by a
email army of reporters: but thoy
disappeared os mysteriously as a pea
umlir the "oonndeuco man's" nut
shell, and were not found until
lialf an bour later,wbon thoy said that thero
was nothing of consequence, except a gen
tral cleaning up In tho jail. Hut too air ot
mystery, which pervaded everything could
be felt It wis so thick, and tho sheriff's de-

nial woe not very reassuring. A reportor
caught a deputy who lot drop and Inad
Tenant remark. It was nothing ot Im

and Llngg bad conccalod somo

polton In their cells, and It had been dis-
covered. This tho sheriff subsequently de-
nied, and for a long tlmo stuck to tbe story
that nothing was wrong.

At 3 o'clock the reporters wero admitted
to tho Jail, and found tbo samo air of
mjatery. Nono of tbo deputies know any-
thing, but they were omnipresent. Fully n
dozen wero Inside tho grating la tho coll
rooms and half a dozen paced restlessly
around tbo ofllco. .Tbo baskets brought by
tbo friends of tbo prisoners were not taken
Into tbo Jail, and ono brought by Mrs. Van
Zandt In person for August Spies met with
a similar fate, and was sent back to tho
tender. A messenger boy brought a
dispatch for Spies, which tho sheriff
opened and real, and then sent It
to tbo prisoner. Ilo wouldn't ssy what tho
dlspaUh contained or whom It was from,
but said that It contained nothing of a
sidittous character.

Engel was sick all night, and was unablo
to partako of anything but a cup of cofteo

Tbo others wero In oxcollent
health, however, and not receiving any
dinner until 3 o'clock, asked oagerly for
their midday meal, and showed good
appetites when tbey did receive It.

Tbo prisoners took ho chango of quar-
ters quiet as a matter of courso, and read,
wrote, and smoked as though nothing
unusual was going on.

Tbo news of tho finding ot 'tho bombs
spread llko wlldflro. A universal reaction
ot tho amnesty eontlment was Iramodlatoly
apparent. Hundreds of citizens who hail
signed tbe petition for clemency regretted
tbclr action, and wished they had never ap
pended their names to tbe paper. Twenty
ot iho olUccrs of tho central detail were In
the squad room when a reporter entered and
told tJem tho nows. Instantly thoro was a
storm ot Indignation. Tbo word "bombs"
recalled to them tbo scenes of tho t,

and thero was but ono oxprcsslon
of comment on tbe subject. Ono lieutenant
sarcastically remarked, "Well, they ought
to pardon Llogg anyway."

Tbo general opinion around tho pollco
stotlonswos that wbatovcr might be tbo
fhto ot tbo others Llngg's doom wasseslod,
and bo would have to go to tho gallows. It
Is doubtful If tbo condemned will longer bo
allowed to enjoy tbe prlvolege ot reading
tbo dally papers. It was suggested to the
sheriff that tho advertising columns might
easily bo utilized as a means ot communi-
cation In cypher between them and out-
siders, and In all probability they
will bo deprived of thclrprlnclpalpleasuros.

Tbo news of tbe bomb discovery was re-
ceived with Jeers and laughter at tbo so-
cialistic political headquarters. "Ha, ha 1"
laughed four or flvoof tbe bangers-on- ; "Is
this tbo newest device for murdering the
Imprisoned boys t"

"How many bombs were found t" asked
Mrs. Farsons, who happened to be In tbo
room.

"Four," answered tho roporter.
"Why that's Just ono each for tho boys,"

sneerlngly replied the anarchist's wife, who
evidently Ignores tbo tbreo who havo peti-
tioned for mercy. "And are four bombs all
that tho detectives and deputy sheriffs
could discover t My, my, what a discovery
It was. And how do the police or tho
powers that bo explain tbe prosenco ot
tbcee bombs In LlDgg's cell f"

"Don't know," chorused several news-
paper men.

"I have It," cried Mrs. Farsons. "Now,
don't glvo this away, will you? The way
those bombs came Into the possession ot
Louis Llngg was through his girl, Eda
Miller. Ot lato you will have noticed
that aho has been wearing a very large
bustle, much too large tor stylo or comfort.
Then again, It you have watched her very
closely, sho always sits down very carefully
and quietly. II she did not, why she'd be
blown to atoms. She thon must bo tho ono
who has furnished theso bombs. Thero
you have an explanation ot tho mystery,
ilo, ha, tbenk God I don't wear a bustle
at all, and therefore I cannot bo accused ot
any complicity In this latest sensation."

