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JIE IS WILLING TO EXPIATE THE T

MABSACRE.

Iho Friends of the Condemned Throng
tlie Ezecuttvo Chambers and l'leod
Earnestly 'With Gov. Oglesby far

t Clemency Thn Prl'oaers Closoly Con-
fined.

CmcAoo, Nov. 0. Tho anarchists were
UOt permitted out ot their cells
Visitors wcro restricted, and In a romoto
Jiart ot tho jail a few trusted deputies woro
fousy perfecting tho final
lul to tho erection o( tbo gallows. As yot
Ihls Instrument ot death bas not boon re-

moved from tbo storage room, but every-
thing Is In readiness now to go forward
with tho executions that li, everything
except tho mcro joining together ot tho
framework ot tho callows, but that can bo
dono In a very llttlu while.

For tbo first tlnio slnco tho Supremo
Court passed on tbo esse Nina Van Zandt

y was denied admission. Sho tolled
Up tho Iron stairs In tho rain, opened tho
dorm doors, and took refuge In tho closed
entry. A moment later her white face was;
appealing, and In u humble tono sho was
staking to bo allowod In. Tho doorkeeper
shook his head, saylug orders bad teen
clvcn to ketp hor out. Jailor Folz was
lack somewhere In the cago. Sho sent for
him. Ho came out, and In n kludly, but
very poslttvo tono, Informed her that he
Was obliged to refuse her entrance. She
remained whoro eho was, holding on to tho
Iron bars, as If not what
was said. The Jailor continued, "spies Is
locked up. He can't bo lot out of his cell,
and you could not sco him anyway It you
did come In."

Slowly tbo young woman turned nway,
Sho groped ner way down stairs In tbo
rain, and with painful steps went out
through tho Jail yard and turned down tbo
alley.

Hut the Jail door was opened whllo
SIlss Van Zandt was on tho
threshold. It was opened for axed
Mrs. Engel, who was accorded n brief In-

terview with her husband. None other of
tho wJvcs or relatives of tho anarchists
called to seo them this morning. They re-
mained tho single oxcoptlon
ot Flelden, who received Rev. Dr. Bolton.
Spies, Parsons, and Llngg remained out of
Eight away back In their cells. Thero was
Ho notso nor movement ot any kind.

All tho Interest Just now belonging to the
fate of tho doomed men bas been trans-
ferred to Springfield. Molt ot their sympa-
thizers, and their counsel as well, are out of
town. Interceding with the governor.

"What will ike governor dot" was the
query heard often about the Jail this morn-
ing. It was the general belief that nothing
final would bo heard from Springfield bo- -f

oro Tho anarchists mado no
Inquiry nor did they exchange any words
with each other at all during the forenoon.
Whatever were their hopes, tholr fears,
tbclr wishes, or thoughts, thoy kept them
to. themselves.

A few gas Jets burned In tho corridor,
but only served to make tho shadows
deeper. There In tho narrow cells were the
men, the length of whose lives can now be
counted In hours. Only their absence of
action of any kind would Indicate that ther
were busy with reflection. All forenoon
this stillness was kept up. All over town
quiet but effective workers were eogaged
In attending to a multitude ot arrange-
ments that may have something to do with
the hanging. The water works are being
guarded; so are many ot tho big buildings
down town. New wires have been strung"
from the Jail to the Chicago avenue pollco

in station; another special wire bas been put
up between the jail and tbs central police
station, and still another wire between the
jail and the Harrison street station. Should
Ihoro happen an uprising of any

the officials do not expect any
amnio means aro available to check It.

A little before soon Spies called Mr. Os-
borne, tho death watch, to his coll. Tho
anarchist wanted to talk Just to rollevethe
horrible tedium. He talked earnestly and
at considerable length. Mr. Osborne said,
that Spies, and the others, too, for that
matter, bad strong hopes that tho governor
would Intercede and prevent the execu-
tion. Spies, Mr. Osborne said, rcgardod
himself as an apostle ot the poor and down
trodden. Ills position toward socloty or-
der, he thought, was much like tho one'
John Drown occupied In behalf of the
negro slaves. Were be put to death, com-
ing generations would rise up and lament
tho execution, and bis name- would be an
honored one among the world's martyrs.
Spies, Mr. Osborne said, fully believes this.

