ANARCHISTS IN DUBUQURE

A Bomb Exploded in the Shops of the
Town Iron Compuany.

Dunvgen, Towa, Nov. 15.—<A bymb waa
exploded In the lowa Iron Works In this
eIty af alate hour last night. The works
are runniog a night foree, and of thewm some
twenty workimen wers employed on a large
oller In the boller shop, Thoy were startled
by s iudden exploslon, some 0Ofteen to
twooty feet away on the other slda of the
botler, It made & terrible nolse and was
heard in many parts of the city. The homb,
which was pleked up, was made ofjinch and
o half gas pipe nbout two feot lotg. One
end was still {ntact, pluzged up with a cap
and a hole in the f’ b nowr it for a fhae
The plpe was aplitin several plecss, For
tunately the explosion was all In ono dlres
Hon—awny from tho men. The Noorlng and
parta of tho bulldiog were set oo fire, but
epeedtly extingulatied by the men, No other
damage wan done, 18 a miracle that
there wan pot n great losa of life. It Is
tuppoted the bomt was thrown In an open
window. ‘Uhe works here fear no tronble
ot all with thelr men, but have boen rua-
oinga double force for nlne months, A
theory that the bomb was prepared by some
ope bnviog o geadge agalinst the work, or
elsit an out aud ould ansrchiat, 1t was illed
with elther dypamite or gun eotton, The
bomb is wow In possesslon of the city
