'I bo attention of Secretory Ilayard was

i nlltd yesterday afternoon by a Hcrunu-ia-
reporter to a Washington dispatch

w hleh stated that the Statu Department bad
been advised that tbo MltMewlcz conces-
sions were canceled by tbo Chinese, govern-
ment more than a month ago.

The Secretary said thcro was certainly
sorno mistake about It, as his department
bad never received a word from China
At hlcb would Indlcatothat the concessions
had been withdrawn.

rinnncler and Statesman
'Ibis country has bad at the head ot tbo

Treasury Department three, and only three,
great finauclcrs, and cacb ot them was
also great In other matters ot statecraft.
These, three wcro Alexander Hamilton,
Salmon P. Chase, and John Sherman, and
Lot tbo least of these Is John Sherman.

.Mr. Sherman's career as representative,
senator, and Secretary of tho Treasury
place him among the foremost ot living
American publicists, and his words, de-

liberately spoken, aro woll worth caroful
consideration by the great body ot the
American people. And this tho more
carefully because of bis known prudence,
in giving utterance to his sentiments.

In a lato Interview which bears tho Im
press ot careful thought, Senator Sherman
laid down certain propositions to which wo
dcslro to call attention and which nre
worthy of tbo profoundest thought by tho
people of tho whole country, bocauso they
are tbegreat questions of tho day, Tho
Senator said:

ljiavo a simple platform, first, tho protec-
tion of American Industries, and second tho
lount oftbo voto fairly as cast In tho southern
Malif. lnm willing to lorgcl tho uar and for.
give thOM who participated In It, but tho time
baa now come, In my judgment, to protect tbo
colored men of tbo south In their political
rights, to tiavo their votes fairly couatod and
delivered. It Is wholly within tho
power of Congress to provldo tho machinery
for n fair election In tho south, It Is notori-
ously known that the negro voto of tho south
is not counted where It Is prejudicial to Demo-
cratic results, I think tho time has now cocao
for Congress to assert Its authority, I would
havo boards ot election to sco that tbo voto In

cry state, north and south, was fairly
counted. I would havo tho expenses of such
lioards paid out ottho national treasury, and
Mould have their duties specifically proscribed
by Con cress,

No one, north or south, who has the
slightest regard ftr tbo truth denies tbo
proposition of tho senator, that "the negro

oto ot tho south Is not oountcd
when It Is prejudicial to Dem.
ocratlc results." Of course this asser-
tion Is made and must bo considered, In Its
broadest sense, to include those sections
v hero the vote Is not counted because it Is
not cast, as In Mississippi and Georgia, for
tho reason that ucgro voting is not jicrmit-le- d

as It would bo 'prejudicial to Demo-
cratic results."

Tbo white pcoplo of tho south aro Inter-
ested In changing this condition ot adalra,
1 ccause tha fact is a threat to tho stability
nt our Institutions. Tbo pcoplo ot tbs
north are as much bound in honor to eccuro
ttoLcpro his vote and a fair count of It, as
ILeyaro bound In honor to pay the tlobt
created by the war, or pensions to the sol-

diers of tbo war.
All these things, tho debt, the necessity

fcr pensions, and tbo privilege of voting for
Ibe ntgrocs ot tha south aro equally the re-

mits ot war. Tho last was given as a freo
gift by tho pcoplo ot the north to protect
tho other two from tho attacks ot tboso
wbo bad endeavored to destroy tbo govern-

ment, and political cowardice has allowed
It to bo turned Into an Instrument to attack
and destroy tbem. Senator Sherman cor-

rectly characterizes as cowardly a further
contlntianco of such conduct.

'I bo time has come, as Senator Sherman
sajs, for tbo Republicans of tbo north to
assert themselves on this subject. It Is not
only cowardly, but dishonest to delay any
longer. Uesldcs, this crime of voto. sup-
pression Is n greater danger to tho country
than tboravlngsof a few half craiod anarch-
ists, for which a few were banged and sotno
arc In the penitentiary. It lessens respect
for a representative form of government,
and In that is moro dangerous tbau all tho
anarchists of the country.

