Mr. Cleveland's first messago was dellv-en- d

to Congress on the 8th day of Decem-
ber, 1SS". In that messago wo find that In
discussing foreign affairs Mr. Cleveland
opposed the Nicaragua canal, a measure In
which ccry citizen of the United States Is
directly Interested, and which Is Ital to Its
future Interests,

A triaty had been niado by President
Arthur which secured American control of
any canal that should be constructed
through Nicaragua; President Cleveland
w Ithdrcw that treaty and refused to send It
back, thus defeating tbo Intention of the
previous administration and the dcslro of
the peoplo to eccuro the control of the

communication.
We find again, while, discussing foreign

subjects, that treaties had been concluded
with San Domingo and Spain, by which a
reciprocity had been arranged with those
countries. Doth these treaties wcro with-
drawn from the Senate by President Cleve-
land, and the only reason which can be
conceived for the withdrawal anil the ro
final to cobflrm them was tint the suiter
Interests of Louisiana would ba Injured
thereby.

The flsbriles question was a pressing one
The treaty of Washington with Groti
lirltaln bad expired the Canadian author-
ities wire adzing American vessels

American seamen, and in every
wu) doing all thty could to destroy that
branch of American commerce President
Cltveland as a remedy recommended h

On tbo 13th of April Congress
refuted a commission. A little later a re
tallatory law was passed, authorizing

A'
the nixt session of Congress another effort
was made toobtaln a commission and ngaln
It was refused. A still stronger retaliatory
measure was passed and that has never
lein enforced, while tbo robbery by Cana-
dian authorities of our fishermen has beon
permitted to continue ud libitum.

Mr. Cleveland and bis Secretary of State
bavo appointed commissioners, uoL only
without authority of law, but in defiance of
law, and requested England ta send com-
missioners here to consider the fisheries and
such other questions as might coino before
them, lly a miserable subterfuge which
dicclvcs no one which is shallow as a
babbling brook, these commissioners are
called negotiators,

hen President Cleveland comes to dis-

cuss tlio finances ho Indorses what bis
Secretary of thu Treasury, Mr, Manning,
cays, rolling especial attention to it. Tor
himself, bo favors a reduction of duties on
the Imported "necessaries of life," but he ob-

jects to it on sugar, wblih is one of the prime
necessities cf life, but wbtcb, unfortunately
to the peoplo of the United States, who are
taxed for tho prlvilego ot using
it, Is grown only In the solid south, upon
which Mr. Cleveland relies for n re elec-

tion.
What Mr. Manning said upon finances

we shall give a little later In this article.

Ilo then suggests that the
right of tbo poor soldier, who from some
technical reason has failed to soctira a pen
sion through tbo ofllce, to petition Con-

gress bo denied, and Intimates that the
representatives of tbo pcoplo and the states
ought not to be trusted to do Justice In
such cases. Hero Is what he says :

Hut resort to the Congress for a special act to
overrule tho deliberate and careful determina-
tion of tho pension bureau on ttfo merits or to
sei tire favorablo action when It could not be
expected under tho most liberal execution of
general laws. It mu-- t bo adeemed, opens tbo
door to tho allowance of questionable claims
and presents to the legislative and executive
branches of tho government applications

not within tho law and plainly oovold
ofmerit.butso surrounded by sentiment and
patriotic feeling that they are hard to roslst.
I supposo It will not bo denied that many
claims fur pension are mado without merit,
atel that many bavo been allowed upon fraud-
ulent representations. This has been declared
from the pension bureau, not only in this, but
in prior administrations.

Secretary of the Treasury Manning, the
only officer authorized by law to send mes-

sages to Congress, In his first report recom-
mends tho single standard ot money. lie
Is a cronounced monometallst, and, as

stated, Mr. Cleveland Indorses his
recommendations.

- In his second report Mr. Manulng goes
still further. lie recommends retiring
greenbacks, thus contracting tho currency
$310,000,000. He recommends the uncon
dittonal repeal ot tbo law directing the
purchase and coinage of silver; tho repeal
of tho law directing tho reissues of legil-tend-

notes; ho ncommends that the de-

cision of tbo Supremo Court declaring
greenbacks a legal tender bu Ignored; he
proposes as the best methods ot collecting
rtunuo to keep the tax on tobacco, whisky,
and sugar, and remove the duty from wool.

Hero is what Secretary Manning recom-
mends upon these subjects:

I reptctfully recommend to tho wisdom of
CoDsrcts tho unconditional repeal of the act ol
Fib. 2S, 18T8.

And again he says:
To stop tho purchase of silver Is oar only

choice, our duty, and our interest.
It will stop a wasteful and injurious expense,

and tho taxation which defrays it.
It will commenco and promote reform in the

sum and methods of federal taxation.
It ulll recover to tbo United States an

equality of position ( on coinage) with foreign
powers which will glvo us duo influence in

It will lnduco negotiation, and negotiation to
the end of relief, nut fur tho purpose of delay,

Further on In bis report Secretary Man-
ning says:
