Jill llefnsnl to Semi It In Yesterday
llirowa Paris la nn Uproar A

Mnb Surround the Elysos
Falnce.

London, Dec. 1. The latest now thU
fTCnluB from 1'arls confirms yoslerday'a
predictions, namely : That Prcsldont Grovjr
would cot resign at prcseut at loast, Tho.
aged cxccutlvo icoma dotormlncd to main-
tain Ms position, eveu though ho Is assailed
on all alilca, and halt of Franco la shouting
(or bis resignation. Tho mutldlo la now
decidedly worso alnco tho announcement
was mado this altcrnoon to tho chamber of
deputies by M. llouvlcr that M. Grovy had
reconsidered his decision and would not
tend hla resignation to tho chamber. Tho
publlo who had looked upon tho retirement
of President Qrovy as a euro thing aro sur-
prised at tho new turn of affairs, and con-

sider themselves cheated out of something',
no ono knows what, whllo tho politicians
who aro selfishly Interested In demanding
the resignation aro Indlgonntat tho thought
of tho prize sweeping out of tticlr roach
when It was olrcost within their grasp.
Tho mobs, which have been Increasing all
day, now call for tho exorcise of martial
law, and both tho palaco of tho Elysoe and
the chombcrof deputies aro surrounded by
uuups uu Keep inocrowiis moving anil in
order, Tho peoplo appear to bo nearly
evenly divided, part In favor of Qrevy and
minor uia opponents, wnoaro numerous,

F'or this reason, that thov aro not all of ono
iiunu, uitro aro no apprehensions 01

Tho report that M. Flourons would
form a cabinet gains little crodonco.
ilo la oblcctod to as a successor of Premier
Itouvler for tbe reason that ho has been
neither a senator nor n deputy, and It Is
very unlikely that a Flourens cabinet will
succeed tho present one. Tho chamber of
deputies adjourned this evening without
taking any action, and It Is qulto probablo
that nothing will bo dono until Monday, In
order to allay public feeling.

Another legnl battle may be fought
nt Dublin, when Lord Mayor Sulli-

van prepares to tako his scat on the bench
with thn judges who open tho assizes. Un-
doubtedly tho omission of bis name from
the commission Is Illegal, but tho technical
point of his present trial may bo urged
nealnst him. He has the staunch support
of High Sheriff Sexton, at all orents, who
declares he will not rep ognlzo tho authority
of tho court unless Mr. Sullivan Is given
his scat. The unanimous eloetlon of Mr.
Soxton to succeed Mr. Sullivan as lord
major of Dublin was In tho natural order
of things, and excites no especial com-
ment. Intcnso Interest Is manifested In tho
Dulwlch election. Tho liberals claim largo
gains In this dlctrlct, which at the last
election sent Mr. J. Morgan Fowor. a con-
servative and unopposed to parliament.
This will bo a bad losa to tho lories, oven
It tho liberals do not elect their man, as
eomoottho moro sangutna of tho latter
party bcllovo can be dono.

Sullivan.

Tho adjournment of tho chamber of
deputies until 0 o'clock was tho result of a
conference between tbo four republican
groups, who unanimously agreed to adopt
an order of tho day declaring that tho
chamber, awaiting tho communication
promised from tbo prcsldont, would adjourn
until 0 o'clock.

When tho session was rotumod at 4
o'clock the order was submitted, and mat
with applause from both tho Left and tho
Center. It was carried by a voto of 031
against 3. M, Itouvler then returned to tho
palaco to communlcato to M. Grevy tbo re-

sult of tbo voto. It Is reported that when
ho Informed M. Grevy that the sitting was
suspended tho president replied that tho
ministers having resigned could not be
charged with any communication to tho
chamber.

M. Ilouvlcr has freely expressed tho
opinion that tho president will only resign
under pressure of a hostllo manifestation
by tho chambers.

Tho excitement In tho city Is Intense.
A mob has gathered In front of the palaco
of tho Elysco and aro crying for tho presi-
dent to resign. Troops guard tho cntraoco
to the palaco. Tbo crowds In front of tho
Palls ilourbon becsmo so demonstrative
that cavalry wore obliged to charge thorn.

A number of members of thn chamber of
deputies aro In favor of Impeaching M.
Grevy If bis resignation Is not aunouncod
when tho sitting Is resumed.

Agreatcrowd gathered outsldo tho Rus-- i
Stan embassy this afternoon and shoutod,
"Vivo llussto I" Thoy wero soon dispersed
by tbo police.

