Un reassombling the court reclted the
theoty of the prosecution aod defenae to the
Jury and Instructed them that If they found
tGroen was the ageressor and made the at
tack on Lucas while the latter was ba ng
Ted lwaf. and that Groen was at no time
on the defenslve, and that he beat and out
Lucss, who died from the effects, n vordict
of murder should be returned. Also, no
matter who wae the attacking party, If it
was found that Green ured his Kaile at the
outsol, intending to k1 Lucas, It was mar-
der, 1 Green was found 1o be the sesanit-
Ing party Lucas slmply defending hlmself,
nnd Green Inflicted injuries on Lucas, from
which be dled, It was murdor, It was the
duty of Green, also, to have usell overy
mosns of relreating from the flght,

The court then deflned the lmits of min.
slavghter. If Lucas nssanlted Green sev-
eral tlmes aod In the heat of pasaion he
drew a Kolfe on the last oecaslon to protect
his life, bo should be aequitted; buat i
Greon began (he fight and eut Lucas he
shionld be eonvieted as charged. After the
Ingtructions from the cours wera glven Lo
the Jury they retired, at 120 o'clogk, re-
turoing st 2:15 o'clook, baving sgreed on &
