brilliantly. Tbostait was at 3:13 exactly.

Fmtth appeared In white kneo breeches
and emciald green socks and looked a per-

tho fray. Tho colors sported by both
men wire largely worn by Iho rival
bands of spectators, thoso ot
KUraln beating tbe Stars and Stripes, an
Irish harp, and a portrait ot himself, whllo
Smith, inside of npurplo border, sported
themnlott Jack and tbo royal standards, sur-
mounted by tbo typical sporting pollcan.
Both mcu fought with remarkable energy
and determination, and their soconds en-
couraged them with tbe usual bilsk, boister-
ous badlnago peculiar to tbo ring.

Following Is a detailed account of the
fight by rounds s

Hound 1. Tbo men bid no sooner faced
csch other than KUraln led oft with his
left and landed lightly on tbe head. Smith
countered viciously with bis left In tha
region of tbo etomicb, but KUraln neatly
stopped tho lutonded blow, and rcturnod u
useful tap on tho samo part of Smith's
anatomy. Both men now Bparrod cau-
tiously, but they soon closed and fell, KU-
raln going down under Smith.

Round 3. As soon its tbo men camo to-

gether aealn tbe American dashed out with
bis left, but was clovcrly stopped by Sxltb,
who sent In his left sharply In tho body aud
tbo pair closed and wrestled for a fall,
which again resulted In favor ot tho Eng-
lishman.

Hound D. Tbo English part woro now
jubilant, as their man came, up smiling.
Kllrain, however, again forced tbo fighting,
but Jem was not to bo caught, and clev-
erly dodged out of tbe way ot a woll'moant
visitation on bis chest. Smith now popped
In his left and they again closed, After
some severe fibbing in bis own corner tho
Englishman gat his man down.

Bound 4. The pair responded quickly to
tho call of time, each wearing a look of
dogged determination. Kllrain was tbo
first to commence hostilities, letting fly his
left, which landed boavlly on Smith's head,
but in return ho was tho recipient ot a red-h-

ono on tho eje, Smith getting his left
fairly homo with such force that Kllraln's
optic soon showed signs of closing. Neither
appeared to caro for attention to each other,
tbo result being that both fought with great
dash. Seme heavy countering followed.
During this tho American landed a terrific
right-hand- on Smith's left ear, which nar-
rowly escaped giving tbo Englishman his
coup do grace. It so staggered Smith that
bo bad meat difficulty In kecpiug up, and
bchad all tho worst of It when thoy fell.

Hound 5. It was uow the Yankeo'o turn
to crowjand Kiiroo, following up his ad-
vantage, forced tbo pice, and at onco wont
in tor fighting and threw his man, Smith
golDg down heavily.

Bound 0. As soon as tho ,mon had tbelr
hands up some light exchanges took place.
After sparring for an opening they got
down to business, but neither man was
able to make any marked effect until Smith
dashed out his left and got a stinger In on
tho head, when tho men Immediately closed
and went down.

Rounds 7 and 8. It was now manifest that
Smith was no match for his opponent at
wrestling. Theso rounds were romarlcablc
for hugging tactics, in which neither man
made any headway.

Bound 0. Both men bad now apparently
made up their minds to settle matters and
tboy eet to work In earnest. Kllrain let fly
with his left and right, but was clovcrly
stopped, and Jem returned tbo Intended
compliment with interest, getting In a ter-
rible, left hand flush on the nose, following
tbls up with bis right on tho body, tbe
round closing with Smith uppermost.

Round 10. Tho pair got in closo quarters,
and after somo light wrestled
for a fall, Kllrain finally throwing his an-
tagonist very heavily.

Bound 11. KUraln led, but fell short, and
Smith, taking advantage of this, dashed In
bis left hotly on the bead, and supplemented
If lll, 111. r.n.lln KH An It,, m.,,,1. lM- -
rain did not relish this. and ntnll&tnil with hTs

trghTonlho body, "hefng repaid by a heavy
smack on me nus. lie, nowever, nau an
tbo worst of the fall.

Bounds 13 and 13 wcro unimportant.
Bound 14. Both men camo up, after a

lively fall, with' confidence Smith dashed
his left home tbrco times on tbo face, when
Kllrain again saved himself by getting close
in and throwing bis man.

Rounds IS and 10. The partisans ot Smith
appeared highly delighted when tho cordial
refreshment was administered to Kllrain.
Both men sparred for wind, until Kllrain
brought tbo round to a close by

bis opponent.
Bound 17. Kllrain shot bis left In on tho

body, nr.il Smith slipped and tell.
Bound 18. Both bad now recovered

somewhat. Smith led with his loft, which
reached bis opponent's head, but was
smartly countered by Jako with a terrific
swinging right bander on tho Jaw, sending
Smith clean oft bis pins. Tbls was tbo
first knock-dow- blow in tbo fight.

