The I'mployes of the I'iilladelphta nnd
Kendlns ajstera Quit Work.

PniLADKLruiA, I'a Deo. 23, Over ono
thousand men employed by tbe Philadel-
phia and Heading Kallroad Company on
thclrllncs running from West Falls to tho
Port Jtlchmond coal wharves, cither as
trainmen, coal handlers, or freight handlers,
quit work this ofterpoon at 4:30 o'clock.
Tills action was caused by the Introduction
of a trsln crew ot flvo n men to
do tho work upon which union men had
been employed, blit who had boon dis-

charged, This movement will bo communi-
cated to all tho employes ot tbo road, and
a general strike on all the lines of tho com-
pany may be tbo result.

Tbo trotlblo originated yesterday wbon a
cicwot freight handlers engaged In shifting
cars losdcd with flour Into a plor controlled
by Cbss. M. Taylor's Sons refused to deliver
any more freight to the firm unless the
nou union laborers employed In handling
tho freight should bo discharged. Word
was immediately 'sent to John O Kclm,
tho genciol freight agent and shipping
clerk at tbo Port Richmond wharves, who
telegraphed tho sows ot th3 refusal to tbe
general ofllccrs of the company. Upon tho
receipt ot tbo telegram Supt. Swelgard
Issued ah order discharging tho crew
who bad refuted to handle too freight, and
threatening the samo punishment to other
crews who would follow the precedent.
All tbo remaining; force, which consisted
of four crews, refusing to oboy ths order,
wcro 'dleclisrgcd, and tbo engines were
taken to tbo round house, and tho men
left the yaid, Tho cows ot the dlschargo,
liuitiwjr Bfrrpu uiuuii ubuur uuj:uj us ui
tho company In Port Illchniond, and
tho stevedores, to tho number of about

00 raen. dropped their work and left tho
yard. Iho news ot such a largo body of
men quitting work soon spread through
Port Itlchmond, and a committee ot
'Knlahta at LaborAsacniblles Nos.'G,312 and
(),2S5, to which tho strikers belonged, called
upon General Manager McLeod and Super-
intendent Swlogard with tho purpose ot
settling tho dlfllcultv and preventing n gen-ci-

strike. They wcro unsuccessful, how-
ever.

Trouble with tho strikers had been an-
ticipated, and tbo company requested Di-
rector Stokcjy to furnish pollco protection.
Accordingly an order was issued by tho
director this morning directing thocaptatns
and lieutenants ot several precincts to mass
a force of 250 men In throe platoons at tho
point of .trouble. At 2 o'clock ono platoon
was sent to tberoundbouso at Iho Junction
of tbo Philadelphia and Beading track and
tho Pennsylvania railroad track at (Trenton
avenue, one to dlatrlbuto Itself along tho
lino of the railroad running from tho
roundhouse to itho coal" wharves, and
tbo third to guard the coal wharves,,
ireigui wuarves, aau oievawrs. vims action
In calllnc: for police protection was crrceted
with derision and sarcasm by tbo men and
innaoiums or 1 on uicnmonei. 1 no only
cause for alarm .was tbe suspicion that tho

would be molested at thdlr
work, but itbey tolled on uninterruptedly
and tbe police 'made no attempt to arrost
anv one.

Shifting engines
that wcro working on tho coal wbarvps
quickly ran to their usual resting placo
umu mo .nuoio aumncriourteeny, were
placed in ono line, and tho crows Immedi-
ately drew tho Ores aiA blow out tbq boil-
ers. Men that were wheeling coal dropped
their barrow handles, switchmen closed
tbclr switches and left 'tbo' main lino
open, conductors, brakemen, land ioiber
employes left their woik and quickly went
to their homes.

Treading Men of the Country
In Its Hanks Inscription of Its Hand-som- o

Home.

A number ot prominent Republicans re
siding, either permanently or temporarily,
In this city, saw tho fact that there was
no suitable homo bora no placo where
tho Republicans ot tho nation could
meet at tho capital and consult together,
though it was tho' political Mecca to
which all steps turned. As ono ot
tho greatest political campaigns oyer
known In tho history of tho country
.wss about to commence, theso gentlemen
determined to try and orgsnlzo a league,
fashioned to tomo extent after the Unon
Lesguo clubs which exist In tbe other great
cities of tho nation.

