The resolution offered by Mr Mandcrson
some days ago requiring tho Secretary of
War to furnish to senators on their request
lists of persons to whom copies ot tbo
record of tbo rebellion aro to be Issued
svas taken up

Mr Mandtrson said that since offering
tbe resolution lis had bad a conversation
with the Secretary of War who expressed
lis readlrcss to supply tho Information
asksd and said that tbo refusal to do so be ¬

fore was owing ton ruleot tho department
not established by blm

Somewhat unfortunate res ills Mr
Mandenon said so fur as the comfort ot
senr tors was concerned had como from tho
iltsmeslon of the question of public doeu
trtnts some Usja ago Ills own mall aud
the mall of other senators were Inundated
with rtqueits for documents among them
records of tho rebellion Ibcro were uo
copies tf that document within bis gift and
never bed been tbu whole Issue of that

Mr Cnlloin remarked that bo

Mr Kerr ot Iona cast the consideration

vention- tho Democratic party of Missouri
bad fiasscd a resolution asking for tho le

Mr Ilurnes of Missouri said that ho had
no Kcollecllen of any surb action by the
Demrcratfc party of Missouri and Mr
Hatch denied that such a resolution had
ever been adopted

Mr Hatch I do not 1 only cilticlse the
power which put that law on the statute
books which I regard asoneot the most
infamous upon It which prevents the
glower ot a great pioduct from selling it
to anybody but a licensed dealer

Mr Jiandall of Pennsylvania thought
that It mattered not what bad been done
In tho past Let us all Joiu hands and
strike from the statuto books the Iniquitous
tedious Applause

Mr Hatch said that ho would Join the
gentleman In that wheu the bouds aud
debts of tbe gomnment to meet which
the Internal taxes had been leslcd weie
paid and when the tax upon tbu clothing

Mr ONeill of Missouri oflered an
amendment directing tbo public printer to
enforce rigidly tho piovlslons of tbe eight
hour law

Mr Burnes raised tho point ot order that
tho amendment changed existing law

Mr ONeill contended that there was no
change of existing law contemplated
There was altcady an eight hour law In ex-

istence which was Invoked before election
and forgotten afterward If thoohalrbad
political sagacity he would rule tho amend-
ment In order and give members a chance
to show their political sagacity by voting
for it Tho amendment only directed tbe
public printer to enforce tbe law and was
designed to prevent men of hoirglsh pro
cllvltles working ten fifteen aud eighteen
hours a day while hundreds of printers
were walking the streets uuablo to find
work

Mr Browne of Lndluna while favoring
airtight hour law was opiused to legisla-
tion which would prevent a man working
o er hours to earn money for tbe support
of bis family That was an interference
with personal liberty

Tbe chair overruled tbo point ot order
and the amendment was adopted
