OF THE WAR RECORDS,
Tampearing With  Ofloisl  History-—
More Nunders st the War Depart-
ment In Qomplling the Story of the

War of the Robelllon,

clipping from a newspaper of war Hmoes,

Tne subject la the notorlous mutiny of
the Anderson troop (15th  Peonsylvaoia
cavalry) at the battle of Murfreesboro in
1803 (53, The ﬂsnco\rur¥ of thetrue charhctor
of Col. Larelle's luterpolation followed
immediately from n cursory examination
of the files of the Phfladelpbla newspapers
for the perlod named, which are known b
every student of war history to be fll
witu discussions of this event,

Buch a departure from a plan, which the
law apd the hitherto careful and absolute
observance of its provisions have coufived
to the publieation of strictly officlal matter,
would be serlouns enough even if the news-
paper sclection were true, But as Itls
grossly Inaceurate upona polnt of mo.
ment, and contradicts the officlal history
contalned fu the body of the book, the of-
fepse hecomes one which Congress caunot
fall to notice,

The case In hovd ariees throngh the Intro-
duction by Col. Lazelle loto an appendix of
unofticial matter which he deslgnates as
oflicial, and which contradicts the olicial
and undisputed Iamoxz of the mutiny of the
Andegrson cn\ulr'y nt the battle of Murlrecs-
boro, or Stone's river. This troop was
otberwlse known as the 15th Pennaylvania
cuvalry.

An Euntive Block In New York Swept
iy Flames,

New Youw, Mar. L.—A fire that broke
oulbat 12:40 o'clock to day In the Pottler &
Btymus bullding at the corner of Forty-
tecond slreet and Lexington avenue, swept
nlmost the entire block bounded by Lox-
Ington and Third avenues and Forty-second

and Fu:l;i‘ﬂm atreets, and caused & loss
estimat ut $1,000,000. The Pottler &
Brymus bullding covered the entire frontage
on Lexipgton avenue and was a seven-
story bullding of birlek and browu stons,
It was owned by Pottler & Stymus, fyrni-
ture manufacturers,

The first loor was ocoupled by W, 11,

Ertell, manufucturer of furniture and dec-
orations, A large wiog of the bullding on
Forly-second street was occupled by Pow-
oll, Welndman & Smith, clgar manufac.
furers. The fire broke oub tuihe porth-
west corner of the Pottler & Stymus bulld.
log, sud owlog to the Inflammable oature
of the matarials It contalned, the Names ran
through the buliding almost like an electric
flash  mud  burst  ioto  the  clgar
factory, where 350 men were eatlng thelr
luncheon. The men dashed down the broad
stalrs barely in time to escape from the
fMumee that almost Instaptly seized the en-
tire bulliding, Secoud Asslitant Chief Me-
Cabe without 4 momeot's hesitation sent
out tho “three sixes,”” bringlog to the
fceve twenty-one englne companies, elght
hook and ladder companies, nnd the water
tower, Intwenty-elght mioutes from the
time the Ore was discovered the wall of the
Pottler & Stymus hulldln% on  Forty-
sccond street fell fn. Next fell the walls
on Lexioupgton avenue,
The wind swept fhe flames cast townrd
Third avenue, nnd three housces, oceuplod
4% slores on the lirst Noors and dwellings
ubove, that lay between the Pottler &
Btymus building and the corner house on
THird avenue, were suon blaglog, while
their temiified inmates fed with what little
clotilog or valuables they conld cluteh ay
they ran, The same fate befell the honses
on Forty-first street, between the burning
Lullding  apd Thind avenue, The flremon
succeeded lo saving the row of houses on
‘Ihiril avenue, forming the fourth and only
retialidog slde of the square.

Ttie beat In  Fortydirst street was s0 lo-
teuse thnt the topuue of anengloe standing
ou the opposite side of Lhe stroot was sel
on fire l-f It, The houses on Forty-firat
street faclog the burping bullding were
threatencd with destruction from the sheer
heat, The window panes cracked and
brgke In fragments and the woolen door
and window frames blazed up, but streams
of water extinguished them and pre-
served the houses from destruction, On
Fortv-second street runs & small branch
of the elevated road, used lu cnnvejtmi
qus;enturn to and from the Graod Central
depot apd Third avenue., The wooden
ginders of the road opposite the ottler
& Blymus bulldiog were soon blazing and
alwost entlrely burned away, while a svo-
tlon of the roail about twenty-five feet long
was erusbel by the falllng wall, The flames
from tue girders of the elevated road cons
ducted the fire to the Vaoderbllt Totel, on
the northeast corner of Forty-second strect
and Lexington avenue, and the front of the
Lotel was soon in o blaze. ‘The hotel waa
savid from destruction at the expense of
belpg drenched with tons of water and ren-
dered uninbabitable. )

On the porthwest corner of Forty-second
street and Lexlogton avenue (s the Lospital
for the ruptured and erippled. In which are
a hundred or more erppled children,
Streama of water were poured on its walls,
aud fo this way ouly was it saved.
