ready to recognize tho right of Canada to
guatd the Interests of her fishermen
and withhold any of tho special advantages
conferred by tbo proximity ot her ports and
harbors to the common fishery grounds on
the other hand tho Canadian government
was ready to afford all possible convenience
and asslstanco which ttio claims of human-
ity

United States Tbo treaty establishes tbo
f uturo position ot the respective parties and
defines their rights provides for tho delim-
itation of tho cxcluslvo fishing waters of
tho British colonies substantially on tho
basis ot the North Sea fisheries convention
and establishes a prompt and economic
inodo ot proceduro for dealing with
breathes of tbo treaty regulations affect-
ing

¬

tho fisheries It also enlarges tbo con-
ditions

under which American fisbermon
have hitherto enjoyed tbo rights secured
them by the convention of 1818

Under a modus liicndi ot two years
United States fishermen will enjoy tho ad
vantages of the facilities contemplated by
the treaty In consideration of a license Is ¬

sued for n moderate feo by tho governments
ot Canada and Newfoundland It Is hoped
In this way to obviate all possibility ot a
recurrence of tho lrrltatlnir Incidents of tho
fishery seasons of 18S0 and 1887 IIols
further hopeful that tho arrangement will
confirm ind extend the frlondly and cordial
relations oxlstlcg between the United States
and Great Britain In conclusion ho eulo-
gizes
