The serpent hay continued chained there
ever since, and every Monday morning
cries out In Irish: “It's a long Monday,
Putrick.”

In the possession of a family residing
near Belfast there iy a silver ‘iiue con-
tuining n ;iuwbum:. which is suid to have
been Bt, Patrick's, Great miraculous pow-
ers are - attributed to this relic. It inbe-
liewed to cure epileptio fits, to connteract
the dinbolical n‘uu:h.inutmu?i of witches
and fuirles, and to avert the balefil influ-
ence of the evil eye. It is also used as an
extra-judicial test of the guilt or innocenve
of suspected persons, who are required to
!llnﬂ' their right hand u{:an i* and declare
helr inmonence, It is bolleved that they
will be instantancously visited by super-
natural and awful punishment if they thon
nllgualt fulsely or even suppress any portion
of the truth.

A quaint old book of folk lore pub-
lished at Dublin in 1700 says that Il the
wind blow hord upon 5t Patrick’s ave “it
betokens u death among them that are
learned, and much fish shall die in the
fulluwlng summer,” o int that the
United States fish commissioners would
do well to Mmuke o note on.”’

JOHN BAPTIST DE LASALLE,

BRIEF OF BEATIFICATION OF THE FOUN-
DER OF THE CHRISTIAN SCHOOL.

The Noble Order of 'Tenchors—Vist
Crowds Attracted to the Ceremony-—
Delegntions From All Parts of the
World in Attendiooe.

All through the country the friends of
the brothers of the Christian schoaols have
been walting engerly for news of the cere-
monies connected with tho beatification of
the veneruble John o Baptist De La Sallo
the founder of this noble order of tencher s
The beatification wos  promulgated on
Fob. 10, and  mention has been made of
the vast crowds attrmcted to the ocero-
mony. Cardinals, archbishops, bishops,
priests, and clergy of all onders thronged
the sanetuary, anxious to honor the
newly beatified servant of God, Many
persony entitled to admittance were ob-
ligedto remain outside; the gallorvies of
the sacred building were crowded almost
disaster with delegations from all parts of
the world, assembled to take part in
the first publie honor paid in the church
1o this true friend of youth,

The knowledge of the vast conconrse so
assembl ed must il with pride all friends
of the followers of the blessd De La Salle:
but the briel ofithe haly father must fill
them with o tenderer feeling and  couse to
Bow with more fervent loyalty thian ever

“to the suceessor of St, Peter,

The papal brief, promulgating the boentis
fication, begins thus:

“They who lead others to the knowl-
edge of suving truth, ond make them walk
in the pnth of life, exervise on exalted
mimion ond deserve 8 orawn of eternal
glory. ‘This holy writ teaches us by de-
cluring that “They who instruct many tinto
Justice shall shine s stars for all vlvrnlli'.'

This crown is assured to those who, de-
spising earthly interests, consecrate their
Iives to the Cliristian education of thoe ris-
ing generations, * * Among those
who have so devoted thomselves, John
Baptist De La Salle, who iu-%.mn his work
in the seventeenth centurng, is wnnh{ of
spevial remark. Providence soems to have
raised him up at that particalar  time, to
save youth fom the snures of Junsenism,
then cast over the greater portion of
France.” . )

Having sammarized the salient featunes
of the earliest years of De La Salle, the
holy finther continues :

“De Lo Salle joined the ntullr of polite
literature to the practice of all Christinn
virtues, and became so t!iﬁllumdalu:d u
student thit he surpassid all hiy fellow
collegiang, * * % De La Balle con-
tinuved his distinguished caveor, and ot the
nge of 17 one of the most learned and ven-
erable members of the Cathedrnl Chapter
of Rheims, M. Dozet, resigned in his favor.
& @ ® Raisediothe grt&sthum]. D L
Snlle devoted mueh of his time to good
works, vikiting the poor, consoling the
afflicted, siding all who asked his assist-
ance, as oceasion required. ¢ = & Iy
his conduct as o winister of the altar Le
strove to realize the ideal of St. Panl: ‘Be
thou vigilant, labor in all things, do the
work of an-evangelist, ful fill thy ministry.'
While Jolin Buptist De Lo Belle thus nd-
vanced daily fu age, wisdom, nnd groce,
before God and men ho was particnlarly
deserving of esteem for his extmondinary
solf-possession, for that evenness of temper
thut enabled bim to meet trial, persecus
tion, contradiction, and  distrust—even
from those who should have helped him
in his work—with undisturbed equonim-
Ity. Indeed, his forbearance under such
chronmstances seems incredible,

“These traits marked the blessed ser-
voul of God as one whio was destined for
" hiafll and uoble mission, * * ¢
specinl sttraction for educational work has
been, from the first, one of his strongest
chamcteristics, This led him to study
by what means he might best baprove
the educationnl systems of his day. It wia
onduly 8, 1781, that this stody took detl-
nite form, when he gathered o number of
young men onder lis own roof, and the
fipst. community of the HBrothirs of the
Chiristinn Sehools was insogursted,

“As the reputation of the new systeim
Inereased, other  willing hands offered 1o
{lllil in the new deporture. The institute
;t-Ean to sprend, and soclety was glad to
peknowledge the inMience for good of De
Lo Balle and  his diseiples. Schools were
upened not only in Rhelms, but nlso in
many-other cities of France, Tt wis thns
thut this man so greatly gifted doctided to

mand, Iis death bas not dried up the
sourees of well-doing in the society, On
the contrury, now branches have op-
peared, the good work hos been extended,
and to-doy the Brothers of the Christinn
Schools are fonnd in mmr‘- Purt of the
world helping to water the tield of God's

“In consequencs,’” eoncludes the holy
father, *'touched by the aplnnla of the en-
tire congregation of the brothers of the
Christinn schools, in virtue of our apostolic
authority, nnd by foree of latters we
grant the tighl of giving to the venerable
sorvant of God, John Baptist De La Salle,
the title of Blessed, of exposing his body,
or that which still remaing thereof, as also
his relics, to the publio veneration of the
fuithful,"”

The brief then proceeds to state the spe-
clnl honors that may be paid the holy ser-
vant of God in particular churches, but
lenves to the diocesan anthorities the fixing
of dates in which ?nbllc services may be
Lield in honor of Blessed Jolin Baptist De
L Salle.

The holy futher gave a private andience
to Brother Joseph, the mfverior neral of
the brothers of the Christian schools, and
nfterward received the provincial visitors
of the order.  His holiness especially sin-
gled ont for conversation Brother Justin,
visitor of the brothers in the distriet of
New York, He wus delighted to learn the
strides the brothers are mnking in the
Unitegd !i,lutl:-'}'mu.l wiis moved to conclude
the antlience by “aying:
