It the Senate yesterder Y e Howr offored
u resolution (which wus  ndopted) to take
fram the Ales of the Senate and refor to the
melict committee om the prisent condition of
the etvil serviee the letter of the Beoretary of
e Trensary In regard to certaln trananotions
In the Boston custain hovise,

Mr. Blalr, In reference to ks W fo glve
preference for clvil service appolniments to
wounded exaoldions of e confedoricy, is
belween men who had been disloyal, salil
that several senators on Hoth siles had re.
quested  blm to have the b e over st
further. He therefore saked s postpone
ment wntll next Tuesdoy, when  be would
nk the Bonate to dispose of the pending
question—<the seconid remiling of the bl
The bl was lnkd aver as proposed.

The Senate then proceeded to take np and
act upon the bills on the ealendar in thele
regular order, passing sueh a8 were not ob-
jected to.

The Ml providing for an fnspection of
meats for exportation  and prohibiting the
Importation of adulterated artielos of foold
or drink having been renched, Mr. Deok
askod My, Evarts (who had voportod U frim
the comimittes on forelgh relatioma) whsthor
It win the inanimeous report of that com-
mittco aml whetherdue oare had biocn taken
to proteet property righits,

Mr. Evarts roplied that o ke I bt
been  introduced,  reported,  and passod ot
the lust sesslon, Tt whs the unanimons re
port of the compilttes, but he had an
ammomiment 1o offer allowing the {uspoee-
Hon of edts ot places of packing.,

The mmendment wis ofered and agroed
1o and the bl ruw'nl.

The other public bills passed were the fol-
lowing ;

To authurlze the ‘]Ilrlr'- of the United
Btates ciroult and distrlol conrta to be sl
Interchangeably, and to provide for drawing
tnlesmen,

Approprinting $10,000 for the prosscution
of Inguiries by the commissloner of fah and
fisheries in respect to the destruetion of
oysters io the untural oyster beds lying
within the waters and Juddsdlction of the
United States by star flsh, &e,

The bill allowing o pendion of 25 o
month 1o women corolled darlog the war as
army wurses, dhd who rendered 8lx months
rervice, huviog been réached, the report was
read, fo which 1t was stated  that the bene-
ficlaries under it would not #vermge more
than slx or elght to each stute,

Mr. Beek called for the yeas and nays—
Tt‘mnrkhljf that, of course, this b, ke all
penston Dils, would pass, It would apply
to every colorsd woman who lad cooked for
#oldiers during six monding and, wocording
10 tho report fust  resd, sueh women were
entitled V" Roman matrons.*

Mr. Edmunds did not quite see on what
prineiple the Wil went.  The association of
nurees (whose momorial had been read ) bod
not ueked for it They uut?' nsked apparcotly
10 be placed on the footlng of u-llillnrn who
hod been disnbled in the serviee.  No pen-
kloms were yel glven to soldlers not so dis-
abled; and, o8 o friend  of Women's rights,
be did not bellove o making sueh pn tnvhl-
ous distinetion.

Mr. Blair, who bad reported the bill from
the committee on  pensions, sald that it hod
been propared by the natlonul rellef hoard
of woman—an ussoclution connocted  with
the G, A, R that It had been Indorsed by
the G. A, R that It had been Introduced
and refskred to the committes on inlomm,
ol reparted (o the Senate from that com.
wmittee. The Aspoctation of Aoy Nuios,
be sald, represented nbout 160 members,

Mr, Beek {nguired where thie enrolliment
of uurses wis to be found,

Mr, Blulr supposed that It was to be foumd
In the War Department.

Mr. Beck objected to the further consid-
eration of the bill and hoped that the com-
mittee on pennlons . would at least do the
Benate the justice to call on the Seoratary
of War for the number of enrolled fomaly
nurkes durlug the war so that the Benate
might kKnow within ot least o million of dol-
lars what the bill was to take out of the
treasury, If the Sennte was togive $25 o
month to every wotnan, white or i, who
had cooked for soldlers six months the Sen-
ate should at Jeast know how maoy of thom
there were.

This Jeglslnticn swus for a cluss of deserving,
needy workmen, not fur monopalics, and it
wonld not fnvolve nn expenditure of morg
han 0,000,000,

Mr. Tarsney, of Mickigan, earnestly sup-
ported the Wil and declared that to bl it
wiis o revolting  proposition thit mon sent
ore to muke Tnws sliould themselves publish
tothe country that they ns represintatives
vielated the very laws they told thelr con:
stitments to obey,

Mr. Tarsney then moted that the eotimit-
