then studied law under tho direction of Ell

only way that they could do so was by de
positing UulteiVStalcs notes lu tho treasury
and that they had douo to tho extent ot

103000000 That 102000000 of United
Btatcs notes wis now tied up as tho result
ot that faulty action of tho llousoof Hcp
rcscntatlvcs So tho result of that policy of
tho Democratic party was to mako a doublo
contraction of tho currency If thero was
distress now in Jho country It had been
brought about by tho policy and movement
of tho Democratic party If It was desired
to relievo that distress it could bo easily

made tho basis of circulation Ho had no
objection whatover to the Issuo of sliver
certificates issued on tho bullion lu tho
tieasuryat Its market value Tho United
Stales ho said should havo douo us Franco
did and as every Lathi nation did not coin
any moro silver than was necessary for tho
ordinary transactions On tho balanco of
tho silver bullion silver ccitltlcates could
havo been Issued from tho beginning and
could bo now Thero was no objection at
all In tho minds of tho financial men ot tho
country to tho Issuo of silver certificates at
tho market valuo of 6lvcr Those certifi
cates would clrculato freely without any
chaugo In tho rates for ho should not de
sire to seo tho ratio changed oxcept by tho
consensus of tho leading nations
of tho world Tho proposition of tho
senator from Texas would dissipate tho gold
now held for tho redemption of legal tender
notes and would drive It abroad and Into
banks to bo hoarded and then when some

black Friday eamo some panto lu stocks
or somo other sudden event thero would bo
n gap between coin aud legal tendor notes
aud gold and silver bullion would bo at a
