not to transgress tho bounds of Christian

Nicaragua

Waiting at tho door wo found a largo and
cumbersomo landau formerly used by the
bishop of Leon but discarded for a more
stylish conveyance and ending Its days In
the service of thppubllc Our way led
along tho lake tuore then ascending tho
steep and rough road approaching tho vol-

canic

lakes a halt was made at an elevation
of 150 feot whore full In view tho town lay
at our feet with the panorama of Lake
Managua beyond This body of water
of a dork green In hue by contrast with
tho brightness of the enclicllng
mountains where barren crags and
cliffs shtno as gold and slher under
tho raaof tho Bun and combining a rich
coloring rivaling a sunset Momotombo
and Momotomblta twin peaks of thorango
rlso nearly 5000 feet from tho waters ougo
ou tho farther side tho former giving forth
a volume of emoko which rises slowly and
mingles with tho clouds Though harm ¬

less now the great streak of lava marking a
dark courso down tho volcanos sldo recalls
tho tragedy of a destroyed town at Its boso

or waist deep busily ongaged In pounding
clothes on Hat stones before them which
servo as washboards and the bushes about
whlto with linen which has passed through
tho cleaning process Tho Industrious
workers are themselves rathor a striking
picture wearing but a slnglo garment
sleeveless and drooping artistically ovor and
baring tho shoulders and this attire does
not alwas reach much bolow tho kneel

Aa tho beating of tbo clothes goes on with
a business regularity no notlco that tho
workers aro of all ages ranging from tho
matron to the maiden of 13 or 15 summers

Climbing this second crater to tho road-

lakes and aro surprised to find tho water as
clear as cnstaland as cool as o mountain
stream 1 ho samo beauty of scenery sur-

Trnnsplnntntlou or a Ilabblta Eyo for
Obscurity ot Vlilon

most delicate and notable surgical opera ¬

tions ever perfomed In tho w orld occurred In

this city to day It being nothing less than a

transplantation ot a portion of tho oyo ot a
rabbit to tho oyo ot a human bolng Tho
object of tho operation was to relievo
tho obscurity of the cyo of a patient
which was caused by Inflammation and
which produced In time an opiquo
surface Tho patient was a servant girl
whoso eves had becomo almost totally mo--
less so far as vision was concerned by
reason ot tho whitish coating which made
both of tho orbits opaque and sho was so
nearly blind that objects ot considerable
slzo was barely distinguishable at tho Btnall
dlstanco of fho feet Tho oporatlon took
placo at tU Otrnittiitowa Hospital undor
tho Immediate direction of Dr X Webster
Fox tho opthalmleBurgcon of tho Institu-
tion

who witnessed ono of tho only two other
operations ot this nature which havo been
performed In tho world In Germany lost
year it being performed by Prof von Hlp
plo of Glcsscn Germany Both ot tho two

frovlous operations were performed by
Hlpplo within a snort period of
