12 the mo 2 the serviee whs held in
tae cathie it 10 the garrison of Del-
grade, with iliracy band, marched
down (o the nver side and formed in
line opposite a stand erceted on the
qaay; about hall as hour afterward a
processioe marened frem the cathedral
t» thestand. The ecolomn bore four
vary large square anners with figures
of the saints painted upon them a cin-
opv, under whichh marched the Arch-
bishap, and a number of rods surmoun-
ted by dises of metal surrounded with
m>teilic rays. An improvized alisr,
w.th candles, was placed vpon the
stand, with s barrel of river water in
frout of 1. The services at the altar
were lone, and were interspersed  with
chants aud the firiog of artillery from
the old tuntress. At the conclusion of
the services the Archbishop stepped
down from the stand, and with a large
brash commeneed sprinkling the water
from the barrel over the adjseent
crowd.

Now there is a complete mat
of plants, not near the sprin,, only, but
all slong the stream for a mile or more,
pleces of brancnes and roots having oc-
casionally been torn off and carried down
by the current to some quiet places
where they took root. In the sheltered
bay s and nooks of this brook, when al-
ternate layers of muck and gravel were
washed on, the plauts seem o luxuriate
the most.

W here similar conditions exlst natur-
ally but little labor is neces-ary Lo es-
tablish a water-cress bed sufficient for
home use, but when more extensive
plautations, otherwise than along the
| murgin of & brook, are to be made, con-
siderable labor may be required. If the
jand to be devoled to this culture does
not contain enough gravel or coarse
sand, this element wust be supplicd be-
fore planting; & covering of from thirce
1o four inclhies will be sufficient. Where
the land s entirely and constantly over-
fdowed all that is necessary is to cot off
rooted bravehes of old piants and set
them out in plsces where the water is
about six inches deep, and to place a
stone ouw each root to prevent It from
being washed away.
