AGRICULTURE.

Hysupizing  Wasar. = Another
maxim which farmers generally ac-
cept us an axiom is; that by sowing
wheats of different qualities together,
they will so hybridize a8 to produce a
mixed breed: while even a little obser-
vation would teach them the error of
this conclusior, and that each grain
produces its owu like, and that really
no hybridization takes place at all, and
that the mixture of seed produce the
unmitigated evil of mixing wheats
which perhaps ripen at different pe-
riods, or perhaps require different treat-
ment when they come to be reduced to
flour. A little study of the nature of
plants would seem to be necessary to a
knowledge of their proper treatuent
during their growth., Of the flowers
of plants sowe are male and some fe-
mue.  In some the staminate and pis-
tillate flowers occupy ditferent parts of
the same plants, a8 10 Indian corn.  In
the larger number of plants the male
and female organs mature at the same
iime in the same fower: and of these
sume are subject 1o self-fertilization,
and others to cross-fertilization. Such
plants as Peas, Beanz, W heat, and Bar-
iey have the male and female organs
within themselves, and nre not subjeet
to eross-fertilization, and therefore it
is that wheats donot mix sheir quali-
ties at all by being planted together;
and u= it is objectionable for other reas-
L ons, It should never be done.  The leaf
or flower which protrudes trom the
glume of wheat 15 ueither an aother, a
pistil, nor a stamen, sud neither emits
nor recelyes the fertilizing pollen.

Wasruyv L. —Water in passing into va-
por abworbs and hides nearly 1,000 de-
',-.:n:es of heat. A cord of green womi
| produces just as much heat as 4 cord of

the same wood dry. In barning the
dry woud we get nearly all the heat,
but in burning the same wood green,
from one half to three-fourths of tihe
| heat produced goes off latent and use-
less in the evaporating sap or water.

Atmospheric Grain Eleeator—The prin-
ciple made useof in this curious
muchine is simply that of atmospheric
pressure, or the exhaust process which
has lately been applied with such won-
derful success in the great Westing-
house atmospheric brukes, The model
which Mr, Wilkin has used 8o far is &
small air pump, rather rudely con-
structed, yet answering for _all practi-
cal purposes at present. Connected
with the pump is & one-inch tin-pipe,
syphon-shaped, and at the elbow or top
(some three feet above the pump) is &
vylinder somewhst larger than the
plpe and connecting both parts of it
loside of this is a smaller perforated
cylinder, while at the lower end of it
is & wvalve through which the grain
drops cut. The other arm of the sy-
phoa is extended down into the grain
pille. Woen the machine was first
ready to be started, some wheat was put
in & common envelope bux, to represent
the car or vessel, and the grain was
sucked up at a rate that was pe: fectly
astonishing. As some one remarked,
at this rate the complete machine
would “draw the insides out of s vessel
in less than no time.” This was mak-
ing an elevalion of about five feet, and
some who viewnd the remarkable ef-
fects of the erude alr-pump ressoned
that it would be possible to raise grain
only about thirty-two feet, or as high
48 the air will ;ustaln & column of wa-
ter. But, without srguing the case,
Mr. Wilkin quietly had a lot of addit-
ional pipe made, and, planting his ma-
chine in the third story of the Custom-
house, forty feet from the ground, had
e satisfaction’ of seeing it take up the
wheat and corn out of the box placed
on the ground as easily as the whirl-
wind would take the dost from the
road. The next step was to place the
air-pump in the fourth story, uver fifty
feet from the ground, where the result
was similar. Theonly drawbacks were
the mechauical defects In his applian-
ces, This settles the question about
raising grain to great heghts by atmos-
pheric pressure. The reciprocating-
pump will be supplanted in practive by

contlnuous setion, will exhaust the air
s0 rupldly, the munufscturers think,
that an eigut-inch ;i s wilt give all the
pressure asked for by the inventor.
The economy of power and the rapidity
of transit of the gruin are, of course
problematical. But many of the great
advantages of the arrangement sre ap-
parent. Among these s the capacity
tor discharging several cars or vessels
at the same tiwe by making the supply-
pipe fork into seversl pipes leading to
the diflerent lots of grain., Then the
expense of shoveling the grain up to
the leg of the elevator, as under the
present system, is saved. T'nis amount-
el to $3.50 per 1,000 bastels in  Buffulo
last senson—2100 to $200, suy, for a large
schooner. When beld at the surface of
the grain the pipe, while in one posi-
tion, would draw up nearly if not quite
all the wheat or corn in the envelope
box, #o that by a little moving, as a
fireman would move the nozzie of his
hose, it would quickiy take up all the
grain in a vessel. There would e a
saving of about one-half in insurance
rates on grain in store, and there would
be no machinery in the building—bence
uo friction, and no danger from fire in
the building. Not the lesst among the
desiruble featurss of this method would
be the cooling of the grun by pussing
it from one bin o another, and clean-
ing it of dust and dirt at the sune time.

