University has been collecting fa<ts |

concerning the fears of children Th
fears of chil{ren, he says, are geaer-
ally creatad by parents and servanis.
He found that 1,701 children had 6,
458 fears, tie leading enes belog the
fear of lightning and thunder, reptiles,
strangers, the dark, death, domestic
animals, digease“wild anlmals, water,
ghoats, Insects, rats and mice, rebbers,
high winds, etc.

A few of these fears are ratiosal. In
New Jersey no children were found to
be afrald of high winds, but In the
West that fear naturally leads all oth-
ers. At Trenton, however, sixty-two
children were fonnd whoe dreaded the
end of the world, a fear created cotire- |
Iy by adult teaching. His tabulation
gshows what education can do In this
respect.

No child was found to be afrald of '
the devil. Two hundred years ago and |
leas that fear would have led all the
rest. Few were found who were
afrald of ghests, a fear that wonld
have stood high on the Illst not long
ago.

We should drink from ome-third to,
two-fifths as many onnces as we welgh
in pounds, declares Prof. Allen in a
medical exchange.

star. The result is that to a beholder
on the earth the star has the familiar
appearance of twinkling. These little
air currents ean be distinguished
through the twenty-four inch telescope
