Surmary of Governor Wickliffe's Message.

It commences with a forcible exposi-
tion of the financial condition of the
State, and an urgent appeal for ccono-
my and frugality.

The balance in the Treasury to the
credit of the general fund—that is, fands
available for the use of the State, other
than special trust funds—was, on the
1st of January, 1858, $48,416 43.

The Auditor’s estimate for the receipts
of the current year, from all sources of
revenue, is $1,100,000; showing a fund
available for general and extrardinary
purposes—including appropriations of
former years, uncalled for—of $1,148,-
000.

The expenditures, including these bal-
ances, are estimated at $1,418,803.

The deficiency in the general fund ac-
| count will, therefore, be $280,386 57.

The Governor adds that this excess of
expenditures—regular and extraordina-
ry—over the regular revenues is annu-
ally increasing, and is supplied by ex-
pending the trust and special funds in
the Treasury. The Governor directs the
attention of the Legislature earnestly to
the fact, and calls upon them topractice
frugality in appropriation, and retrench
expenditures.

He speaks of the pending conflict in
Utah as one calling for the support of
all good citizens, and anticipates that,
should the cmergency arise, the people
of the State will cordially tender their
aid to the federal government in restor-
ing quiet and establishing legal author-
ity.

He urges the admission of Kansas
with “ Lecompton ” Constitution, as the
only mode now open for settling the
controversy in a manner * agreeable
alike to the South and the conservative
sentiment of the North.”

You may all grow peaches as well as
Moses, or cherries as well as Peters, or
strawberries as well as Peabody, or
grapes as well as Axt, if you will but
study how to do it. The smallest farm-
er among you thinks it no labor lost, or
time misspent, to study how he may
best fatten his pig. He does not think
of building a pen for his pig and then
feeding him on shucks and water, but he
studies out and experiments with that
food which will make the greatest a-
mount of pork. Now,if we will divest
ourselves of the erroneous idea that
fruit is only an article of luxury and not
of food, and look at it in the true light
in which God designed it, we shall find
it as much to our interest to study what
will feed a fuit tree as what will feed a
hog. There can be no excuse for any
family being without fruit. There are
reliable nurseries all around us. The
fig and grade grow so rapidly from the
cuttings, and the apple and peach from
seeds, that any family, no matter how
poor, may have an orchard.

Our mission is to encourage the pro-
duction of good fruit among the masses
and when we see every householder in
the land sitting under his own vine and
fig tree, we shall feel that we have ac-
complished our missiou.—Cotton Plant-
er and Soil.
