EXCITING POISONING CASE IN IOWA.—The 
Decature County (Iowa) Court was re­
cently the scene of a most exciting trial. 
The occasion, as we learn from a corres­
pondent of the Iowa City republican, was 
this : A family living in the vicinity of 
Leon, the county seat, of about eight or 
nine members, were poisoned—four of 
whom died suddenly from the poison, 
which was pronounced by the attending 
phisieian to be arsenic, aud the rest still 
suffer from its effects, none of whom, 
it is supposed, will ever entirely recover 
from it. Suspicion fastened upon a 
Dr. Perdue, who lived neighbor to the 
suffering family. It is said he was a 
man who always had a great many objec­
tions to urge in conversation against his 
neighbors. A difficulty had arisen be­
tween him and the community, about a 
road, in some way, and not getting mat­
ters to go as he desired he was heard 
to make a threat that he would have 
revenge. 

After this threat he borrowed of this 
family some buckwheat flour, a part of 
which he returned in a few days. The 
parents being absent at the time, the 
children baked and ate of it, so that 
when the father and mother returned 
there was but little of the flour left ; 
and as they ate but little they are still 
living while the first who ate of it are 
dead. 

After spending some days in investiga­
ting his case, including the Sabbath, 
Perdue was acquitted for want of suf­
ficient evidence of his guilt. He was 
conducted out of town by night away 
from the mob, and so escaped what may 
or may not have been his just dues. 

A few days since, a country fellow 
• entered one of the New ^ ork banks, and 
marching up to the counter, exclaimed, 
'Here I am, I want you to take a fair 
look at me.' Without a word further 
he strode out. The next day the custo­
mer appeared, uttered the same words, 
and again disappeared. The third day 
at about the same time, he walked yi, 
and advancing to the teller's desk, threw 
down a draft payable three days after 
sight, 'Now', said he, 'you've seen me 
three times, I want the money for it.

'heroic civil measure, like a heroic military re­
solve. had to be the offspring of one great mind— 
self-acting aud sej^poised—seeing its way thro 

I all difficulties and dangers, and discerning ulti­
mate triumph over all obstacles in the determina-

I tion to conquer or perish. Councils are good foi 
(safety, not for heroism—good for escapes from 
perils and retreats; but for action, and especially 
high and daring action, but one mind is wanted, 

i * * * And thus it was in this case. The ma­
jority of his cabinet was against him. His Secre­
tary of the Treasury refused to execute his will. 
A few only—a fraction of the cabinet and some 

j friends—eoncurrcd heartily in the act: Mr. Ta-
jney, Attorney-General; Mr" Kendall, Postmaster-

., General; Mr. Francis P. Blair, editor of the 
| Globe; and some few others, 

j " He communicated his intention to the cabinet 
| all of whom had been requested to assist him in 
! his deliberations. The major part of them dissent-

- j ed from his design; wherenputi he assembled them 
on the 22 September, [1833] arid read to them n 

' paper, in which he absolved them all from respon­
sibility for the act. aud assumed it wholly upou 

j himself, requesting them'to consider the proposed

; required no one of them to make a sacrifice ol 
; opinion or principle. It's responsibility teas assumsa

" The order for the removal of the deposits was 
issued the 22d September, 1S33, and signed by 
Roger B. Taney, Esq., the new Secretary of the 
Treasury, appointed in the place of Mr. Win. J. 
Duane, who, refusing to make the removal upon 
the request of the President, was himself re­
moved. 

- Mr. Clay, Mr. Caiboun, and Mr. Webster were 
now all united against General Jackson, with all 
their friends and the Bank of the United States. 

! * * * * The combination was formidable, 
j The Bank itself was a great power, aud was able 
j to carry distress into all the business departments 
! of the country; the political array against the 
! {'resident was unprecedented in point of number, 
! and great iu point of ability. 

" The business of the combination was divided 
—distress and panic the object—and the parte dis­
tributed. and separately cast to produce the effect. 
The bank was to make the distress—a thing easy 
for it to do from its own moneyed power. The 
politicians were to make the panic, by the alarms 
which they created for the safety of the laws, ot 
the constitution, the public liberty, and the public 
money." * * * " The end proposed to them­
selves by the combined parties was, for the bank, 
a recharter and the restoration of the deposits;for 
the politicians, an ascent to power upon the over­
throw of Jackson." [The overthrow of Jackson!] 

The residue of the story, adds the Union, is fa-
milliar as a household word to the American peo­
ple. General Jackson triumphed over the bank 
and the politicians—over the artificial panic and 
the real pressure. He rescued the American peo­
ple from the thraldom of a monster moneyed cor-

THE LAST OF THE RANDOLPHS.—On tlid 
5th of December, died at the Court Housd 
of Charlotte County, Va, St. George Ran­
dolph. By his decease a great lineage 
becomes extinct, and a large patrimony 
is divided. He was the eldest son of 
Richard Randolph, ofBazarre, and neph­
ew of the celebrated John Randolph, of 
Roanoke, who regarded him with an 
affection as sincere as it was in his way­
ward nature to feel towards any htiman 
being. St. George had peculiar claims 
upon the tenderness of his kindred, for 
he was destitute of the faculties of hear­
ing and of speech, and could only mani­
fest the quickness of his intellect in that 
nntaught but expressive pantomime 
which is instinctively acquired by the 
deaf mute. Losing his father at an 
early age he was affectionately cared 
for by his nearest relatives; and was 
sent to France for an education that not 
at that time be given in the United 
States. On his return to America a sad 
dispensation fell on him—reason left its 
throne. The circumstance gave Ran­
dolph, of Roanoke, the most poignant 
grief, and he refers to it in his letters. 
That was forty three years ago, and 
since then St. George has remained 
hopelessly insane. Yet, (says the Peters­
burg Express,) there was a certain no­
bility in the appearance of the old man, 
as we have seen him wandfering about 
the fields with his leonine beard falling 
in white masses over his bosom, and his 
fine restless eye, imparting animation to 
a countenance of singular and striking 
interest even in its gloom. Kind hands 
have smoothed his pillow, and his end 
was peace. And thus died the last of 
the Randolphs.
