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LAND OWNERS.

To the Hon. J. P Benjamin says the
Comet, are we indebted for a copy of his
report on the memorial of the city of
New Orleans, asking confirmation of the
title of one-half of certain lands devised
by the late John McDonough to thatcity,
as tenant in common with the city of
Baltimore. The report was accompa
ined witha bill, which we shall obtain at
an early moment and lay before our
readers. The interests of land owners
in the Florida parishes are deeply in-
volved in this movement. Wecopy two
or three of the opening paragraphs of
the report:

The lands represented in the memorial
are situated in that part of the State of
Louisiana¥which lies east of the Missis-
sippi and Iberiville rivers, and the lakes
Maurcpas and Pontchatrain, and are
known as the Florida parishes of Louis-
iana.

These parishes were not within the
present State of Louisiana, when it was
admitted into the Union, but were cut
off from the “adjacent territory occupied
by the United States,” otherwise known
as West Florida, and added to Louisiana
by act of Congress passed 14th April,
1812.

The original title to 223, 333 acres of
the lands described in the memorial was
derived from the King of Spain by pur-
chase from and payment made to Don
Juan Ventura Morales, Governor Gen-
eral of Louisiana and West Florida, in
the months of October and November,
1803.

The title to 2,100 acres was derived
from a settlementright in favor of Philip
Robinson, acknowledged by the Spanish
authorities to be a valid claim in 1804.

The title to 1,420 acres was derived from
grant made by the Spanish authorities
on the 5th of March 1808,

The titles thus set forth by the memor-
ialists are unquestionably wvalid, if, at
the date when they were acquired, it
was within the power of the Spanish
Government to make sales or grants of
land within the territory in which the
lands claimed are situated and this ques-
tion, it is believed, is now, for the first
time, presented for a decision by Con-
gress since the treaty with Spain of the
22d February, 1819, by which the Flori-
das were acquired.

MEXICAN OUTRAGES ON THE
PACIFIC COAST.

In the San Francisco Herald of the
19th ult, we find a lengthy. record of
and protest against the indignities, bru-
talities and outrages which have been
perpetrated upon American citizens on
the Pacific coast during the last three
years. The document is from the pen
of an American resident in Mazatlan,
and while the chronicles of the times at-
test to the truthfulness of many of his
statements, there are yet mapy more
outrages related by him which, until now,
have not been made public. He tells of
vessels seized, offfthe confiscation of the
property of Americans ashore and afloat,
of the murder and disappearance of
Americans quasi officially and otherwise,
of their imprisonment and peremptory
exile from the country, of the enormous
and illegal extortions by the corrupt of-
ficials of the customs department of
the Mexican Government. American wo-
men have been maltreated, and the very
cosnuls of the United States treated with
contemptuous insult, and in some instan-
ces with personal violence. Rumors of
some of these doings have from time to
time, reached the Atlantic States, but
they have never come to ns presented
by parties who were locally cognizant

Mr. Robert
Lowe, M. P., for the bourough of Kid-
derminister is leading political writer
in the Times.

New Gorp Dicarss,—We learn from
our California, Oregon, and Washington
exchanges, that the Pacific coast 1s1n a
very considerable state of excitement,
consequent upon the reported discovery
of very rich diggings on Frazier’s river,
Washington Territory. The reports of
the richness of these diggings had at-
tracted large numbers of miners, and
there was a general rush in that direc-
tion. The diggers are reported to aver-
ageabout $60 a day with the rough
rocker, and the gold fields are salq to lge
of very large extent. The California
papers _generally appear to discredit
these Frazier river accounts. It is
not the interest of California to encourage
emigration of its citizens,” by pointing
out new El Dorados of wealth.