The finding of tho Llngg explosives was
not tbo only startler ot tbo day, Thoro was
another, the Import ot which could not bo
?ueesed. As a result ot It, however, Jno.Vaa

an alleged Polish count, and
John Votter Rlras, by bis own account, a
South American nabob, aro locked up at
tbo Chicago avenuo police station. Thoy
were scon prowling aboutthestattoa house,
and attempting to enter the cells. As they
wore armed they were locked up.

Tho bombs wero placed In tho bands of
Cant. Scbaak for examination, and that
officer reported that they appeared to havo
been designed for use by some ot the con-
demned men as agents of

tbls morning than ever before. Ninety-seve- n

letters and communications were re-
ceived by tho executive messenger from
the postofllco window and ot this number
fully 80 per cent, ralatcd to the anarchist
care. Tbo greater part ot these wero from
Chicago and Gov. Oglesby this afternoon
said tbat wbllo there were many demands
that the sentence bo carried out the propor-
tion ot requests for commutation were de-
cidedly larger than on any previous day.
As a matter of fact, said the governor, the
picas tor clemency havo always been some-
what greater than tbo requests for

but this morning tbo proportion
was somewhat greater than usual.

"Havo you bad any callers ho
was asked.

"No, I have seen no ono I havo
spent nearly tbo wholo day at homo, and
have been very busy. Tbo delegations, I
presume, will begin to como la
and next day, and when tbey do I propose
to receive them all la tho reception room at
tbo capltol. Everybody will bo aacorded a
patient bearing, and tbo caso Anally dis-

posed ot Just as all other cases ot llko
character have been In tho past." Numer-
ous telegrams have been recelvod by tho
governor during tho day, most of them
from Chicago. Their tenor cannot bo
learned, other than that one ot tbem was
from a prominent Chicago capitalist,
who favors oxecutlvo clemency. There
Is llttto doubt tbat tho gov-
ernor Is at this tlmo receiving communi-
cations from an unusually large number ot
the moneyed men of the country, who rec-
ommend commutation of sentence. Somo
ot these gentlemen waive all questions u
to tbo law and Justice ot the cats and sim-

ply favor clemency on the grounds of pub-
lic policy, Inslstibg tbat It fa tetter to send
the condemned men to tho penitentiary for
life than It li to allow tbem to bocotne pro-
fessed martyrs by suffering tbo death pen-
alty.

Attorney General Ilunt was seen today
and asked his opinion as to the probable
outcome of tbe petitions for clemency.

"I have no idea what tbo governor will
do," said he. "Tbe only tlmo I have seen
him since my return here was for a short
time yesterday afternoon. Uo Is, of course,
conquering the caso, and is considering It
conscientiously. An enormous pressure Is
being brought upon him, and this will be-
come greater day by day from this time un.
til the day ot execution. As I havo al-
ways expected, a peculiar sentiment bas
been known to develop among certain ele-
ments as tho final day approaches. These
people, actuated almost wholly by toolings
of sympathy, are signing petitions tor clem-
ency, Many of tbem are signing
tbem for the anarchists Just as they
would sign them for any otbor mlsfartu-sat- e

or unfortunate It tho case were pre-
sented to them. It Is a simple matter ot
sympathy that Is gradually working this
chango ot sentiment. Many people, too,
consider that degrees ot guilty vary with
these men and tbat may bo true to somo ex-

tent. Llngg, for Instance, undoubtedly
manufactured tho bomb tbat did tbo bloody
work, Engle, too, may havo been moro
Immediately connected with tbe crime than
others. Anyhow, a feeling Is broadcast
tbat certain of tbe condemned men were
more guilty than others. Tbat belief Is un-
doubtedly affecting public sentiment to
some extent. Oa the otbor hand, there Is
no doubt thai tho refusal ot somo of the
men to ask or accept a commutation of
eentencobas alienated much ot tho sympa-
thy tbat they would otherwise havo had."

Many of tho communications and resolu-
tions received from iucendlary societies
and anarchist circles abroad aro violent In
tbclr denunciations ot tho Illinois Judiciary,

Tho supremo court of this etato has been so
misrepresented by a portion of tho pross of

It has Jnst transpired that Gov.
Oglesby has within tho past fow days re-
ceived several communications threatening
violence If ho refuses to exorcise clomency
In behalf condemned anarchists.