At 2:10 o'clock this afternoon the follow-
ing telegram was rccetvod byl'arsonsln
tho Jail:

'Sign lmmetl lately petition I have prepared
for you, and get Easel aud Fisher to sign It.
Everj thing may depend upon tills your lives
end others the public For God's sako sign;
and wlro mo at usee. W. I. Duck."

Farsons at once declared tho communi-
cation to bo a fraud, as did also Flschor,
but Engol said ho would sign It the others
did. The dispatch was dated Springfield,
and was filed ats o'clock p. m.

Attorney Moses Salomon late this after-
noon obtained the signatures ot Spies,
Flelden, and Schwab to a petition for a
writ of habeas corpus. The grounds upon
which the writ Is asked aro that tho judg-
ment of tho supreme court ot tbe stato was
Illegal, In that It said tho
should bo affirmed, Instead of tbo "Judg-
ments" In each case; also that the defend-
ants should be In court at the time the
Judgment ot tho court was rendered, and
that at that time thoy woro In the Cook
county Jail. Tbe petition will be laid

ono ot tbe judges ot the criminal
court morning.

Chicago, Nov. 0. Judge Gary has writ-
ten a statement on behalf ot tbe state that
Will Undoubtedly result In saving Klelden
from the gallows. Tbe statement relates to
nono of the other prisoners, and cannot
possibly affect their fate one way or another,
it Is not a petition nor request for commu-
tation of sentence, and neither Is It a bare
statement ot facts. Just what It contains
could not bo learned last sight, but It Is
rather a suggestion to tho governor that In
view ot certain facts therein recited a fa-
vorable consideration ot Flelden's petition
might be Justified, The Judge was asked It
lio would give a copy of It or make any
statement as to what tho points enumerated
were, "Tho statement Is
In the bands of Flelden's friends," he sold,

'and I do not know what tholr wishes uro'
Ai tbo matter; so I do not feel at liberty to'

oy anything about It."
"Doe It contain any request that tho

governor commute Flelden's sentence t"
"It contains no request at all. I simply

detailed some points In bis case, and said
that, In my opinion, they might justify a
favorable consideration ot his petition."

"Tho points are 1"
"Those are what I do not feel at liberty

to tell."
"Old you review the case at all ?"
"No; tbe governor knows all about It

lilmselt."
"Have you written any statement for any'

Of tho other anarchists J"
"No; I have not been asked to do so."
Btates Attorney Orlnnell was told what

Judge Oary had said, and asked If ho bad
done anything ot a similar nature.

"I Indorsed Judge Gary's statement In
Flelden's case," ho said, "and also added a
few points that occurred to mo."

"Did you wrlto any statement or opinion
for any of the others t"

"I made a plain statement ot tbo facts In
regard to Schwab that I thought the gov-

ernor ouabt to know, but I made no sug-
gestions 'whatever merely a statement ot
facts."

"And the others J"
"I have written nuthlng In regard to their

cases, nor will I. I did not deem It policy
for tho state, and refused to do anything."

"Did you send your statements to tho
governor by mall t"

"No; they aro In tho hands ot the prison-
ers' friends.'1

Dr. James GrKleruan, tho former
tbo Cook County Hospital for tbe

Insane, filed a petition In tho county court
y charging the fact to bo that Louis

Ilsggi tao rabid auarihUtlc bomb maker

under sentenco of death, Is Insane, and that
It would bo for tho bonoflt and for tho
safety of the community that he bo con-line- d

In a state hospital for tho Insino, The
facta In the case, tbo petition alleges, can
be proven by tho petitioner and by Oeorga
E. Dclwelltr, Ferdinand Spies, Ms Spies,
Henry Spies, Chris Spies, Mrs. Kiittlorain,
Gustnvl'ack, I.otils Cotter, Mr. Llunemeyor,
and Mrs. Uentleln, all residents ot Cook
county. Tho petition further statos that
Llrgg has no property oi effect, and prays
that n writ for tho body of Louis Llngg bo
Itcucd and a venire ot six good and lawful
nun bo mado to determine tho truth ot the
allegations, and also that subpoenas for
the witnesses named bo Issued returnable
at such time as may be fixed by tho county
court, and that an Insano
person after due hearing and proof.

The petition Is dated Nov.D, and Is sworn
to by Dr. Klcrnan.

Judge l'rendergast refused to tsko Im-

mediate cognlzanco of tbo application, but
Insisted on notification being given the stato
attorney, Tbe
at which tlmo tho formal argument was
heard.