Whether tho remedy proposed by Senator
Hberman Is the correct ono or not Is a ques-
tion to bo dctunilnccl when tlu HeptiblL'an
party, by uultltig on this question, once
moro obtains possession ot all tbo brauuhus
of tho federal government.

and simple on these articles, becauso wo do
not produce tbcm, and tho duty Is noccs-satll- y

added to the Import cost.
Hut a customs duty on articles that we

do or van prodttco Is not necessarily a tax
at all, becauso tbo duty, preventing Impor-

tation and guaranteeing security to capital
Invested In tho production ot tho article,
stimulates homo production and competi-

tion between homo producers, lowers tbo
price to such an extent that tho tariff Is not
a tax except upon tho foreign producer,
forcing him to lower tho prtccsof his goods,
to that he can pay tho duty and still com-

pete with tho American producer.
Having discussed tho two great questions

affecting tbo permanent policy of tho coun-
try, Senator Sherman then spoko ot the one
that Is embarraistug the Democrats su
seriously that Is tho surplus In the treasury
and the methods by which further accumu-
lations can be prevented.

Aiilrt anil America.
Asia In general, and India and Chins In

particular, since tho exodus began from
Europe, and even half a century ago from
America, have not been blessed with the
best class of western men as pioneers.
With few exceptions they wcro all sm ill
men with no higher ldealsthati thatot mak
ing money per fas it nfu, their motto being
niiif maafames, with no regard whatever
for the Indians and what was sacred to
them.

Although
China did not lose her autonomy, sho was
forced to yield to fair and uufatr English
demands, which wero always supported by
tho English International gunboat law,
besides having her homo and foreign affairs,
commerce, and tho civil, military, naval,
diplomatic, and custom house service In-

fluenced and controlled by Ergllsbmen ot
small caliber, but selfish and overbearing
In tho hlgbest degree. If this was not
sufficiently hutnlllatlug, obnoxious, mid
damaging for China, she had to receive the
Inllux of small men of all nationalities, and
all admitted to enjoy tho benefit and priv-
ileges ot tho extra territorial law.

No wonder It tbo Chinese for tha past
j ears did not recelvowith open arms all
the foreigners and their civilization, aud

America has given her contingent ot emi-

grants to China, but very few among them
wero highly educated men, with grand
Ideas, ablo to command respect, dis-

tinction, and recognition from tbo Cnlneso,
who wcro and are adroit enough to And It
out. Henco tho cause ot tho

ot foreigners and of foreign Ideas,
Though tho Chlneso are not well acqualutc 1

with foreign ways, they nevertheless aro
severe and correct Judges ot men and
luiiiua. it is au unparuonauie iouy to

iccognltlon of superiority and of
supcrlorcIvtlUatlon by sending lnferlormen
to Slam, China, Corea, Japan,, .Hawaii, and
Samoa to represent them, and this is pre-

cisely our caso In tbo opinion of the Chl-

neso and other people, and here wo con-

sider most appropriate to quoto the words
of the wise Swedish minister, Oxesttcrna, to
his son beforo leaving for a voyago around
tbo world, "Vldcbls fill mo quam pauca
eclcntla rcgltur mundus."

UNJUST TO TUB STATES.

The Ctvlt Servlco Ciumnlaalonor Find
Some Unfair Allotment.

Tbo civil service commission for a year or
longer, but moro particularly during the
last few months, has received from time to
tlmo, from public mon and others, com-

plaints of persons having received appoint-
ments to tho classified departmental service
from states of which tbey wero not, and In
some cases, never bad bcencttltans. This, the
complalntnts maintain, Is obviously unfair
under tho rule apportioning to each state
and territory an equitable quota of clerical
appointments to the departmental service,
as in this way a stato's quota may bo un-

justly and completely exhausted by the ap-

pointment ot persons who are not citizens
of tbst state. Whenever sufficiently specific
data has been furnished, tho commission
has mado an Investigation, and, It tho facts
aro found as cbargen, such persons havo
been removed.