Tbo sitting of tho chamber of deputies
was resumed at 0:30. M, Itouvler ascondod
the trlbuno and announced that ho had com-
municated to M. Grevy tho voto of tbo cham-
ber on tho order of tho day. This commu-
nication, said M Itouvler, caused the pres-
ident to modify his resolution. Ho bad
never Intended to onterupon a conflict with
parliament, and would therefore send a
message to tbo chamber of deputies and tho
senate Informing thorn of bis
decision. M. Itouvler added that tho presi-
dent dicllned to accept tho resignation of
tho cabinet, which therefore- retalnod Its
functions.

M. Ilouvlcr's statement was greeted with
cheers, and at Its conclusion tho chamber
adjourned until 2 p. m.

M. Paul do Itoulcde and Loutso Mtchol
havo been arrested. Crowds contlnuo to
flock to tho Elysoo, and a revolutionary
demonstration Is expected.

A council was held at the Elysco palaco
after tho second sitting of tbo chamber. M.
Itouvler having explained tho bearing of tho
vote, M. Grevy turned to each mlntstorjand
asked his opinion. All told him that hla
Immediate resignation appeared to bo

M, Grevy replied that It was tho
cbambsr that bad brought about tho exist-
ing situation and that tho chamber must
bear the responslbllty beforo the Judgment
seat of history. A discussion ensued on
tho terms of tho ministerial declaration to
bo mado In parliament. M. Grovy
begged M. Itouvler not to pronounco tho
word "resignation" from tho trlbuno. Tho
uso of tbo word, ho said, would bo uncon-
stitutional, beuauso congress ought to be
summoned Immediately on tho president's
resignation, which was only to bo an-
nounced Ho authorized M
Itouvler, however, to Informally acquaint
tho Individual deputies that his resolution
was taken, and that in tho presence of tho
votes In the senate and chamber It was Ir-

revocable.
Tbo ecnato adjourned until S o'clock to-

morrow afternoon. No doubt is now en-
tertained that tho president wltl resign.
Congress meets on Saturday. Tho plenary
meeting of republicans will bo held at
Versailles on Saturday morning.

When M. Deroulcdo left the chamber ho
.proceeded to the Hotel Devllle, followed by
a largo crowd of peoplo whom hebarangucd,
calllug for cheers for M. Grovy. Tho only
rcsponso to bis appeal wero cues of "A has
Ferry I" and "Demission! Demission 1"

Deroulcdo and the crowd moved toward
tbe senate, when tbe crowd was dispersed
by tbo police. Derouledo, however, refused
to go, and be was arrested and taken to tho
nearest station. There be strongly pro-
tested to tho commissary against bis Incar-
ceration, saying, "You havo no right to ar-
rest me. Tho cry 'A has Ferry' Is consti-
tutional and legal."

went knmedtately to tho office of the
Inlransirjcunt to draw up n protest against
the action of the police. Thero was a good
deal of rough skirmishing during tho even-
ing. Several peisons sustained contusions,
and twenty wero arrested, tho crowds In
the meantime vigorously donounctng the
polleo.

It la stated that M. Grevy's chango of
mind was due to his belief that ho could
form a cabinet, with M. Andrleux as premier
and Gen. Boulanger as minister of war.

All tho persons arrested this evening
wero afterward released. None of tho In-

trived, but tbo game Is now apparent and
It Is not to tbo honor of human nature.

Midnight The boulovards are calm.
Tho municipal council Is sitting with closed
doors. In tbo senate this afternoon Minis-
ter Barbey mado an announcement similar
to that of M. Itouvler In tbe chamber of
deputies. Tbo senators loudly applauded
on hearing that tho cabinet had resigned.
At tbo adjourned sitting at 4 p, m. M.

204 to 8. Tho sitting was suspended until
8 p. m. One senator suggested that M,

Tho crowds In the streets werodue
partly to tho decision of tbo revolutionary
meeting of tho previous evening to assem-
ble at tbo Palais Bourbon. Gen. Sausater
has Informed M. Grevy that bo has taken
all requisite measures to preserve order.

They wero
stopped at tho British embassy, however,
by a strong body of police, who with tbo
guards gradually drove tbo crowds back to
tho Place do la Madeleine. The police
charged brutally, dcallng;blows with their
clenched lists.

TIMX9JHTSTO PRESIDENT CLEVEIAND
HIS ANNUAL ltEPOItT.

Ilo Is Not In Favor ot Klovntlng the
AErlealtiirnl to u Cabinet Department--

Sorghum Huirnr Cultivation a.