Bounds 10 and 30. i.ttUo progress was
made, both casing up, Smith showing signs
of weakness.

Round 21 Smith was evidently consld
crablo distressed by his repeated heavy
falls, nnd, thanks to tho tcrrlblo blow re-

ceived In tbe last round, cemo up a bit
groggy. KUraln took advantago of tbls
and aimed a straight butS&ltb,
all there, warded off tbo blow aud gave

In full on Kllraln's forehead. It was
now bis turn to be aggressor, and, after
landing a vigorous r on tha ribs,
ho brought his left luto play twlco in suc-

cession before going down, Kllrain falling
heavily on him.

During tho next seventeen rounds tbore
was very llttlo attempt at fighting.

Tho rounds consisted principally ot
w resiling, KUraln evidently having a whole-
some dread at Smith's right. Finding this
modo of procedure paid him host, as soon
as tlmo was called lu oach tound, Kllrain
made for close quarters, and over and over
again bad tho best of tho falls. During
this period Smith's damaged ear bore a most
unsightly appearanco, being very badly
bruised, whllo Kllraln's right oyo was put
ting tbe shutters up fast.

Bound 30. Considering their previous
both men wero wonderfully fresh.

Kl'raln, eager for business, poppod his left
In on Smith's body. Tbls lousod Smltb to
further efforts, end bo aimed a terrific left-
hander at tho Yankee, which tho latter bv
great good fortune Just missed.

In tho fortj-fitt- h round both wcro very
weak, and scorned moro Inclined to closo
and wrestle than to fisbt. KUraln had all
tho best ot tbo fiftieth round. When
Smith came round again both weio
strong on tbelr legs, though Smith's
party weio growing very anxious.

Cutting a lone ston short, up to tho
ninetieth round Kllrain held tbo advantage,
and bad knocked Smith dowu tbreo times,
while Smith had enly onco succeeded In
knocking Kllrain down.

Una hundred rounds had been fought In
ono hour and forty minutes. Both mon,
however, kept strong in tbelr legs.

KILLED A WHOLE FAMILY.

An Awlul Tragedy Oror Jlomestlo
Financial Matters.

Teov, N. Y., Dec. 10. In a quarrel over
monoy matters 8. S. Crandall, a lawyer, at
Dallston Spa, shot his wife, his
mother-in-la- Mrs. S. S. Stone; his step-
daughter, Julia Bulkley, and himself. Ml
nto dead, Crandall was extravagant In
bis habits.

The place known as the Col. Boker place
was bought by Mrs, Stone about a yosr ago.
Her family consisted of Mrs. Stone, her
Bister. Mrs. Crandcll, and her
Crandcll. Mrs. Stono was about 02 years
old. Her husband, B, S. Stone, was a largo
paper collar maker In Troy nnd died ssvoral
years ago IcaviDg a largo property. Tho
daughter refused to accept any property
whllo her mother was nil vo. Tho daughter,
Julia V. Crandcll, was 37 years old. Bho
has ono child, a girl, Julia Bulkley. It Is
said tbat Crandcll represented himself
to be wealthy and worth $40,000 and finally
married Mrs. Bulkley. Their married llto
has been unhappy.

Crandcll was In tho habit of urging his
wlfo to get two thirds of tho Stone prop-
erty, which she owned, and of which her
mother had tho use. Sho refused so to do.
The troublo culminated yesterday, when
Crandcll and Mrs. Stono bad a dlsputoas to
tbo occupation ot a worklngman employed
on the place. At tlut time ho called bis
wife several bard names, when she retorted
that ho was only a pauper, nad no had prop-
erty except what they gave blm. Ho loplled
tbat sho would bo poorer beforo sho was
richer. A week ago tho grondchild bad
mado complaint to liavo Crandcll arrested
for his abuse. It was on Sunday ngrocd
that tho ladles would go to Troy on Mon-
day and consult B. II. Melle, their lawyer.
The family, except Mrs. Ellis, woro at tabio
eating breakfast when Crandcll began
shooting. Tbo ladles ran from tbo tablo to
tho Kitchen, and ho ran after them, firing
across tbo room. His splto seemed to bo
against Mrs. Stone. Ho fired promiscu-
ously among tbo others at Mrs. Stono.
Mrs. btonoran out doors In the snow some
rods from tho house. Ho went to the
door and shot at her, Sho fell exhausted
In Ibo snow and died soon after with a bul-
let In bcr breast. Crandcll then turned
about, loaded bis revolver, and at short
range fired at Julia. The shot took effect
near tho navel. It was fired so closo that
tho wblto apron sboworo was b'lrned by
tbo powder. Mrs. Crandcll received two
wounds In tho groin.