After several consultations a meeting
was bold In Octobor at the Arlington Hotel,
which was attended by qulto a largo num-
ber of tboto gentlemen who were Interest-
ing themselves In this matter. At this
mceltng an organization was formbd, and
called tho Republican National League.
Gen. P. Bcalo was clcctsd presi-
dent ot the Loaguo; W W. Danenhower,
llrstvlco president; fl. A. Wlllurd, second
vice president; A. U. Crsgln, third vjco
president; Vrcd. Donglasa, fqurlh vlco presi-
dent; W. A. Cook, fifth vlco prcsleleut: Ed.
waid 11, Fox, recording secretary; J. W.
Howell, treasurer, and Thomas N. Gardner,
corresponding secretary, and such other ofll-ce-

chosen as rcrc provided for In tho con-
stitution, Which was adopted at thatilme.

After due consideration it wss deemed
best that tho Leaguo should bo Incorporated
under tbo gcnoral Incorporation laws 'of
tho District ot Columbia, and accordingly
'a charter was obtained on tho llth'ot No-
vember. Tho oQIcers previously elected
wero continued under tbo charter, and a
board of directors was selected to servo ono
jear, composed ot E. F. llealo, J. Halo

As tbo Leaguo was intended to bo a social
as well as a pollttcaWorganlzatlon, it was
deemed advisable to securo a bouso suitable
not only for tbe meeting of tbo Lesguo
Itself, but for tho reception of all tbe

who visited Washington and for
such social gatherings as mlgut be deomed
expedient or proper. 80 thst, Immediately
after tbo organization undor tbo charter,
tbo Leaguo leased the handsome bulldlngon
Thomas circle, corner of Massachusetts
avenue and Fourteenth street, taking It for
five years. This homo has been splendidly
furnished and Is now tlttcd up in most ele-
gant style as a placo where the Republicans
ot tbe country, when In Washington, can
meet and exchange views upon the political
tmiauuu.

Tbe first social evcnt-wbl- ch was not only
social,. but political slnco tho organization
ot tho League was the reception tondcrcd
tb,u National Republican Committee when
It met in this city onthoSthot December.
.That has been heretofore, fully described ,In
the National JIefuulican, and we can
only tay In regard to it that it was as suc-
cessful, 'both In the social and political
point iot vldw, as any reception given by
any ot the Republican organizations ot the
country." It will bo followed In duo tlmo
by others.

Gen. Edward Fitzgerald Bcale Is a na
tlvo of tbo District ot Columbia, born ou
the 4tb of February, 1623. His father was
a paymaster In tbo United states navy, and
his mother was the daughter ot tho dis-
tinguished Commodoro Truxton. Gon.
Hcblo was educated at Georgetown College
until bis appointment to tho naval academy
In 1330. In 1S Gen. Reslo received his
appointment as a midshipman, and accom-
panied Comtncdoro Stockton to California
during tho Moxlcan war, whero ho served
with distinguished gallantry both on land
sea under Gen.Kearney and Commodoro and
Stockton. Ucn. Bcalo was presented by bis
comrades in tho navy at tho termination of
tbo war with a sword which bears tbo fol-
lowing Inscription : "Presented by tho ofll.
tcrs of tho United States navy on tho sta-

tion at San Diego, Cal,, to Lieut, Edward
llealo, ot the United States navy, for his
gallant conduct In the chargo upon tho
tho Mexican forces at San Pasqualo and Sin
Bcrnedlno, and his carrying lutellleenco to
San Diego ot tho position of Gen Kearnoy
through the enemy's lines at great personal
risk on tbeCth anil Tth ot December, 1SIU."

At the conclusion of tho Moiican war
Llout. Bealo 'resigned, and was appointed
supetlntcpdentot Indian affairs for Now
Mexico and California, which poaltlon he
held until 1S51, giving the highest satisfac-
tion. Afterward, at tbe special request ot
Ms. Gen, Wool, Lieut, Bealo was appointed
n brigadier general, and commissioned to
bring tbe Indian war In California to a
cloto, which he did In a most satisfactory
manner. Gen. Bcalo was afterward ongaged
In explorations across tho contlnou'., adding
much valuable Information to what was
known of Iho transcontinental routes,

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AN OLD COUPLE'S SAII PLIGHT.