From thizs chamber the cave or eaves
bore npward. There were three dis-
tinet passages, one above the other,and
the explorers taking the npper one,
went on and up for a distance of about
5,000 feet, until, as they believe, they
were approaching a top entrance, the
purity of the air in this hall leading
them to the conclusion that there was
un exit above. Here again their can-
dles gave out and they were compelled
to reture, only to behold more and va-
ried wonders, caves leading in every
direction. Here and there was a small
hole in the wall, mto which curiosity
seekers would thrust their torches, only
10 beho.d immense chambers and shafts
without bottom. Every now and then
the ring of the passageway from their
tread warned them that the fioor upon
which they stood was the roof or cover-
ing of another subterrapean cave or
pitfall.

Six RECIPES FOR REMOVING FRECKLES,
| —First—Get ten cents’ worth of gum-
benzoin and aleohol. Let it sgand
until the gum has dissolved sufficiently
‘to redden the alechol, and then pour off
the mixture into a pint bottle, to the
depth of half an inch, and fill the bot-
tle with soft water. The preparation
will then resemble milk, and s ready
for use. Bathe the freckles with a solt
cloth dipped in the liquid. If the skin
smarts under the application add a little
move rain water. Second—Take beel’s
gall, half an ounce; saleratus, borax,
and gum gusiac, of each a quarter of a
int; mix and let stand ten days, shak-
ng occasionally. Use as a wash twice
aday. You can get this wash made up
at the drug stores; it will cost you
about thirty cents. Three—Emulsion
of almonds one pint, powderal borax
two drachms, tincture of benzoin com-
pound two drachms, mix and apply to
the face night and moruing. Fourth—
Sour brun water applied to the face at
night and allowed to dry there, will re-
move freckles and sunburn in a short
time ;: will make the skin smooth and
fair, but very easy to freckle aguin.
Five—One-quarter gallon rain water,
ons ounce benzoin, one ounce agus an-
wonia, one ounce rain  water, two
ounces glycerine: mix well: shake be-
fore using. Six—One ounce lemon
Jjuice mixed with a quuarter drachm of
sugar will remove freckles. Keep this
lotion in a glass bottle, corked tightly,
a few days before using, and apply to
' the freckles oceasionally.

Covonixg WoorLes Goops, — Any
Kind of all-wool gowds can be eolored a
nice green, provided It is not a dark
color to begin with, Say it is gray or

l¢ blue or bluff, or evenan old woulen

lanket, for fancy stripes in carpet or
rags: say for an old dress of any of these
shades of color: Rip it apart. wash
' clean with soap-suds, seald in hot alum-
water and put it out to drain. [ never
wring any dress-goods that 1 am dyeing
over. Then dissolve a couple of boxes
of Barlow’s blueing, taking care that
ou dissolve it well, which is accom-
plished by dipping up the liguid and
pouring back, dipping and pouring for
a gowl while, Have dye enough to
cover it, putit in a large pan or kettle
on the stove and seald or almost boil
the goods for hall an hour, lifting it
frequently to air. All goods color more
evenly i aired. When dark enough
hang out and drain, without wringing,
The way to decide when a color is dark
enough isto hold it upand look through
it, You cannot tell by the color of the
goods while wet, unless you try this
plan. When well-drained take down
and rinse in luke-warm water, and
when about half dry press smooth with
& newspaper over. Never let the hot
iron touch the goods; it vou de it will
haye an old, fixed-over appearance.

In
Yorkshire, and throughout the north of
England generally, the cure for warts
is to take A black anail and rub the ex-
crescences with, then impale it on a
thorn, and leave it to perish., As it
dries up and disappears the warts will

| vanish. According to another form of
the charmn the warts must be rubbed
with a fresh snail for nine consecutive
nights. Still another wart charm is to
take the shell of a broad bean and rub
the affectesd part with the inside thereof

Reveserr to chake off and remove
all dust from a black garment every
time it is worn. Nothing sooner defacesa
black silk, poplin or woolen dress than
to wear it shopping, riding, or even for
a day 1 the house, and then hang it
ap without removing the dust. The
gritty motez with which the air is
tilled, particularly in the regions where
coul is constantly used, grind and wear
out any fabric. First shake both skirt

and overdress taithfully. A back win-

dow is a good place to shake them
from. Then take a soft ¢ld handker-
chief and brush the dress with that in-
stead of & clothes brush. See that all
the dust that settles in folds or pleats i=
removed. Stand by an open window
and shake the dust off’ the hankerchiel
out of the window every little while.

A SvcesTioN.—A sick room should
be kept as quite as possible.  In cases
of iliness there is nothing more annoy-
ing to the patient than the noize made
by pouring voal in a stove to replenish
the fire. 1t is a nuisance in more ways
than one; but it can be aveoided, A
ludy requests us to mention the very
simple plan of filling a paper bag or
tunnel with eoal and having it in readi-
ness o gently place upon the fire.
This is a suggestion worth heeding, and
acted upon wherever there may happen
to be any person sick.