Maiueillbs, Nov. C At a violent meet-
ing of anarchists hero to day a resolution
was adopted to warn American agents In
Franco ot vontrcanco In tbo event of tho
execution ot tbo condemned Chicago an-
archists. A copy of tho resolution was con-
veyed by n deputation to tbo American con-
sulate. Tho cousul was absent, ant tho
deputation retired quietly.

Tbo Crow Indian affair came to n head yes-

terday.
Tbo Indians held a big council In tho

morning among themselves, and disclaimed
any Intentions to fight. Gen. Ituger sent
James Campbell and Interpreter "Tobacco
Jako" down to learn their Intentions.

Gen. Armstrong had told them that ho
bad been sent by tho Groat Father to sottle
tbo troublo with tho Crows, but that tbey
had been bad, and that tbey must give up
tbcee bad men to the soldiers, and, as tboy
bad been bad, had turnod the matter en-
tirely over to Gen. Rugcr, who would doal
with tbem as bo saw fit.

Pretty Eaglo said : "Wo will glvo up
Sword Bearer, but wo cannot give up tbo
others that are wanted."

Gen. Ituger then said : "I want all of the
seven that fired Into the agency buildings,
will glvo tbem one hour and one-ha- to
como In."

He then said to "Crazy Head" that bo
must bring his son, who was ono of tbem.

"Crazy Head" replied that thoy would
back to camp and talk to "Sword

earer."
Gen. Ituger said : "That In all I havo to

say.".
The Indians were patiently watched by

tho command until the time was up.
A few scattering shells were Drod Into

the sir at this time, and Gen. Ituger sent
troops down tho valley on tha left Hank of
the Indians, whero tboy were met by halt
the Indians gathered In tho war party, which
numbered about 160.

Sword
Bearer's body was brought to camp, but tho
other Indians were only reported dead.

Hut a short time Is left to? tho
exercise of a clemency most vehemently

ought. On tbe otber hand, thero Is no
question that exceedingly strong local and
national reasons why tbo law should tako
Us course are being place before the gover-
nor, who finds himself In a position ot
great embarrassment. But ho will prove
equal to the occasion.

Illchord James Oglesby, governor ot
Illinois, wss born In the state ot Kentucky
In 1624. Llko almost all ot our successful
western statesman, he began life In an
humble sphere, and bas made his own way
by dint ot perseverance. Integrity, and
business capacity. Whllo living on a farm
and working as a carpentcrat Decatur, III.,
bo studied law, beginning practlco at
Sullivan la 1845. He served through tbo
Mexican war, holding a lieutenant's com-
mission. In 1847 ho returned to Decatur,
and took a courso ot law study la Louis-vlll-

Goo. Oglesby wak an original "49er,"
bavlng been attracted by tbo California
gold excitement, but roturnod to Decatur
after two years' llfo of adventure.

After somo cxporlcnco la local and state
politics, "Dick" Oglesby, as bo Is still af-
fectionately called by his political admirers,
ran for Congress In 1853, but unsuccess-
fully, lie was a member ot tho etato sen-
ate In lcCO :

At Coriitb ho aided Ualleckand lt03ecrans,
and shared tbo boLors of tho confederate
defeat, A wound received la this battle
rendered blm for somo tlmo unfit for duty
until tbo following sprlnir. Ho then re-

turned to tbo army, and was assigned to tbo
lGtb army corps as major general. This
commission be resigned in May, 18C1.

Ogleaby waa elected governor of tbe state
by an overwhelming Republican majority.

followed, and he remained In
ofllco continuously from 1305 to 1809.

THE CURE FOR INFIDELITY,

A rOWKliFtll, JIIMJOUUSK TO AN IM-

MENSE CONOIIFOATIOX.

Cloud Advice From Iter. Or, Nownmn
llr. IlMclimnn on tho l'resliylerlnn

Chiirch-"Fuiii- lly lloliillons," by Or.
ChnuibllM-l- tr. Olesy Talks of Daniel,

An Immense audlcnco grcotcd ltcv. Dr.
Newman Inst night In Metropolitan M. 13.