The ususl formal nottco was sorved on
State Attorney Grluncll about 1 o'clock. It
simply Informed tbe latter that tbo motion
for a writ of Inquisition, directed to tho
sheriff, commanding him to bring Louis
Llngg before tbo courtfor trial for Insanity,
bad been filed.

When tbo argument commenced this
afternoon the caeo which counsel for tho
condemned bad to mako was the showlne
of sufllclont grounds to warrant tbe court
In Issuing tbo writ on the sheriff command-
ing Llngg to bo brought from his cell be-
fore the court.

Judgo l'rendergast cut tho proceedings
short by refusing to Interfere In LIngg's
behalf and ustalnlng Stato Attorney llrln-ncll- 's

argument that the prlsonor was out
of tbe Jurisdiction of tbo county court.

1 he court said that It would not under-
take to pats on tho case until tho criminal
court refused to do so, aad Mr. Hunt An-

nounced that he Intended to carry tho mat-
ter to the latter tribunal morn-
ing.

Messrs. Hunt and Klcrnan latothts after-
noon went to the criminal court and fflod a
petition for an Inquiry Into LIngg's sanity
with tho clerk, after which thoy sought
Judge Baker's courtroom to lay tho matter
before him, and ask him to Interfere.

Tbe judge was not In and
on the street to find him.

In esse they do not succeed In getting the
esse before Judge Baker to night they will
appear before him morning.

Si'iiiNOPiELD, In., Nov, U. A large
crowd stood on tho platform at the depot'
this morning waiting to see tbe Chicago
delegation which had coma to Intercede
with Gov. Oglesby In bebalt ot the con'
demntd anarchists. On arrival of tbo
train the delegation at onco proceeded to
tbo of the labor uelogatos.

Tho Chicago Amnesty Association Is rep-
resented by Messrs. Oliver, Stevens, and
Buchanan, ot tbo Labor Enquirer. Those
gentlemen bad a set ot petitions of their
own, which tbey presented to tbo govornor
st the Interview this morning. Frot. Wen.
Salter and D. J. Lloyd had a set of peti-
tions which they laid before Gov. Oglesby
after the first interview. Capt. Black has
cole charge ot tbo main petitions, and of
these there are so many that It required a
separate trunk to convey them here. Mr.
Buchanan, who mado an estlmato ot all
tho petitions sent In from all parts of tba
country, says that there are eleven miles ot
names begging for clemency,

Tbo delegation of labor peoplo from New
York consists ot J. E. Qulnn, Samuel
tiompers, L. J. Fcrrell, and Edward King.
It Is claimed that thoy alone havo a potltlon
with 100,000 names attached.

Tbo feeling among the labor people who
havo come here Is that there can be no ar-
gument before the governor on tbe legal
questions In the case. Tbe two features
presented wero questions oi mercy ana

Tbe doors ot tho reception room wero
thrown open at 0:40 o'clock, and the dtffer-'c- nt

committees filed In. Tbero was nearly
a hundred present when they all assembled.
Capt. Black was prcsonted to tho governor
at onae, tbo latter greeting tbo lawyer with
'his extended band, after which ho turned to
'a small table at one side ot tbe room.

A few minutes later alt was as still as
dcatb, and Capt. Black, advancing to tho
corner of tbe table at which Gov.Oglesby sat,
began to read his address. The relatives of
tbe condemned eat lu a semicircle to tbo
left of the speaker.

Capt. Black first began by reading tbo
general petition, which bad been signed by
tbe men themselves.

The anarchist lawyer advanced but a little
ways when bo came to the passage which
said that' never before tho day ot tbe

riot bad a single meeting ot tbo
anarchists been Interrupted by the pollco.
At this point Gov. Oglesby Interrupted and.
asked if he was to understand that state-
ment as the truth.

"Yes, sir," responded tho lawyer In his
solemn tones, "and, furthermore, that very
meeting was attended by Mayor Harrison
himself, who remained there until within
twenty minutes of the riot."

"Proceed," said the governor.
Capt. Black took twenty minutes to read

tbo petition, and when he closed bo said;
"This has been signed by Michael Schwab,
Samuel Flelden, and August Spies. The
reason that the other accused, Farsons,
Fischer, Engel, and Llngg, did not append
their names to this paper was because they
claimed that tbey had forwarded to your
excellency tbclr autograph letters and did
not think It necessary toslgn this."