With a view to effectually putting a stop
to this rapidly growing pracllco ot appli-
cants for examination claiming legal resi-

dence In states having unQllcd quotas,
regardless of the facts as to citizenship or
residence, and to raise the standard ot
essential character qualifications, tho com-

mission has adopted a new and much more
stringent form of application which will
Immediately put Into use. This action was
to somo extent hastened, It Is said, by tbe
discovery of tho somewhat significant and
surprising fact that at each of the last two
monthly examinations which were held In
wis city Dy tne commission, ana at, wmen
over cno hundred applicants wore exam-
ined, all with but two or thrco exceptions,
claimed other residence than tho District
of Columbia.

In addition to roulrIng more spoclflc an-
swers to tho questions propounded, the now
application requires answers to a much
greater number of questions than tho old
form, particularly as to personal history.
Among these are the following which are
required to bo answered separately for each
of tho four years' preceding the ono In
which the application Is made: "Vourplaco
of abode during (year!") "Your occupa-
tion, business, employment or position dur-
ing that year" "Name ot your employer and
his business?" "Present postoftlce address
of cmploiot?" "Length of stay with em-
ployer!" "Cause of leaving!" The truth
ot tbo statements mado lu the application
must bo sworn to, as hitherto, beforo a
qualified ofllccr having a seal.

Another chargo Is made In tho form and
matter of tho certificates required from per-
sons vouching for tbo good character, &c ,
of tbe applicant. Tbe new form requires
that thrco citizens wbo havo known tho ap-
plicant ono year or longer fill tho blanks
prescribed In their own baudwrltlug. One
ot the questions asked is, "Would you
jourself trust him with employment requir-
ing undoubted honesty, and would jou
recommend him for such to your tcrsonal
friends t" Another Important chaugo Is
that persons making theso statements must
bo actual, bona fide residents ot tbe state,
territory, or District In which tbo applicant
claims residence, and ono ot them must bo
a resident of tho city, town, county, or
Sarfsh In which the applicant claims

and an applicant who cannot obtain
a from each of three citizens that
he (tbe applicant) Is personally known to
him as a bona fide resident, &c, will not bo
cxaminea ror mo ciassiueu acparimcmai
service No recommendations of an appli-
cant, other than that contained tn tbo re-
quired statements concerning htm, will bo
received by tho commission.

Still another Important changets mado, In
that, hereafter these certificates will be de-
tached from tho regular application and
retained by the commission instead ot be-
ing sent to the appointing officer when a
certification is asked for. This cbangei Is
rendered necessary, It Is stated, by tho fact
that, under tbe present method, appointing
officers can. If so disposed, by referring to
and Judging from the Indorsements on tho
back of tho application, determine, with
moro or jess accuracy, not only me char-
acter and qualifications, but tbo politics of
tbo applicant. And for 'this reason, It It
said, applicants aro often" anxious to obtain
tbe Indorsements ot prominent politicians
of wblchover party happens to be In powor.
In this way an applicant's chance for ap- -

ointment, oven when oneo ccrtlQed.-ma-
Eo made to depend, to some extent at least,
upon tho political Influcnco othla friends,
thus defeating the main objott sought to ha
obtained by the commission.

I'ostofflco Department, as tha applicant lu

Tbo commission has In contemplation a
rulo requiring all examination papers of
whatever class or service to bo sent to Its
office In Washington for examination ami
marking, thus relieving local boards ot
much labor and at tbe same securing an
absolute uniformity In rating not otherwise
easily obtainable. It this rule Is adopted It
Is expected that the services ot all boards
ot examiners, except tbe ono In Washing-
ton, may be dispensed with, and tbo work,
thus curtailed, bo porformed by one man,
as tho examinations would be conducted by
ono of tho commissioners or by some ono
uetaiicu tor mo purpose.