Success Plouro-Pneumonl- a Stamped
Out.

Tbo annual roport of tho commissioner
of agriculture was hid boforotho Prosldent
yesterdsy, Tho commissioner rccommonds
substantially tho abolition ot tho sood
division of tho department, and tho transfer
of Its duties to tho stato and territorial ex-
periment stations. Tho directors of tho
Institutions, ho says, onght to know what
kind of seed tho farmers of tholr respective
neighborhoods aro Interested In, and what
kinds aro best adapted to each locality.

Tho commissioner discusses tho scopoand
functions of tho department In a way which
leaves room for tho plain lnferenco that ho
disapproves tho efforts to mako It an execu-- l
tlvo department with a momber of tho Cab-
inet at Its bead. Tbo department's po-- i
sltion. ho thinks,, should bo that ot au ad-
viser In tboso Investigations and enterprises
which bear upon tbo ogrlcultural interests
of tbo country.

Tho commissioner says It Is yet too early
to mako on official statement o! tho results
In detail of tho present year's experiments
In tho development of sorghum sugar man- -
ufucturo, "but," ho adds, "enough Is
known already, I think, to enablo this
country to anticipate, at au early day, tho
production ot a sugar supply from a plant
as easy as cultivation as corn, but llttlo
circumscribed by climatic influences, and
ono whoso havo a value equal
to tbe cost ot raising."

Upon tho subject of our wheat surplus
ho eajs : "Tho comparative promlnonco of
this country In Its wheat surplus may not
be popularly realized. Where our oxports
bavo exceeded 130,000,000 bushels por an-
num for ten years, tbose ot Itnssla woro
about 00,000.000, and tboso of India

bushels, In round numbers, for tho
last decade. Othor lands contributed only
a very small surplus Australia, Chill, tho
Argentine Itcpubllo, and othors only a few
millions each and tho combined surplus
ot all nations does not equal that ot thiscountry."

Tbo word of tho buroau of animal Indus-
try, tho report ears, has been grsatly ex-- I
tended during tho past yoar. Tho gov-
ernors ot tblrty-on- states and territories
havo accepted tho rules and regulations of
tbe bureau, and promised tho assistance of
local polleo officers to secure tholr enforce-
ment.

"Tho most Infected counties," the roport
says, "and those from which thero was most
danger ot tbo spread of tbo dlsoaso,vlz! Cook
county, In Illinois; Westchester, New York,
Itlcbmond, Klnis, Queens, and Suffolk, la
Now York; and Baltimore, Howard, Car-
roll, and Prince Goorgo, In Maryland, havo
been placed In quarantine and no cattle
allowed to leave tbom without a permit
Issued after a special examination. Uy this
means new outbreaks bavo bocn almost
entirely prevented. Uoforo thoso regula-
tions wero mado tbo contagion was carried
to tho counties ot Washington and Dola-wor-

In tho stato of Now York, and quite
widely disseminated. It was stamped out,
however, without any serious interference
with tho trado and commorco ot theso sec-- ,
tlons. It was alsocarrlcd Into several coun-

ties of New Jersey, but In most of theso
ases It has been extirpated.

"At tbo tlmo ot writing my last report tho
serious outbreak of at
Chicago, 111., had recently been discovered,
and tbcro was great dangor that tho plaguo

.would extend and cripple the great cattln
i Industry of tboircateru atatoa. by promptly
placing n guard over tho worst 'infected
stables, and by with tbo stato
authorities for tho destruction ot all dis-
eased and exposed cattle, and tho thorough
disinfection of premises, tbo contagion was
not only prevented from sproadlng, but I
am happy to say It has been entirely extir-
pated. Tho restrictions placed upon tho
movement of cattle from Illinois by tho au-
thorities of other states and territories are
now being removed, and within a short
tlmo this interstate traffic will again be
carried on with entire freedom. Wtillo tho
loss to the farmers ot Illinois from this
temporary Interruption ot trado has been
very heavy, and the restrictions have been
burdensome, It is a matter for congratula-
tion that It was possible to remove tho
sourco of this trouble In so short a tlmo."

"Thero has not been a tlmo In yoars,"
the commissioner writes, "when this malady
has been confined to such restrictive aroas
as at present, and consequently the condi-
tions aro very favorable for Its complete
eradication."