A LAND COUNT.

Senator Stewart's Itemedy for Dissatis-
fied Land Contestants.

A bill Introduced by Senator Btowart
yesterday provides for tbo appointment of
a chief justice and two assoclato Justices, to
sit at Washington and liavo jurisdiction to
bear acd decide contested land cases. Tho
justices sro to bear cases separately and
nleo to constitute a court in banc. All ap-

plicants for public lands whose claims are
rejected by tho commissioner of the land
office are given tho light within eixty days
to appeal to ono ot tho justices. Tho de-

cision of tho Justices shall bo final in cases
involving less than J3.000. Claims exceed
ing that amount may be carried to the court
In banc, aud claims involving $3,000 may
bo appealed from this court to tho Supremo
Court. Jurisdiction is also conferred on
tbo justices to bear all cases at Islng out of
piivato land claims In Arizona, Now Mexico,
and Colorado.

Action of Colored Citizens In Mas.
Mectliig-liamnnd- lng Equal I'acllltle.
In tho Scliools-Tli- olr flrlovancos to
Ho Presented to tho President.

Tho mass meeting called by Mr. E. S.
AtMneon and others to protest against tbo
action ot tho board ot school trustees and
District Commissioners, who insist on lo-

cating tho now school for colored children
In tho Mary Hall building, was called to
order by Mr. Atkinson atEbcnercr Church,
corner of Fourth and D streets souths ist,
nt8 o'clock last evening. Tho church was
comfortnbly filled, rasoy prominent col-
ored men being present. Rev. W. II.
Draper Invoked tho divine blessing on tho
meeting, after which permanent organiza-
tion was effccteilMr. Atkinson being
chosen chairman and J, I). Baltimore sec-
retary.

Mr. Atkinson stated tbo object of the
meeting to be a proteston tbo part of tbo
coloied pcoplo to tho President of the
United States, rorclljf having been granted
by tho commissioners of tbo D'strlct,
against locating the proposed school In tho
Maty Hall building and In an Immoral
nclghloibocd.

A commltteo of five, consisting ot Messrs.
J. II. Brooks. Dsu Webster, Rev. W ,T.
Howard, Rev. Walter Urooks, and Rev II.
Diaper, was appointed, and retired to draft
eultablo resolutions embodying tbo protest
of tbe colored people.

E.vlrusten Henry Johrson, bclog called
for, said be was very glad to eee that at
lost tho colored people wcro awake to tbo
necessity of educating tho colored youth In

s and raise their voices
to protest ngslnst tno outrage put on them
bv tho commissioners. Supt. Cook told
him that tho Vaudccker and Cook schools
wcroeocrcwilcd that tho children In the
neighborhood oul) went to school half ot
each day, nud even then there were 300
children lu that district without school
facilities. Additional facilities should bo
put In that nelghborhod Instead of dragging
children a inllo or more from their homes to
attend a school In a dangerous location.
Tho law providing that for every dollar
opproprlated to tbo education of a white
child ono was to bo set apart for colored
was violated every day.

Tbo committee then reported the follow-
ing, tbu prcamblo stating tho Inalienable
right of tho colored people to enjoy tbo
samo privileges as accorded tbo whites .

l.ctolieil. That we demand as belonging to
our citizenship fair and equal privileges m iho
toramon schools.

J.'uo'utl, 'Hint ns citizens wo re
spictlully petition tho commissioners of tho
District cf Columbia lo lalthf.'lly execute tho
constitution and laws that they have been
sworn lo support and obey, and for Ihc full
presentation to them the commissioners of
our grlcstinccs, wc, citizens of tbe United
Mates ami rcsiucnts ottno District orcolum.
Ma, In mass meeting asscmbl;i, do present
tho following petition tthcu follows the peti-
tion asnppeared only lu jestcrdny's Rsmiu
eiMsvhlch wo direct to bo presented to tho
commissioners by a commltteo to bo appointed
by the chairman or this meeting.

HcmUttl, That said commltteo be, and is
hereby. Instructed to prepare and present l'i
cur name tu.d behalf a respectful petition to
the President of tho United States, as tho Calcf
Lxecutlvo officer of our country, pravlug his

Jlaulieil, That we return our thanks to thu
press aud tho general public for the sympathy

school.

Mr. Hrook;, In support ot the report of
the committee, said that It was tbo purpose
of the commltteo without fear or favor to
state tbu facts, and to demand tbe rights ot
tbu colored people, who would soon enjoy
equal rights it they presented a united
front to all oppression.