Tlio Husband Dead and Ills Wlfo In an
Exhausted Condition,

New Yoiik, Dec. S3. James Miller, a

rest estate dealer, about 70 years old, was
found lying dead this morning on tho lloor
of his home, In West Sixteenth street.
Bcsldo him lay his wife unconscious and
dying. On her faco and head wero several
cashes. It Is supposed the couple were at-

tacked and beaten by robbers. The discov-
ery was made by a letter carrier, who
knocked at tbelr door about 3 o'clock. Ho
received no answer, but hoard a labored
breathing from within that caused him to
think eoinctblDg was wrong. He called a
policeman, who broke tho door open. Tho
furniture, kitchen utonslls, anil crockery
wcro broken and tho fragments strewn over
tbe floor. The apartments are on tho
ground floor, and a window opening on tho
yard was open. Mr. Miller was said to be
wealthy. Ills wife, tho neighbors soy, has
been Insane for tbo past year. She was
taken to the hospital.

Miller aud his wlfo wcro heard laughlagin
tbclr rooms by tho family living on tho floor
abovo them last Wednesday afternoon.
Prom that time until this morning nothing
had been seen or beard of them. Miller
was fully dressed, and across his legs lay
an overturned easy chair. The pollco, on
fin the r Investigation, bavo arrived at tbe
conclusion that tho cato was not ono of
murder or robbery, but that the old man
died of heart disease In his chair and fell
from It, knocking tbo chair and tho stovn
down In his tall. There were no Injuries
on his bodv except a contusion ot tbo bick
or tbe bead' that Is not thought sufficient to
cause death. It Is supposed that Mrs, Mil-

ler, who was but one year younger than her
busband, was too weak minded to notify
Ibe nolghbors of her husband's death, and
that her weak and exhausted condition Is
duo to starvation, as she was unablo to pro-
cure or cookfood forhcrsclf. Her husband
v. as accustomed to do all the marketing, '

cooking, and other household work. Tbo
old couplo had llttlo communication with
their neighbors. ,

A RATTLE AVITII THE YAtJL'IS.

A Desperate fight Hetwoon Federal
Troops and Imllnns.

NixiALE, Am,, Deo. S3. Information
Is rcceH cd from the commander ct the fed-

eral troops at Sonora, at the recently es
fabllshed military post town of Bsusctta,
to tbo effect that a detachment of troops
under the command of Capt. Eoclsco, 20th
regiment, attacked a party of Yaepil In-

dians who were preparing to raid at a place
called Lsguna del Parla Bunday morning.
The light lasted thrco hours. Tho tioops
succeeded lu drying tho Indians from thulr
biding place among tho rocks at tbo first
vollev. Tho battl.3 was a eUsperato one,
and tbo Indians had to bo charged many
times before they would give up tbclr
stronghold, One Indian was killed and one
wounded. Two squaws were captured nnd
rent to Bonaclta. Cbico Scnaders (l.tttle
Pilsoner), one ot the shrewdest warriors In
tbo trlbu, was at the head. Alter being
forced to retire from tho rocks ho covered
tbclr retreat with great skill. The federals
Mho followed hlai wero ambushed several
times, and would have been horribly
slaughtered bad not tho Indisus run out ot
ammunition.

One night recently Capt. Enelsco, Lieut'
OglnnlD, and twcnty-ilv- Infantry gave
(liote to a band of Indians who had been
dlicovered In the hills near Bonaclta. The
Ytquls had taken refuge behind a ledga of
infinite rocl.s. Tho captain charged tbo
Indians, but was forced to retire. Ho then
Ocplojcd tho troops In squads of, two nnd
'three with tho Intention ot concentration
frrin different points, hut tho Indians broko
through tbe federal lines amid rapid Ilrlng,
during wbtch Ilolqulu was wounded. The
I urtult WHS abandoned and the troops re-

lumed luto Bonaclta. Tbo next morning
tbey went to tho scene ot tbo battle for the
I urposo of taking up tho trail from It. Tbo
prnlcUB night thoy bad klllod ono Indian
and wounded soveral others. A Remington
rlllo lelt with cartildgcswas found by tho
side ot the dead Indlau. Further on the
command found two mora dead Iudlaos
ilddled with bullets. A wounded Indian
attempted to cscapo, but tho troops shot
him dead.