Cbutcb, when bo dotlvorod tho sixth and
last of bis series of discourses on "Modern
InOcllly." Tho subject for tho ovonlng was
"Tho Curo," bis text being, "If any will
do Ills will be shall know ot tho doctrine,"
St. John, Til, 17.

Dr. Nenman commenced by stating that
tbo ovldenccs ot Christianity havo been
divided Into tbreo classes external, In-

ternal, and collateral, "Tbe first consists
of prophecies and miracles; tbo foretelling
of future events beyond human calcula-
tion, Indicating not only omnlproscenco but
omniscience; tbo performing of miracles
not violations ot law, but tho exercise ot a
superior power on an Inferior forco, not
used without cause, oxertcd only to show
the superiority of our Savior over nature
Ihcro can bo no dlssonanco between Chris-
tianity and naturo, nor can we esteem a
mlraclo a violation or even suspension of
law. Tho tlmo must come In tho history ot
Christian polemics when wo shall esteem
tbe supernatural as wo now do the natural

.1 boy constitute two distinct but reconcilable
forces. Tbat which may be beyond tbo
reach ot your understanding may be as
much a fact as that which Is within tho
grasp ot limited minds. The doctrines of
the futuro world, tbo unseen llfo, aro
simply facts; man was Ignorant and n

was tbcreforo necessary. Revela-
tion naturally presupposes Ignorance."

Tho growth of tho Christian religion and
Its beneflclent Influences upon' tbo human
raco was dwelt on at somo length, and In a
remarkably lucid manner. Some ot tho
evidences of Christianity wero stated, and
tbo preacher continued: "He who would
bo a follower of Christ must hare a candid
mind, a slncoro desire to losru the truth.
Thero are more lawyers who nro followers
of the meek and lowly Jesus than thero aro
physician!, comparatively, and this Is duo
to their being trained In the law of evi-
dence; they have judicial minds, and as a
result they seo with what force Christian-
ity's claims are supported."

The material manner la which tho physi-
cian deals with tbe human body was said
to have tho effect upon tbe doctor of
causing him to lose sight of tbo exlstenco
of a soul, and tho prediction was mado
that "tho tlmo will como when wo shall
teach In our physiology tbat man has two
lives an animal llfo and a soul llfo.

"Candor Is essential to receiving tho
truth as It Is in Jesus. I would not havo
you approach tho Blblo to prove It true
and I protest, lu the name ot God, tbat
you shall not approach it to provo It false
Every subject may bo ridiculed. Tho laws
ot the states and even tbo constitution may
be and havo been warped, and no man can
read tho, Bible It he Is prejudiced. You
aro bound to ascertain tho personal causes
of unbelief. What loads to Infidelity la
one man docs not in another."

Ignorasco and indifference, half-truth-s

and blunders were said to bo powerful fac-
tors In tbe causo of Infidelity, aud numer-
ous Instances wero given of men who had
been misled by such causes. Tbls was the
most Interesting portion of tho discourse,
tbe congregrtlou banging upon overy word
with very apparent eagerness; tbe subject
and the tpeaker's diction being allko fasci-
nating.

"If vou would cure vourselt of unbelief
first ascertain tho causa. Unbelief Is often
used to silence conscience, to Justify somo
secret sin. Some men love darkness rather
than light, and some men love unbelief

It allows tbem to practice la the
darkness ot Infidelity a sin which could not
bo committed In tbe light of Christianity,"

Thedoctor then related in amost thrilling
manner a personal misadventure when
bo was lost la the famous cave of Adullam,
and how ho was rescued by following tho
twinkling taper of a guide. IIo advised his
hearers to follow the light, howover feeble
It might be; to walk In the light.

IIo closed with a strong and eloquent ap-
peal to all unbelievers to cxamlno tbe
evidence, to seo the fulfillment of prophecy;
In tbat was the cure for unbelief. Tho
Ereacber also spoke feelingly ot those who

their unbelief as a result ot
tbls courso ot sermons, and prayed that
moro might follow.

Next Sunday evening Dr. Newman will
rommenco a series ot sermons oa "Tbo
Belgnol Law."

SONS AND DAUGHTERS.