The petition recited tho history ot tbe
alleged oftenso for which tbe petitioners
bad been condemned. It affirmed that
nono ot them over threw- - the fatal bomb
or advised Its throwing; that tbey bad no
knowledge of the fact that It was to be
thrown; that they had always counseled
and encouraged peace. Consfdorable space
was devoted to an attempt to show that
tbey had not bad a fair trial, and Indeed
that such a trial was Impossible In Chicago.
In view ot the Influence and the state ot
public sentiment at the time It took place.
Capt. Black presented an affidavit from
Otto S. Favor, business man of Chicago,
tending to show that .the Jury, which
tried the anarchists, had been de-

liberately packed against tbem by
a bailiff. After reading the petition and an
affidavit, Capt, Black addressed the gov-
ernor, lio explained that every effort had)
been made to comply with the
ot the law governing applications for the.
Interposition of exeoutlvo clemency, audi
stated that Judge Gary and 8tate Attorney)
Orlnnell had Joined In a
for clemency for Flelden and Schwab.

Having disposed ot themoreformal parts)
ot tbe application ho made an eloquent and
touching appeal for mercy that brought!
tears to the eyes ot many ot bis auditors.)
lie said';

Now at last wo can produce tbe truth whoro;
It will not bo refused; now wo havoacbanoai
to place It In legal form before tho public and
before tbe world and before your oxcelloncy.
You know, jonr excellency, the flood tide of
pamion which filled tho air like a subtlo,,

'poisonous ether, which hung around tbe tem-
ple of Justice, which hovsred over tbe Judgo's
bench, which tilled the Jury room with its
fatal vapor, und which filled even tho heart of
the state's attorney la the cuo, though I wish
to mako no charges against any man. Now.-you-

excellency, you sit outside tbe pslo of
publlo prejudice and passion: you sit on the'
high seat, representing the people of the great
state of Illinois, ilosldo you sits mercy In her
kindest mood, aud from your place you can
6ct these things right without belli? touched
by popular clamor; you can decide from this
scat of power, where Jtutlco tempers mercy.
If you grant this pica of mercy It will bo a
grand example of tho wisdom oi the framers
of our fundamental law which gavo mercy In
tho person of your cxcclloncy, a handmaiden
to Justice,

Gen, Trumbull followed Capt, Black and
simply asked for mercy lu plain and unpre-
tentious terms.

Mrs. Cora L. V. Richmond,
ot tbe Amnesty Association, was tba next
spesker. She bad evidently carefully pro- -

tor tbo occasion, and spoke without
csltatlon and well. She argued that pub-

lic policy, justice, was opposed to capital
punishment generally and pleaded earnestly
and eloquently for the wives, mothers, and
children ot tbe condemned.

Hon. E. M, Haines, ot Waukegou, fol-

lowed. He asked for commutation ot sen-
tence on tbo grounds ot Justice and publlo
policy. Ills address was characteristic and
amused rather than convinced. He ex-

plained that ho approved ot bis own mo-

tion.
Senator Streetcr, of tho legislative com

mittee, was tho next speaker. He was
brief, and an adjournment until 3 o'clock p,
m. followed his address.

Among tho petitions presented to tbogov-crno- r
this afternoon wis tbo following:

Capt. Black steppod up and roquested

tho governor to turn over atl the papers to
tbe reporters, because ot tbo Intense la-- '
tercet of tho public. Ho received an an-
swer that the reporters could have tbem as
soon as tho governor bad seen them.

Mr. Gcorgo Schilling and Mr. L, S.
Oliver carried tho trunk containing tbe pe-
titions In front of tbo governor. Taking
out a largo pllo, Mr. Oliver said: "Tho pe-
titions contain tho namoa ot 00,000 peoplo
living In Chicago."

The executive requested an affidavit to
that effect and Oliver replied: "It will bo
presented loter."

As Gov. Oglesby was about to step Into
his prlvato office Mrs. Black stopped htm.
She was permitted to speak a few sentences
when tho governor Interrupted her with:
"Excuse me, madam, but I should llko to
take caro of this caio myself."

Tbo man In whom all hope was centered
Anally forced Ids way out of tho crowd In1
tbo reception room, and after he bad.
reached the open air, walked along with'
head erect toward the oxecutlvo mansion,
taking the middle of tho stroot. It was a
memorablo sight, as tbo wives and friends
ot tbe condemned men stood In front ot
tbo capltol and gazed with tear stained.
eyes at tbo retreating figure.