In bis chapter upon tho department's
experiments In silk reeling, the commis-
sioner sajs ho has tho verbal admission of
Mr. Scrrcll, the Inventor of the machinery
now In uso, that American girls can do
twlco as much work In a glvcu time as tho
samo number employed In tbo south ot
France. This admission, ho adds, Is fully
corroborated by other evidence In his pos-
session. The experiments havo not yet
reached tbo point of paying tholr own ex-
penses, but that, the 'commissioner says,
was bardly to bo hoped for with a plant so
limited. Another year's experience, it la
expected, will show what could bo dono
"under factory conditions."

Tho commissioner describes at some
length tho work of tho entomological, sta-
tistical, microscopical, forestry, and other
divisions, and sets forth tho usefulness ot
their accomplishments.

He recommends that the public printer bo
authorized to furnish to tbo agricultural
press of tho country, at tho mere cost, of
labor and material, electrotypes af such
Illustrations ot tbo department as tbe edi-
tors may desire, holding that many ot theso
merit a much wider circulation than thoy
can get In tbo reports ot the department.

Ho renews his recommendation for tho
erection of a new laboratory building.

Gen. Ordwny Much Plemod With tho
Success Gained Ilo Would I.llia n
llattery rormed-JInrl- on Itlllcs Mus-
tered In ns Company D, Ith list-talln- n,

Gen. Ordway met sovoral of his officers
last night In tho officers' room at tho arm-
ory of tho Washington Light Infantry
Corps, Tho meeting was ono for consulta-
tion and business only. During the ovcnlng
tho affairs ot tho National Guard wero dis-

cussed In a general way. Ileporta sub-
mitted from several cotnraandore showed au
Increased Interest In tho mllltla. Several ot
tho officers alluded to tho many applica-
tions that they had received lately for mem-
bership In their companies.

Ocn, Ordway, In answer to minyln
qulrlcsf stated that tho commind was pro-
gressing very satisfactorily. Ho oppressed
great delight at tho Interest tbe men ex-
hibited lu their attendance on drills, and
remarked that tho material for making sol
dlirs was as lino biro as could bo obtained
auywhere. From tho Indications ho fult
assured that every man was In sympathy
with blm to make tbo organization a perfect
sueccif. This ho was lead to bollevu by thn
zeal ond ombltlou evinced by both privates
and officers. Tho organization bad devel-
oped with greater rapidity than bo ex-
pected, and tbo progress mido was very
Mattering. "I was asked." said lie, "whv
tho National Guard should havo artillery,
cavalry, and other branches of tho reaultr
army connected with It. I lepllud tint It
was necessary to havo tbom as a nmns
ot Instruction. That Is tbo objoct
of tbo system namely, to Instruct
men In tbo art of soldiery. Some men pro
fer ono brauch aud some another. To bo
confined to ono branch would only convey
partial Instiuctlou, My dcslro therefore
Is lo have every branch ot tho servlco repro-senti-

1 havo now thu ambulance, slgml,
nnd pioneer corps underway, nnd they will
afford every means of Imparting Instruc
Hon In their peculiar system. Artillery
would, of course, bo very expo ,slve. Tho
purchaso and earo of horses would ot course
call for u largo sum of money; Hrger
probably than could of course bo obtained.
Yet, thero Is a necessity for It as a means ot
Instruction. I would like to eco a light
battery, comprising six pieces, two Gntllng
guns, two Hotcbklss guns, and two Im-

pound Napoleon guns. The rlfo guns wo
could dispense with. An organization of
this kind would very Well answer tho
purpose of tho organization. Wash-
ington Is tho place for such In-

struction. My object In' having tho
schools of Instruction Is to fit mon for tho
future. These schools I would bavo haar
tbo same relation to tbo mllltla as West
Point docs to tbo regular army. Tho at-
tainment ot this Idea, however, Is a matter
of tlmo-slo- w, but sure, with a flxod'polnt
In vlow, and It will bo accomplished. My
great object Is, ot course, to perfect a sys-
tem. You see, Washington comprises peo-
ple who live hero for a tlmo and then go
a uy. Many ot this class, uniting with our
National Guard, would bo Instructed In the
duties of tho soldier, and could use bucIi to
good advantago It called on elsowhero."

Gen. Ordway alluded In a hopeful way to
what was expected ot Congress. Ho felt
assured and encouraged from the high
sources that wero Interested lu tho organi-
zation that Congress would treat tho
District very nicely. During tho con-
versation Gen. Ordwny stated that
requests had boen mado ot htm
,tn h&TO. another:. -f is.. na-
tional Guard ou tho "d ot February. He
was considering tho matter, and thought
that If ho should detcrmlno to havo the
parade, it would likely take place In tbo
forenoon.