The charter for Mount Vernon avenue
was introduced Into tho Virginia legislature
last Wednesday morning Juit beforo the
adjournment for the holidays, and wilt be
taken up for consideration In commlttoe
immediately after the reconvening on the
lib of January. None but kind words tor
the measure were heard, and It will un-
doubtedly receive a cordial greeting In both
houses and pass as soon as tho customary
regulations ot tho leglstaturo are complied
with. It is hoped that the governor will
give bis signature before Feb. 1.

In tbo meantime tbo commltteo will pro
cecd to dellnltcly locate tbe route, all tho
surveys having been completed, and stcuro
tho right of wsy. All this can bo dono by
the time the charter gets through, so thst a
bill can at otco bo Introduced Into Con-
gress ssklng that the government build ths
annuo from tbe north boundary of Arling-
ton through to tho south boundary. Julg-lo- g

by the sentiments of congressmen, al-
ready expressed, there la no reasonable
doubt that surh a bill wilt pass, and as
Alexandria stands ready to build the ave-
nue through her limits over Washlngtou
street, there will reuuln but a short put
of tbo highway to construct between Alex-
andria and Washington.

Whero tbcro la such a unanimity ot senti-
ment In favor of an enterprise It remains
only to discover tbe methods ot Its execu-
tion. It Is a work ot purely patriotic

thoprnmotershavo no scldsb pur-
poses lnIcw. It will ba n unique way of
posing anotbor groat tribute to tuo memory
of Washington as well as to provldo aeon-venle-

and delightful means ot making a
pllgrlmggo to bis tomb. It may be said
here that tbo commltteo havo no Intention
of Interfering In any way whatovor with
tbe tircsent excellent wsv of tsklnir
visitors to Mount Vernon, and a
letter to tbo regents from the
cominllteu to that effect Is now being pre-
pared and will bo forwarded in a few days.
Tbo new road to Mount Vernon will not
detract one lota from the amount of travel
by boat, but will rather Increase It. It will
bo the most magnlttccnt and enduring ad-
junct yet created to tbo fame of Mount
Vernon, and will do more than any other
single Influence to send visitors there. Tho
Intcrtst In tbe home and the tomb ot
Washington, and all that pertains to tho
dcmestlu and soclaljllfe of Washington, has
Increaecd'greatly during tbo past few years,
and tbe tlmo Is rapidly approaching- when
every American will feel that it Is his pleas-
ing duty to go to Mount Vornon.
Portraits of Washington and statues are
but Impersonal representations, which aro
asInUrestlngln one place as another, but
when one steps on tbo floors of tbo bouso
where bo lived, walks over tho grounds
mado sacred by bis dally footsteps, wan-
ders among the trees ho loved so much and
that had the care of bis own hands, go In
and out of his own bouse, and look over
the hills whero bis Hocks ted, tbey corns
close to tbe man himself, and come more
nearly tbe realization of tbo fact that he
onco lived and nas a citizen as men of to-
day sre.

But it Is not only tbo memory ot Wash-
ington that will make Mount Vernon a
place for nil Americans ot the futuro to
visit. It has a beauty ot Its own that leaves
su unfading Impression upon all who go
thtre, and ono cannot fall to admire tho
wisdom and good tasto that eelcctnd Itas a
home out ot all the beautiful siipta ot this
beautiful country. Mount Vcrnou was the
queen of all American homcs.'and time has
hardly jobbod It of Us proud distinction,
fcr Its grass Is as green, Its trees as grand,
Itsvlensas unsurpasird, Its skies as blue,
ai'd Its air as balmy as when Washington
bltniolt wroto that be kpew of no other
plrcellko It. There Is room, therefore,