A largo audlenco assembled at tho First
Baptist Church last night to bear tbo last of
Dr. Cbambllss's discourses on tho family
relations. Tho text was John xlx,
"Uben Jesus, therefore, saw His mother
and tho dlsclplo standing by whom Ho
loved, He salth unto Ills mothor, 'Woman,
behold thy son.' Then salth Ho to tho dis-
ciple, 'Behold thy mother.' And from that
bour tbat disciple took ber to his own
bomo." In the Introduction a picture was
drawa of tho scene referred to In tho text
Christ, tho Son of God, Jesus, tho Son ot
Mary, looking down from the cross on the
two dear forms, tbo gray haired mother
and tho young man, his dearest friend. "No
otber scene In tbo Gospel narrative," said
tbo preacher, "reveals moro vividly tho hu-
man btartot Our Lord.

Bomo havo taught that Jesus had no
human soul, but only a body of flesh and
blood Inhabited by divinity. Tbey even
are as wldo astray as thoso wbo deny Htm a
dtvlno nature. Ho was God manifest In
tbe flesh, yet at every step ot Ills llfo wo
seo Illm a real man, a very brother ot our
souls. It wss not divinity, It was hu-
manity tbat spoko these words from tho
cross. It was Just the fond heart ot a
dying eon.

Dr. Chambllss then for somo minutes
dwelt on tbe Intimate connection of tbo
subject with not only individual bat social
welfare and happiness, drawing illustra-
tions from ancient and modorn history.
Ho cltcalwlth special emphasis the example
of Washington, who never sunk the char-
acter of a son In tbat of the soldier or the
statesman.

He proceeded thon to speak of tbe ele-

ments tbat go to constitute a worthy filial
character, ilo said : "First, there Is no
filial excollenco which does not Include
this noblo feature sincere respect for pa-

rental authority. Tbls Is not to say that a
bearded man, or woman of age, must bo
governed absolutely by tbe will of tbo
father or tho mother as In tho days ot child-hoo-

Thero must come a tlmo whoa all
responsibilities becomo personal, when
fond parents can uo longer stand between
us and tbu world to answer for us Its

or bear for us Its burdens; whon, lu
weakness or la strength, wo must go forth
to be ourselves, to llva our own lives, to
make our own records. But tho tlmo never
comes when the expression ot parental will
can bo heard without respect by a worthy
son or daughter. What then must bo
said ot those who aro younger, still
eating tho broad their fatbers earn
and wearing tbo garments tbclr mothers
fashioned, but tbat It is their shamo aud
their sin It they yield not obedlonco cheer-
ful and complete so far as cousclence will
allow to tbose under whom God has
placed tbem In subjection. It Is painful to
observe bow very esrly some young ladles
and young gentlemen learn to mako no ac-
count ot what 'mother or father' may say.
Little doubt can there bo tbat all around
us are unhappy parents who aro hiding
from the gaze of tbo world tbo cruel
wounds which disobedient children havo
made.

"Noar akla to the duty of rrspcrtforpa-rcntla- l
authority Is tho obligation to honor

tbe opinions, tastes. Judgments ot our pa-
rents, Their deficiencies may bo many,
tbey mar not be Intellectually strong or
highly cultivated, but tboy are parents still,
How revolting to bear youug pou,ile speak
ot 'the old man and old woman' as 'quite
behind the times,' aud perhaps oven laugh
at Ibelr bad grammar, broad pro'iunclatlou,
unrefined manners, and genure! Ignorance,
On tbu other hand, bow gr.itoful and re-
freshing the eight ot sons and daughters

wlio, having enjoyed Ono advantages of
cducotlon, do all In their power to conceal
tbo defects aud ulemlabcs of a parent. All
honor to tbo children who, whatever their
own attainments, never fall to listen re-

spectfully when n father or a mother speaks
even with un unskilled tonguo."

Also, It was urged that reverence should
be shown for" tbo person and pre.cnco of
parents. Tbo example of King Solomon
was cited, who, when his mother went Into
his presence, "roso up to meet her, and
bowed himself unto ber, and caused n sett
to be sat for tho king's mother, and she sat
on his right band." "We cannot alt ho
kings," said tho minister, "and troat a
mother roj ally, seating her In regal state,
but 'you can at least offer her jour chair
when shu enters tha room, and watch to
know and supply hor slightest want to tho
extent ot vourpower." But paronts often
netd moro than courteous attention; they
need tbo help ot their children. How many
eons aud daughters thcro aro who pus their
llmo In Idleness, or play, or fashionable vis-
iting, while their paronts are tolling at
talks which their help would greatly
lighten I How many men and woman thcro
are In this rlty living In comfort, somo of
tbem lu luxury, while their poor old parents,
far away In loneliness, are bsroly furnlsbod
with tho necessaries of llfo I