A telling point by tbe mcrcy-seoker- s was
mado In tbo afternoon, almost at tbo very
outset. William Urban, representing the'
Central Labor Union, ot Chicago over 10,-C-

worblngmcn was at tho momont ad-
dressing the governor.

Tbe shooting of Begloy by tho rinkertun;
men at tho stock yards was Instanced by
Urban as n case where a murder was com-
mitted by a member of a well known or-
ganization tbo l'inkerton agoncy In tho
employ of another well known organiza-
tion tbe Packcra' Union and the con-
trolling spirits of tbo organization woro
not held responsible for the crime ot an
Individual meml6r.

The plea seemingly Interested tho gov-
ornor strongly, and be called for the repeti-
tion of tbe sentenco concerning tbo stock!
yards murder.

Tbe governor seemed, If possible, to grow
more and mora deeply impressed as the
moments sped, and the did not
fall to mark tho caro with which he ordered,
each petition carefully arranged for his fu-
ture reference and the particular sollcltudo'
In obtaining tho namo, address, and stand-
ing of each spokesman.

Gradually tho friends of tbe condemned
becamo more and mora hopoful. as tbo de-
meanor ot the govorner plainly showed
that tho most thorough with'
tho broadest views and tho kindest of
hearts, would be given their arguments and.
tho petitions.

A colloquy 'between Samuel Gompers,,
president of tbo Central Trades Union, of
New York, and of the Federated Trades ot
tbe United States in1 Canada, helped the
feeling of hopo materially, though just why
It would bo difficult to say. Ho had

tbo history of the eight-hou- r move-
ment In 1S83. and narrated tbe Incidents
which led up to tbo strike at McCormlck's
reaper works and the meeting at tho et.

When the governor askod Mr. Gompers as!
to tbe methods proposod by the national
eight-hou- r convention at Washington, la
1889, whether they wero poaceable, Tawf al,
and by reasonable means!

Mr. Gompers sold: "Yes."
"Then," said bis excellency, "Your ob-

ject was to reduce tho hours ot labor that;
others might havo employment by peace-
able means."

"Yes. sir."
"Is It posslblo that the laboring men)

would regard as an aid in their movement'
that a certain political orother organization'
should attempt to use force In forcing tho
adoption ot tho eight hour plan, or would
It bo regarded as a retarding
tbe

"Any attempt at force would bo conJ
demncd. Thero Is so doubt whatever In
the mind ot everyone who knows any-
thing of tbo labor movement that tbo
bomb that was thrown at the Haymarket
killed tbe eight-hou- r movement."

Tbo governor asked several other ques-
tions as to the Intention and scope of tho
eight-hou- r low.

That gentleman's speech disavowing;
totally any approval ot tho anarchists'
theories or methods, but begging mercy for
them, made a great Impression on tho
audience and also on the governor.

At tho conclusion of tho
tbe govornor received the relatives of the
condemned anarchists, tbe audleuco being
excluded.

Up to a lato hour this evening tho gov-
ernor was holding tbe private Interview
with friends and relatives of tho anarchists.
He has given no expression as to bis inten-
tions, and It Is not likely that any decision
will bo given.

It was said this afternoou that Splca's
brother wonld lay a letter beforo tho gov-
ernor from Spies this evening. It Is claimed
that Mr. Grlnnell said in his speech that If
Spies should be bung tho law would bo
satisfied. In bis letter Spies .askod tbat
tbe sentence of his comrades bo commutod,
and that bo may die, thereby satisfying
Mr, Grlnncll's demand.

THE INDUCTION INTO OFFICE OF LON-

DON'S LORD .MAYOR.

Tlio Inrrssnnt Downpour of Rain Pro-Ten- ts

nn Intended Demonstration by
tlio Unemployed Prince Frdr!o!c
tVlllliiiii'H Condition Very Ssrlous.

London, Nov. 0. Tlio heavy downpour
ot rata rendered great assistance to tho

Trsfalgar Squaro was cleared at an early
hour with little difficulty and without tho
slightest attempt at disorder on the part of
tho crowd which bad assembled with the
Intention ot accentuating tbo difference
between the condition of the turtle fed
aldcrmcu and their guests and their own
stato of squalor, the wretched gathering be-

ing glad of an excuse for scattering and
seeking whatever shelter they could find.
Tbe show Itself was featureless and alto-
gether Ires Imposing than any previous ono
within tho rccollccton of tho oldest attcnl-a- ut

upon such occasions.
The evidence airainst Mr. II. J. Durlelgh,