Bat besides respect and service there
must bo tenderness, lovlngncss In word
and deed. "I Imagine sometimes," bo
said, "tbat tbcro aro mothers who are
hungry for a daughter's kiss, or yearning
to be folded In tho strong arms of a son.
Onco thoso children would gather around
her as sho sat at work, would stroke her
hair, would lay their bands upon her chock,
would put their lips to hers bow often
overy doy. Thoy are men and womon now,
and sho docs not look for all that. But
her heart bas not changed, and It only now
and then thoy would como to her with llttlo
words of tenderness aud little acts ot
caressing love, think you a flush would not
rlso to her cheeUf ami a light beam from
her faded eyes such as you havo not scon
thtro for many a day?"

Especially It was urged, tho azed should
be treated with tenderness. "God bless
tbo sous and daughters wbo aro patient and
loving toward tbclr aged and dipondent
parents," bo said, "even when extreme In-
firmity and occasional frottulncss provo a
trial. When tbo tlmo shall como for the
children In turn to bo debtors of others'
patience and tenderness and magna
nlmlty, they shall not bo forsaken
they shall find their roward." The
sermon closed by directing all sons and
daughters, for help to alschargo theso
duties, to Him who, not only as tha Son of
Mary.has shown us tho way, Dut as tho Son
of God can supply tha needed strength and
grace.

A MODEL TO YOVNQ MEN.

Rev. Samuel II, Glcsy, rector of tha
Church of tho Lplpbany, preached last
night to a good congregation on "Daniel, a
model to young men," his text being from
Daniel 1. 17: "God gave tbem knowlcdgo
nnd skill and all learning and wisdom, and
Daniel had understanding In all visions and
dreams." Tho preacher said: Character
Is our most lasting possession. It Is what
wo aro, not simply wbat belongs to us,
what wo carry with us through all vicissi-
tudes to tho end, and Is sure to meet us on
the further sldo of tho gravo. Ordinary

are exterior things, what men
ave made, tbo bouses they havo built, and

tho wealth amassed. No one confounds
himself with such outward belongings;
simply says ot tbem tbey aro mine, never
myself.

Not only Is character moro lasting than
anything else, it is infinitely better. "Rlrh
as Crrcsns 1" Supposo a man Is so; ho falls
immeasurably short of a Daniel pure, un-
sullied, Incorruptible, at a heathen court;
firm and fearless la his adherence to tho
faith and worship of his God, Hero was an
Incomparably grander character than the
rich king of Lydla. How splendid the
moral heroism which could daro to do right
In the face ot black envy plotting mischief
and In full knowledge of a fixed Immortal
decree.

Nothing Is known ot tho family and
parentage of Daniel, savo tbat bo was born
ut Jerusalem, and, It would appear, of
noble, If not royal descent. However this
may be, personal and mental qualities
singled blm out among Jowlsh youth as
one peculiarly fitted for royal scrvlvo at the
court of Babylon, at tbo period ot Its great
est magnlficlcnco and its sudden ovcrtbrow.
Babylon, and not Egypt, was tho seat of
tho earliest civilization. Letters and lan-
guages came from Babylon, Long In ad-
vance of tho ancient philosophy of Egypt,
and when Grceco was yet unknown, tho
Cbaldcana represented tbo highest flights of
tbo human Intellect. According to n

tboy bad the glory ot originals la
this grand art field of human effort, from
whom "Greece derived b- -r architecture,
science, sculpture, philosophy, mathemati-
cal knowledge In a word, ber Intellectual
life."

Yet upon all this Intellectual prcccdonco
and greatness rested a dark cloud. It was
a gay and festive llfo which want forward
In this brilliant capital. And they had to
be well armed who lived amid its scones of
voluptuousness and pleasure to hold their
purity untarnished. To tbls sensuous city
Daniel was carried capttvo In early youth;
tho ulgatercudorIug by pueroe, tho Ho
brew for young muu, so tho Septuaglut
and so tbo Syrlac.

Daniel la Babylon shows us a young man
ot wonderful moral Intrepidity worthy of
study and imitation by those of bis own
ace In tbls and every city. No pampered
and luxurious Ufa allures him from a high
purpose, Tbe man Is tbo master of bis
evil surroundings. In tbls capital of tbo
nation tbcro aro young men of tbo
finest parts who but for one unfor-
tunate habit might graco tho highest
position. But preferment, and honor, aud
jiroKssionaiemioencc, nuu nriiiiani pans,
and brightest prospects Ho all prostrate In
tbo dust. Would tbat Daniel's wiser courso
might havo for young men Its potent

and charm. "For men may rise on
stepping stones of their dead selves to
higher things." In theso days of political
corruption and easy conscfonco lu high
places Daniel and bis unfaltering devotion
to pilnclplo stands forth as a model states,
man. Would tbat our legislative halls wero
filled with men ot such sterling mortt. Ho

an examplo ot firm adheronce to
convictions and attention to duty

w lthout thought of royal favor or frown.
Moral compromises Is no resort ot bis. He
docs bis duty fearlessly because It Is bis
duty.

The young men ot aro on proba-
tion as was Daniel at tho Babylonian court.
Learn to act as well as you wait. Soon all
tbu great Interests of tbo country must

Into tbe hand of men now young,
oon tbeso must como Into our scats of

learning, balls ot legislation, our pulpits,
courts of Justice, bench, and bar. Whether
they shall meet with honor tha greater and

rarer responsibilities which may como
5cpends upon nublo bearing lu present
dangers and duties.

Iter. George C. Heckman, D. D nf Cin-

cinnati, corresponding secretary ot tho
committee of tho general assembly

ot tbe Prosbyterlan church, preached at tbo
Fourth Street Presbyterian Church, Capltol
II11I, yesterday morning. Uo spoko sub-
stantially as follows :

Let us mako It understood tbat wo aro
not prcparlug to celebrate tbo centennial of
our church, for we aro moro than a hundred
years too late for tbat. But we aro arrang-
ing for tbo centennial anniversary of our
general assembly. Now, two quostlons
arises first, What will Presbyterians make
out of tbls centennial! second, Wbat can
tbey mako out ot Itl Tbe first quostloa
can bo answered at tbo end of
The second wo must try to answer now.

Tbo past two centuries, almost covering
the history ot tho American Prosbyterlan
church, havo been centuries ot honor.
During tbls year we wonld present tbem
as such, not for but be-
cause our works have glorified our Fathor
which Is In heaven. Wo would mako this
centennial year serve In part to enlighten
the children as to tbo faith and fidelity of
their fatbers. We would uso tbo year to
raise an Inheritance ot bencllcenco to pos-
terity, which shall stimulate tbem to a
larger liberality. Wo propose that wo so
employ this centennial year as to quicken
tbo church of the new century to etnulato
and surpass tbu Christianity ot their fathers
for tho past 200 years.

Our general assembly earnestly recom-
mends that our ministry aud laity mark

this centennial preparation by a scries of
sermons or addresses bearing on the history
of our church. This series may bo easily
outlined.

1. A study of successlro deliverances of
ourchurch courts shows that our doctrlno
ami polity aro squarely based upon the
Inspired word ot God, and tbat tho Ameri-
can I'rcabjtcrlan church may claim neon-splcuo-

placo In this respect among tho
reformed churches.

2 Tbe constituency of tho Amirlcan
l'usbjicrlan church establishes Its placo
and churi cter lu tbo reformed church.
From Us distinct organization It began
absorbing and afRlllatlng In organic union
tho Fresh) tcrlanttm and Calvinism ot
tbo various Euroucin nationalities aid
tbiirchcs represented In the colonisation
of this conntry, so tbat American Prosby-tcrlanls-

Is mado up of contributions
from nil tbe chinches of the reformation.

8. Tho attltudo ot our Presbyterian
church to all great social aud religious
events and questions In the history of our
country. Hero a wldo nnd magnificent
field spaco opens, not for ono addross, but
many.

Out of tho general topics and objects ot
tbls centennial preparation tho assembly
has given special prominence to ministerial
relief. Now, In all tho struggles and activ-
ities of tbo past two hundred years too min-
isters of tbe Presbyterian church, maintain-
ing an honored social position on a bare
competency, havo been conspicuous for
their learning, orthodoxy, piety, and

Tho primitive principle) of volun-
tary support of tbo Gospel was llrst revived
by our church. But, all tlin same, that
principle has required a ministry conso
crated to comparative poverty. 8uch a
ministry the Holy Spirit has raised up. AH
tbeso national aud ecclesiastical achtovo
ments would havo been tmposslblo but tor
tbls ministry consecrated to povotty.

London, Nov. 0. Unquestionably tho
only conclusion that can reasonably ba ac-

cepted after a careful study of Count 's

speech to tho Hungarian dclozatlon
yesterday Is that tho Austrian premier
stroro hard to mako tho best of a bad situ-
ation. Tho tono of bis remarks was fsr
from being reassuring, and Indlsated that
the friction between Austria and Russia wis
of greater severity than thatot mors dip-
lomatic difference, though he Implied thai
bo had not abandoned the hopo ot Inducing
the czar's government to become mora
friendly toward tho central powors. A
closer tlo of amity between ltustli and
tbo central JEuropcan powers Is now ad-

mitted to be tbo fundamental condition ot
tho enduring peace of Europe, aud no ono
knows better than Count Kalnoky tbe Im-

portance of cultivating the good will ot tha
northern empire, since, In ovcut of a con-
flict arising out of tbo Bulgarian question,
or, Indeed, sny other vltil European differ-
ence, Austria could not escapo being drawn
Into It, and upon Austria first of all would
Russian guns bo turned. It Is surmlsol
that Count Kalnoky's expressions ot bops
that Russia might soon find the generil
European situation more reconciling nro
not only tbo sentiments of tbo Austrian
government, but also echoes of tho senti-
ments ot Germany and Italy.

The situation In upper Egypt Is nlarmtn;
and hopelessly hostile to Eng'ljb uud
Egyptian Interests. Tbcro aro no British,
troops south ot Caro, and It Is cxtrcmoly
doubtful that tbe Egyptians can wlthstsud.
tbe onslaughts ot tbo dervishes at VYady-balf- a.

Tbo garrison at that place is vir-
tually besieged. It Is safe for tbe tlmo
being only because tho Investing forco
hesitates to mako an attack, but It Is
merely a question ot tlmo when tha strong-
hold will bo stormed, and la tbe meantime
mo garrison uare not attempt a sortie or
any other aggressive movement lest It be- -
rar Its weakness and Invito Its certain aa- -

uiuuiiuuu. id iuo circumstances ibis quite
likely that British troops may bo sent from
Cairo and Alexandria la sufficient force to
occupy tbe hostile country, and hero will
begin an almost Interminable dispute as to
tho right of England to rooccupy tbe ter-
ritory she bas evacuated, and given tho
world to understand she had permanently
abandoned.

Tho efforts of M. Rouvlcr to provent an
Inquiry Into tbe Caffarel-Wilso- n scandal by
a legislative commission at yesterday's ses-
sion ot the chamber ot deputies were ap-
pallingly futile and tho result would havo
precipitated tho Immediate resignation ot
almost any other ministry In existence.
But resignation Is not ono ot tho Inherent
qualities ot M. Rouvlcr and his associates
and he made basto to make securo for
awhile longer his bold upon public olfica
by resorting to bis old hedging methods
and springing upon the chamber tho saving
clause that bo would not make tbo pending
question ono ot confidence la tbo govern-
ment. Through recourse to this subtarf ugo
a crisis was averted, but If there was over a
question under discussion la a legislative
body involving tho Integrity ot
tbe ministry and tho oxecutlvo
authority as well, It would seem that tha
matter at Issuo was tbo ono. Just how
long tbe Rouvlcr mlulstry can, by means or
a tergiversation and deception, keep Itself
in power, Is a question exciting considers-bi- o

mental calculations, and tbo general
conclusion Is that its career will bo speedily
terminated.

Tho Observer, In a leading artlolo
says that Canada must have a commercial
union with the United States, and should
not be Interfered with lu ber attempt to
bring It about, but that any attempt on
her part to prohibit English Imports as a
measure of protection to Canadian manu-
factures will tend to a completo soperatlon
of tho Dominion from the northern counrry.

Mr. O'Brien resisted tho attempt to force
blm to put on the uniform ot tho Tulla-mor- e

jail to day. The prison doctor then
directed tbo governor to desist on account
of tbcjunfavorablo stato of Mr. O'Brien's
health.
